Team Notables 

 

· The Grizzlies held the Heat to 87 points... The Grizzlies have held their opponents under 100 points scoring in 14 of 

the 20 games (12-2). 

· The Grizzlies shot a season-high .589 from the field (43-of-73 FG) and improved their record to 54-6 since the start of 

the 2011-2012 season when shooting at least .500 from the floor.   

· The Grizzlies also shot .615 from the three point line and .818 from the line.  

· Memphis held Miami to 5-of-18 shooting (.278) in the fourth quarter while shooting 8-of-17 on its end of the floor 

(.471)... The Grizzlies won the quarter 21-12.  

 

 

Key Stat of the Night 

 

· Memphis got a super-efficient game from its backcourt, as starters Mike Conley (18 points, 8-of-8 FG, 2-of-2 3FG) 

and Courtney Lee (17 points, 7-of-9 FG, 3-of-3 3FG) combined for 35 points on 15-of-17 shooting (5-of-5 3FG).

· After Dwyane Wade’s dunk, cutting Memphis lead’ to three (82-79) with 10:06 left in the fourth quarter, the Grizzlies 

responded with a 21-8 run to close out the fourth quarter... Jon Leuer led all scorers in the fourth with nine points.  

 

Player Notables 
 

 

· Zach Randolph and Courtney Lee both scored with 17 points... Randolph also grabbed 6 rebounds in 23 minutes 

of play. 

· Mike Conley shot a perfect 1.000 from all areas of the floor (8-of-8 FG and 2-of-2 3FG)... Conley has scored 18+ 

points in 11 of his last 15 games. 

· Jon Leuer recorded his first double-double of the season, scoring a season and team-high 20 points on 7-of-12 

shooting (.583) and notching a team-best 12 rebounds… Leuer recorded his first career 20-10 game and his second 

career double-double. 

· Dwyane Wade led the Heat with 25 points on 9-of-14 shooting from the field and dished five assists in 35 minutes of 

play.
