Upon arrival, members located an adult male suffering from
multiple gunshot wounds. DC Fire and EMS responded to the scene and after finding no signs
consistent with life, the victim remained on the scene until transported to the Office of the Chief
Medical Examiner.

The decedent has been identified as 33 year-old Dontra Harris, of Temple Hills, MD.

On Thursday, May 13, 2021, pursuant to a DC Superior Court arrest warrant, 34 year-old Jean
Paul Kearney, of Northeast, DC was arrested and charged with Second Degree Murder while
