bis vague recollection of events viich coowrod ut that time. Ho
explained. that after receiving the telephons call from the sgonts
making en appotntuent for the interview, ho had tried to recall
some of the things which ocourred during his association with HISKEY
in the period 1939 - 1941, and he found that he was completely ¢

. wnable to form any specific recollection.

A review of the’f1les of the Knoxville Office revealed
that there are several leads wich might bo pureusd in an effobt
to develop additional information concerning HISKEY's Communist
Perty activitios in this area during the period 1939 to 19kl.
However, such information. is in the possession of the New. York Office
in the form of reports and othérwise; therefore, the Knoxville Office
will make no attempt to conduct what would be a worthwhile interview
from the standpoint of prosecution. If the New York Office feels
1t material and necessary to establish as fully as possible the entire
extent of HISKEY's activities in this ares, then itwill be left to
the discretion of the New York Office to set out such leads and

‘Colonel BACON stated that he was formerly an instructor in thoDepartment of Chemistry at the University of Tennessee at Knoxville,’Tennessee, at which time he resided at 106 Thompson Place, Knoxville,Tennessee. Colonel BACON knew Dr. CLARENCE FRANCISHITSKEY whileat the University of Tennessee and has not seen HI: since ,HISKEY left the employee of the University of Tennessee in April,1941 to take a job with the Tennessee Valloy Authority at MuscleShoals, Alabama, HISKEY came to the University of Tennessee inSeptember 1939 from tho University of Wisconsin where he had received2 degree of Doctor of Philosophy in Chemistry. From his actions andfrom his conversations HISKEY impressed Colonol BACON as being ex-tremely ambitious, intellectually unprincipled, and rather loosemorally. Further, Colonel BACON stated that HISKEYtold Colonel BACON that he, HISKEY, was actually a member of thoCommunist Party while he was attending the University of Wisconsin.
Colonel BACON continued by stating that at tho time he knew HISKEY,HISKEY told Colonel BACON that ho, HISKEY, was a Second Lieutenantin the U. S. From HISKEY'S statements to Colonel BACON, the latter concluded ©
that HISKEY, during his sojourn in Knoxville in 1939-191,
associated socially with a group who were reportedly Communists
in their political views, The only name that Colonel BACON re-
called in connection with the associations was DAVID STOI RPARTIN,
who had the reputation, according to Colonel BACON, in around
Knoxville, of being a Communist.
Colonel BACON stated that while HISKEY was at the University of
Temnessco, he, HISKEY, headed the Rhenium Projoct which was financed
by the WPA under the auspices of the University of Tonnessec.
However, aftor HISKEY's departure from the University of Tennossee
he was retained as a consultant on this project.
Although HISKEY openly advocated Commmism during the period 1939-
1941, ho never asked Colonel ‘BACON to join the Communist Party
but HISKEY conveyed the impression to Colonel BACON that HISKEY
