required by Executive Order 11485,

Without my subsequent, personal authorization, the DCNG is not authorized the following:

o To be issued weapons, ammunition, bayonets, batons, or ballistic protection equipment
such as helmets and body armor.

e To interact physically with protestors, except when necessary in self-defense or
defense of others, consistent with the DCNG Rules for the Use of Force.

® To employ any riot control agents,
# 1o share equipment with law enforcement agencies.

s 1o use Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (ISR} assets or to conduct ISR
or Incident, Awareness, and Assessment activities,

s 1o employ helicopters or any other air assets.
e To conduct searches, seizures, arrests, or other similar direct law enforcement activity.

& To seek support from any non-DCNG National Guard units.

At all times, the DCNG will remain under the operational and administrative command
and control of the Commanding General of the DCNG, who reports to the Secretary of Defense
through the Secretary of the Army.

You may employ the DCNG Quick Reaction Force (QRF) only as a last resort and in
response to a request from an appropriate civil authority. If the QRF is so employed, DCNG
personnel will be clearly marked and/or distinguished from civilian law enforcement personnel,
and you will notify me immediately upon your authorization.

1. U.S. Conducts Two New Year’s Day Airstrikes on Somalia as Troop Withdrawal Continues

The U.S. conducted the first airstrikes of the New Year in Somalia as a sign of continuing support for
the Mogadishu government against al-Shabaab insurgents as U.S. troops continue to pull out of the
country, officials with U.S. Africom Command said.

The two New Year's Day airstrikes hit al-Shabaab compounds, destroying two according to the initial
assessment. No civilians were killed or injured, officials said.

"This action clearly demonstrates our continuing commitment to Somalia and our regional partners,”
Army Maj. Gen. Joel Tyler, director of operations for AFRICOM, said in a statement.

"We retain the means and the will to strike the al-Shabaab terrorist network when necessary to protect
the region and ultimately, our own nation,”" Tyler said, referring to AFRICOM's repeated statements that
the al-Qaida-linked group poses a potential threat to the U.S. homeland.

The U.S. conducted at least 51 airstrikes in Somalia last year, compared to 63 in 2019 and 47 in 2018,
according to AFRICOM.

The New Year's Day strikes were the third since the Defense Department announced Dec. 4 that most
of the 700-800 U.S. troops in the country were pulling out. President Donald Trump ordered the
withdrawal, which is being conducted under the name Operation Octave Quartz.

Army Gen. Stephen Townsend, the AFRICOM commander, described the operation as a "directed
repositioning” of troops to countries neighboring Somalia.

"To be clear, the U.S. is not withdrawing or disengaging from East Africa,"” Townsend said in a Dec. 19
statement. "We remain committed to helping our African partners build a more secure future.”

As has been AFRICOM's practice, the type of aircraft used in the New Year's Day strikes were not
specified.
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On Dec. 22, AFRICOM announced that a naval armada including the aircraft carrier Nimitz' strike group
and the Makin Island Amphibious Ready Group (ARG) with 2,500 Marines from the 15th Marine
Expeditionary Unit aboard, had been positioned off the Somalia coast to cover the troop drawdown.

On Dec. 31, the Associated Press reported that the decision had been made to return the Nimitz to the
u.s.

"Our strikes help keep these terrorists off balance to help our partners then address deeper problems
such as governance and development," Air Force Maj. Gen. Dagvin Anderson, commander of Joint
Task Force Quartz, said in Saturday's statement.

2. Scope of Russian Hacking Far Exceeds Initial Fears

Those behind the widespread intrusion into government and corporate nefworks exploited
seams in U.S. defenses and gave away nothing to American monitoring of their systems

On Election Day, General Paul M. Nakasone, the nation's top cyberwarrior, reported that the battle
against Russian interference in the presidential campaign had posted major successes and exposed
the other side's online weapons, tools and tradecraft. "We've broadened our operations and feel very
good where we're at right now," he told journalists.

Eight weeks later, General Nakasone and other American officials responsible for cybersecurity are
now consumed by what they missed for at least nine months: a hacking, now believed to have affected
upward of 250 federal agencies and businesses, that Russia aimed not at the election system but at
the rest of the United States government and many large American corporations.

Three weeks after the intrusion came to light, American officials are still trying to understand whether
what the Russians pulled off was simply an espionage operation inside the systems of the American
bureaucracy or something more sinister, inserting "backdoor”" access into government agencies, major
corporations, the electric grid and laboratories developing and transporting new generations of nuclear
weapons.

At a minimum it has set off alarms about the vulnerability of government and private sector networks in
the United States to attack and raised questions about how and why the nation's cyberdefenses failed
so spectacularly.

Those questions have taken on particular urgency given that the breach was not detected by any of
the government agencies that share responsibility for cyberdefense -- the military's Cyber Command
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and the National Security Agency, both of which are run by General Nakasone, and the Department of
Homeland Security -- but by a private cybersecurity company, FireEye.

"This is looking much, much worse than | first feared,"” said Senator Mark Warner, Democrat of Virginia
and the ranking member of the Senate Intelligence Committee. "The size of it keeps expanding. It's
clear the United States government missed it."

"And if FireEye had not come forward,” he added, "I'm not sure we would be fully aware of it to this
day.”

Interviews with key players investigating what intelligence agencies believe {o be an operation by
Russia's S.V.R. intelligence service revealed these points:

The breach is far broader than first believed. Initial estimates were that Russia sent its probes only into
a few dozen of the 18,000 government and private networks they gained access to when they inserted
code into network management software made by a Texas company named SolarWinds. But as
businesses like Amazon and Microsoft that provide cloud services dig deeper for evidence, it now
appears Russia exploited multiple layers of the supply chain to gain access to as many as 250
networks.

The hackers managed their intrusion from servers inside the United States, exploiting legal prohibitions
on the National Security Agency from engaging in domestic surveillance and eluding cyberdefenses
deployed by the Department of Homeland Security.

"Early warning" sensors placed by Cyber Command and the National Security Agency deep inside
foreign networks to detect brewing attacks clearly failed. There is also no indication yet that any human
intelligence alerted the United States {o the hacking.

The government's emphasis on election defense, while critical in 2020, may have diverted resources
and attention from long-brewing problems like protecting the "supply chain” of software. In the private
sector, too, companies that were focused on election security, like FireEye and Microsoft, are now
revealing that they were breached as part of the larger supply chain attack.

SolarWinds, the company that the hackers used as a conduit for their attacks, had a history of lackluster
security for its products, making it an easy target, according to current and former employees and
government investigators. Its chief executive, Kevin B. Thompson, who is leaving his job after 11 years,
has sidestepped the question of whether his company should have detected the intrusion.
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Some of the compromised SolarWinds software was engineered in Eastern Europe, and American
investigators are now examining whether the incursion originated there, where Russian intelligence
operatives are deeply rooted.

The intentions behind the attack remain shrouded. But with a new administration taking office in three
weeks, some analysts say the Russians may be trying to shake Washington's confidence in the security
of its communications and demonstrate their cyberarsenal to gain leverage against President-elect
Joseph R. Biden Jr. before nuclear arms talks.

"We still don't know what Russia's strategic objectives were,” said Suzanne Spaulding, who was the
senior cyberofficial at the Homeland Security Department during the Obama administration. "But we
should be concerned that part of this may go beyond reconnaissance. Their goal may be to put
themselves in a position to have leverage over the new administration, like holding a gun to our head
to deter us from acting to counter Putin."

Growing Hit List

The U.S. government was clearly the main focus of the attack, with the Treasury Department, the State
Department, the Commerce Department, the Energy Department and parts of the Pentagon among the
agencies confirmed to have been infiltrated. (The Defense Department insists the attacks on its systems
were unsuccessful, though it has offered no evidence.)

But the hacking also breached large numbers of corporations, many of which have yet to step forward.
SolarWinds is believed to be one of several supply chain vendors Russia used in the hacking. Microsoft,
which had tallied 40 victims as of Dec. 17, initially said that it had not been breached, only to discover
this week that it had been -- and that resellers of its software had been, too. A previously unreported
assessment by Amazon's intelligence team found the number of victims may have been five times
greater, though officials warn some of those may be double counted.

Publicly, officials have said they do not believe the hackers from Russia's S.V.R. pierced classified
systems containing sensitive communications and plans. But privately, officials say they still do not
have a clear picture of what might have been stolen.

They said they worried about delicate but unclassified data the hackers might have taken from victims
like the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, including Black Start, the detailed technical blueprints

for how the United States plans to restore power in the event of a cataclysmic blackout.

The plans would give Russia a hit list of systems to target to keep power from being restored in an
attack like the one it pulled off in Ukraine in 2015, shutting off power for six hours in the dead of winter.
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Moscow long ago implanted malware in the American electric grid, and the United States has done the
same to Russia as a deterrent.

A Supply Chain Compromised

One main focus of the investigation so far has been SolarWinds, the company based in Austin whose
software updates the hackers compromised.

But the cybersecurity arm of the Department of Homeland Security concluded the hackers worked
through other channels, too. And last week, CrowdStrike, another security company, revealed that it
was also targeted, unsuccessfully, by the same hackers, but through a company that resells Microsoft
software.

Because resellers are often entrusted to set up clients’ software, they -- like SolarWinds -- have broad
access to Microsoft customers' networks. As a result, they can be an ideal Trojan horse for Russia's
hackers. Intelligence officials have expressed anger that Microsoft did not detect the attack earlier; the
company, which said Thursday that the hackers viewed its source code, has not disclosed which of its
products were affected or for how long hackers were inside its network.

"They targeted the weakest points in the supply chain and through our most trusted relationships,"” said
Glenn Chisholm, a founder of Obsidian Security.

Interviews with current and former employees of SolarWinds suggest it was slow to make security a
priority, even as its software was adopted by America's premier cybersecurity company and federal
agencies.

Employees say that under Mr. Thompson, an accountant by training and a former chief financial officer,
every part of the business was examined for cost savings and common security practices were
eschewed because of their expense. His approach helped almost triple SolarWinds' annual profit
margins to more than $453 million in 2019 from $152 million in 2010.

But some of those measures may have put the company and its customers at greater risk for attack.
SolarWinds moved much of its engineering to satellite offices in the Czech Republic, Poland and
Belarus, where engineers had broad access {o the Orion network management software that Russia's
agents compromised.

The company has said only that the manipulation of its software was the work of human hackers rather
than of a computer program. It has not publicly addressed the possibility of an insider being involved in
the breach.
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None of the SolarWinds customers contacted by The New York Times in recent weeks were aware
they were reliant on software that was maintained in Eastern Europe. Many said they did not even know
they were using SolarWinds software until recently.

Even with its software installed throughout federal networks, employees said SolarWinds tacked on
security only in 2017, under threat of penalty from a new European privacy law. Only then, employees
say, did SolarWinds hire its first chief information officer and install a vice president of "security
architecture.”

lan Thornton-Trump, a former cybersecurity adviser at SolarWinds, said he warned management that
year that unless it took a more proactive approach to its internal security, a cybersecurity episode would
be "catastrophic." After his basic recommendations were ignored, Mr. Thornton-Trump left the
company.

SolarWinds declined to address questions about the adequacy of its security. In a statement, it said it
was a "victim of a highly-sophisticated, complex and targeted cyberattack” and was collaborating
closely with law enforcement, intelligence agencies and security experts to investigate.

But security experts note that it took days after the Russian attack was discovered before SolarWinds'
websites stopped offering clients compromised code.

Offense QOver Defense

Billions of dollars in cybersecurity budgets have flowed in recent years to offensive espionage and pre-
emptive action programs, what General Nakasone calls the need to "defend forward” by hacking into
adversaries' networks to get an early look at their operations and to counteract them inside their own
networks, before they can attack, if required.

But that approach, while hailed as a long-overdue strategy to pre-empt attacks, missed the Russian
breach.

By staging their attacks from servers inside the United States, in some cases using computers in the
same town or city as their victims, according {o FireEye, the Russians took advantage of limits on the
National Security Agency's authority. Congress has not given the agency or homeland security any
authority to enter or defend private sector networks. It was on these networks that S.V.R. operatives
were less careful, leaving clues about their intrusions that FireEye was ultimately able to find.

By inserting themselves into the SolarWinds' Orion update and using custom tools, they also avoided
tripping the alarms of the "Einstein" detection system that homeland security deployed across
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government agencies to catch known malware, and the so-called C.D.M. program that was explicitly
devised to alert agencies to suspicious activity.

Some intelligence officials are questioning whether the government was so focused on election
interference that it created openings elsewhere.

Intelligence agencies concluded months ago that Russia had determined it could not infiltrate enough
election systems to affect the outcome of elections, and instead shifted its attention to deflecting
ransomware attacks that could disenfranchise voters, and influence operations aimed at sowing
discord, stoking doubt about the system's integrity and changing voters' minds.

The SolarWinds hacking, which began as early as October 2019, and the intrusion into Microsoft's
resellers, gave Russia a chance to attack the most vuinerable, least defended networks across multiple
federal agencies.

General Nakasone declined to be interviewed. But a spokesman for the National Security Agency,
Charles K. Stadtlander, said: "We don't consider this as an 'either/or' trade-off. The actions, insights
and new frameworks constructed during election security efforts have broad positive impacts for the
cybersecurity posture of the nation and the U.S. government.”

In fact, the United States appears to have succeeded in persuading Russia that an attack aimed at
changing votes would prompt a costly retaliation. But as the scale of the intrusion comes into focus, it
is clear the American government failed to convince Russia there would be a comparable consequence
to executing a broad hacking on federal government and corporate networks.

Getting the Hackers Out

Intelligence officials say it could be months, years even, before they have a full understanding of the
hacking.

Since the extraction of a top Kremlin informant in 2017, the C.1.A.'s knowledge of Russian operations
has been diminished. And the S.V.R. has remained one of the world's most capable intelligence
services by avoiding electronic communications that could expose its secrets to the National Security
Agency, intelligence officials say.

The best assessments of the S.V.R. have come from the Dutch. In 2014, hackers working for the Dutch

General Intelligence and Security Service pierced the computers used by the group, watching them for
at least a year, and at one point catching them on camera.
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It was the Dutch who helped alert the White House and State Department to an S.V.R. hacking of their
systems in 2014 and 2015, and last month, they caught and expelled from the Netherlands two S.V.R.
operatives accused of infiltrating technology companies there. While the group is not known to be
destructive, it is notoriously difficult to evict from computer systems it has infiltrated.

When the S.V.R. broke into the unclassified systems at the State Department and White House,
Richard Ledgett, then the deputy director of the National Security Agency, said the agency engaged in
the digital equivalent of "hand-to-hand combat." At one point, the S.V.R. gained access to the
NetWitness Investigator tool that investigators use to uproot Russian back doors, manipulating it in
such a way that the hackers continued to evade detection.

Investigators said they would assume they had kicked out the S.V.R., only to discover the group had
crawled in through another door.

Some security experts said that ridding so many sprawling federal agencies of the S.V.R. may be futile
and that the only way forward may be to shut systems down and start anew. Others said doing so in
the middle of a pandemic would be prohibitively expensive and time-consuming, and the new
administration would have to work to identify and contain every compromised system before it could
calibrate a response.

"The S.V.R. is deliberate, they are sophisticated, and they don't have the same legal restraints as we
do here in the West,” said Adam Darrah, a former government intelligence analyst who is now director
of intelligence at Vigilante, a security firm.

Sanctions, indictments and other measures, he added, have failed to deter the S.V.R., which has shown
it can adapt quickly.

"They are watching us very closely right now,” Mr. Darrah said. "And they will pivot accordingly.”

3. Afghans Living In Fear as More Become Targets

Most officials believe the Taliban are behind the attacks on civil leaders, but others fear that
factions are using chaos as a cover to settle scores, in an echo of Afghanistan's past civil war
New York Times, Jan. 3 (0300), Pg.

KABUL, Afghanistan -- A military prosecutor who thought upholding the law was the highest honor, a
doctor who inspired her family to study medicine, a journalist who wanted to hold those in power to
account and a human-rights activist who sought to combat poverty in her home province: all murdered
within weeks by unknown attackers as winter settled over Afghanistan.
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Their deaths offer a glimpse into the targeted killings of community leaders and off-duty security forces
that have wracked Afghanistan for months -- the frequent echo of explosions and gunshots serving as
reminders for those in cities and towns across the country and especially in Kabul, the capital, that a
generation of Afghans is being methodically cut down.

The Afghan Interior Ministry would not provide the exact number of assassinations recorded in
Afghanistan last year, but The New York Times has documented the deaths of at least 136 civilians
and 168 security force members in such killings, worse than nearly any other year of the war.

The attacks -- directed at civil servants, members of the media, human rights workers and former and
current security force members -- represent a shift from targeted assaults on high-profile officials by the
Taliban and other groups operating in the country toward civil society's rank-and-file and security forces
who are at home with their families, with responsibility for the deaths often unclaimed.

The killings are a worrying sign of how much remains unsettled as the United States military prepares
to withdraw from Afghanistan after nearly two decades of fighting, and have added to fears that more
violence and chaos will follow.

The timing makes most officials believe that the Taliban are using the assassinations as a complement
to their coordinated assaults on security posts and government-controlled territory to strike fear and
increase the government's desperation at the negotiating table.

But some officials believe that at least some of the killings have a different source: political factions
outside the Taliban that are beginning to use chaos as a cover as the country starts breaking down
under pressure, settling scores in a troubling pattern reminiscent of Afghanistan's disastrous civil war
a generation ago.

This new chapter of intimidation and violence first opened following the Feb. 29 peace agreement
between the Taliban and the United States, and it continued through the negotiations between Afghan
and Taliban representatives in Qatar that paused last month. The next phase of discussions, set to
reconvene on Tuesday, will focus on solidifying the agenda for the negotiations with the ultimate goal
of creating a political road map for a future government.

The purpose of these current killings appears to be to terrorize Afghan society into submitting to
whatever terms emerge from the talks, whether that is a peace agreement or civil war.

In the first half of the year, the targeted killings were mostly limited to religious scholars and civilians in

outlying districts and provinces, according to The Times's data. The pattern of bloodshed next emerged
in cities, leaving a trail of slain judges, prosecutors, civil society aclivists and journalists.
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Sometimes victims received threats to pressure them to stop working; other times, there was no
warning before they were killed, according to family members. The Interior Ministry has advised news
organizations to either arm or better protect their staffs or close their doors. Several Afghan journalists
have fled the country, and local journalism associations have called on reporters to boycott government
news for three days to protest the attacks, spurred by the assassination of a radio station manager in
Ghor Province on New Year's Day.

"When he told me about the threats a month before he got killed, | was worried, but he calmed me,
saying, 'l haven't hurt anyone, why would anyone hurt me?' " said Nargis Noorzai Faizan, the widow of
Pamir Faizan, a military prosecutor shot by gunmen in Kabul on Dec. 6. "l was a 4-year-old when my
father got killed by mujahedeen insurgents. He was an officer in the army and thought that he didn't
make trouble for anyone, so he won't be targeted. He was assassinated.”

"Now | am 30, and | lost my husband to another insurgency,” she added.

These targeted killings have been primarily carried out in two ways: gunfire and homemade bombs,
typically assembled using plastic high explosives and powerful magnets, a government intelligence
official recently told The Times, speaking on condition of anonymity. The magnet allows the attacker to
easily and quickly attach the bomb to a car.

Abdul Qayoom, the brother of Dr. Nazifa Ibrahimi, the acting head of the health department of the
prisons administration who, with four others, was killed by a bomb targeting their vehicle in Kabul on
Dec. 22, had warned his sister just weeks earlier that security in their neighborhood was worsening.

"She told me, 'Brother, | am the head doctor, and | am not dealing directly with patients, so no one will
try to hurt me,"™ Mr. Qayoom said. "She dedicated herself to her job. She promised to serve her people
and she fulfilled that promise.”

While no group has taken credit for the bombing that killed Dr. lbrahimi, U.S. and Afghan security
officials say the Taliban have established a network of third-party criminals to carry out assassinations
around the country.

Ahmad Zia Saraj, the head of Afghanistan's National Directorate of Security, recently told Parliament
that his agency had arrested 270 Taliban members who were part of a special unit called Obaida
Karwan that has been linked to the killings.

For the Taliban, the aim of these attacks is likely twofold: to degrade pubilic trust in the government and
to eliminate those who might oppose the group's interpretation of justice and virtue, especially if a
version of their hard-line Islamic government -- known for human rights violations during its rule in the
1990s -- returns o power following any peace deal.
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Still, the group continues {o deny accusations of its involvement.

"Civil employees of government, civil institutions, civil organizations and civil society activists and
independent people were never in our target list. Our mujahedeen are not involved in their killing,"” said
Zabihullah Mujahid, a spokesman for the Taliban. "We have condemned these killings and we reject
any involvement in these killings."

Despite the Taliban's presumed role in many of the unclaimed attacks, some Afghans are pointing
fingers at government-linked factions that could also benefit from the targeted killings, along with the
Islamic State affiliate operating in the country.

"Drug smugglers, land grabbers, corrupt officials and those against government reform plans are also
behind these attacks,” said Dawlat Waziri, a former Afghan general and military analyst. "They want
the peace talks to collapse and even support a civil war, because the more chaos and war in this
country, the more they will benefit."

For now the killings continue, with the Afghan government seemingly incapable of stopping or slowing
them, despite repeated promises to hold those responsible to account.

Rahmatullah Nikzad, a freelance journalist who worked for The Associated Press and Al Jazeera, was
gunned down in Ghazni Province on Dec. 21, as was Freshta Kohistani, a human-rights activist who
was shot, alongside her brother, on Dec. 24 near her home in Kapisa Province. Ms. Kohistani had
recently posted on Facebook that security officials were ignoring death threats that she had received.

"She was raising the problems of people,”" said Rooyin Habibi, another of Ms. Kohistani's brothers.
"She was fighting for the rights of her people and she wanted a better future for Afghanistan.”

This type of violence is reminiscent of the killings and disappearances of Afghans working in Peshawar,
Pakistan, in the late 1980s and early 1990s as Afghanistan cascaded into a civil war across the border.
Women, intellectuals and political and religious figures, many of whom who were opposed to the
policies of the Islamist insurgent groups that rose to power following the defeat of the Soviets in 1989,
were detained or killed. And the abductions and killings of the thousands who spoke out against
Afghanistan's communist regime in the years before were well documented.

Today, what Shaharzad Akbar, the chairwoman of the Afghanistan Independent Human Rights
Commission, fears -- aside from being killed -- is that these deaths will become white noise for the
international community, more so than they already have. Afghan lives, she said, do not seem to be
valued by much of the world.
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"We die, there is a tweet, and people move on,” Ms. Akbar said. "The only tangible thing that has
happened to Afghans under the peace process is that they used to know who their killers are, and now
they don't.”

4. Foreign policy after Brexit: Britain’s place in the world
‘Global Britain’ is a fine idea, but it requires hard choices and re-engagement with Europe

The transition is over and Britain is fully out of the European Union. On December 24th the sides agreed
on a trade deal. It spares them the even greater upheaval of no deal at all (see Britain section). It is
minimal, though, along the lines first signaled months ago. It largely overlooks services and marks the
start of endless haggling. And, on British insistence, foreign policy and defence are ignored. Looking
across the seas with an estranged continent at its back, a lonesome Britain thus faces a bracing
question: what role should it now play in the world?

It is a question the country has grappled with off and on for centuries, and in recent decades British
thinking has often been clouded by nostalgia for lost empire and great-power status. Membership of
the European club provided an answer of sorts. Britain, as Tony Blair put it, could be a "bridge" between
America and Europe, with influence in both Washington and Brussels. Now it must think afresh.

One possibility would be for Britons to accept their country's diminished status and focus on things at
home--becoming a big Denmark, a decent north European place without great-power pretensions. Sure
enough, in September 38% of Britons told Ipsos-MORI's polisters that Britain should "stop pretending
it is an important power in the world"; only 28% disagreed. Yet Britons should not take the benefits of
influence for granted. It is to their advantage to try to sway the world in ways that suit British interests,
whether on trade, climate change or democracy (including, like Denmark, through the power of
example).

The Conservative government talks of "Global Britain", suggesting ambitions far beyond Europe. Yet
more than four years after the referendum the idea is still little more than a slogan. Witness the lack of
urgency over an "Integrated Review" of foreign policy, security, defence and development due to report
in autumn 2020. It is now expected early in 2021.
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That is a pity. As our Briefing explains, Global Britain has a lot going for it. Membership of NATO, the
G7, the G20, the Commonwealth, a permanent seat on the UN Security Council--all bring influence.
Britain has nuclear weapons and a capable army (after America, it expects to be the biggest defence
spender in NATO). It also has an abundance of soft power, for example through its hefty spending on
foreign aid and through its able scientists, prominent in developing vaccines and identifying treatments
for covid-19. In 2021 Britain is chairing the G7 and hosting the COP26 summit on climate change, both
opportunities to shine.

Outside the EU, Britain can also be a nimbler power. It is able to move more boldly than the consensus-
bound 27 member states on, say, sanctions on despotic Belarus, or more swiftly on approving a vaccine
against covid-19. It has defied sceptics by rolling over trade deals with countries from Japan to Turkey.
It can use its convening power for good causes, such as raising nearly $9bn for Gavi, the global vaccine
alliance. It can work with groups of like-minded countries {o press interests--teaming up with Canada
to promote media freedom and inviting Australia, India and South Korea to the G7 summit to underline
democracy. Without the endless rounds of Euro-meetings, Britain's ministers and diplomats will have
more time for action beyond Europe, including a "ilt to the Indo-Pacific", a region with growing
importance for everything from trade to security.

However, if Global Britain is to live up to these aspirations Boris Johnson and his successors will have
to face up to some daunting problems. Over time, Britain's sway in the world will depend on its success
at home--much as the perceived prowess of Thatcherism and Blairism helped Britain "punch above its
weight". That has just become harder, and not only because Britain's management of covid-19 has
harmed its reputation. One reason is economic: Britain's recent performance has been poor and Brexit
will be a further drag on growth. Another is political: dismay at Brexit is prompting renewed calls for
Scottish independence and a united Ireland. Britain will not be taken seriously abroad if it is falling apart
at home.

Britain also needs to develop the political culture to make hard choices and stand by them. These arise
because it has to withstand the temptation of trying to do too much. It is easy to draw up a long to-do
list, far trickier to decide what not to do.

The danger of overstretch is clear. Sending an aircraft-carrier to Asia may look like an impressive
projection of power, but it makes little sense when the likely threats o Britain are closer to home. France
does a better job of concentrating its diplomatic resources where it can have the most impact, such as
the Sahel. The Foreign Office, newly merged with the Department for International Development, could
reallocate some of its combined firepower to make sure it is better represented on the ground where it
counts. The team for COP26, supposedly a priority, looks puny next to the heavyweight power France
deployed in the run-up to the Paris agreement at COP21 or that the incoming Biden administration is
already assembling.
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Some signs suggest the government can make tough calls. An example is its painful recent decision to
cut foreign aid from 0.7% of GDP to 0.5%. Another is the planned boost to defence spending, with a
focus on strengthening areas--cyber-capabilities and naval power--with global relevance. On China,
the argument between those who stress investment and those who prioritise security and Britain's
relationship with America is going the way of the Sinosceptics, judging by a hardening rhetoric on
defence, the decision to ban Huawei, a Chinese telecoms giant, from Britain's 5G networks, as well as
a robust response to China's crackdown in Hong Kong. That makes sense, {oo.

That Europe question--again

The glaring gap is Europe. Theresa May, a former prime minister, wanted an "ambitious partnership”
with the EU on foreign and security policy. Mr Johnson prefers to work ad hoc through NATO, bilateral
ties and the "E3" with France and Germany--all very well, but limited. History suggests that Britain will
eventually be pulled back towards Europe. Shared interests and the need to pool resources argue for
a partnership. Strange as it may seem to Brexiteers, the sooner the ex-EU member gets over its
blindness over Europe, the better the prospects for Global Britain.

5. The Gulf Cooperation Council: a bloc in crisis

The Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC), set to meet Tuesday in Saudi Arabia amid a prolonged crisis, is
a group of conservative Sunni monarchies sitting on a third of the world's oil reserves.

The political and economic bloc -- a regional counterweight to Shiite Iran -- comprises Saudi Arabia,
Bahrain, Kuwait, Oman, the United Arab Emirates and Qatar.

But it has been in crisis since June 5, 2017 when Saudi Arabia, UAE and Bahrain, along with non-GCC
member Egypt, severed diplomatic ties with Qatar.

They accused Doha of supporting "terrorists” and being too close to Iran, something the small, gas-rich
state denies.

Kuwait and Oman maintained links with Qatar, and Kuwait has tried to mediate in the crisis -- to no
avail so far.

The GCC was formed in May 1981, at the height of the lrag-lran war and two years after the Islamic
revolution in Iran, which had sent tremors across the Sunni-led Gulf states, many of which have sizable
Shiite populations.
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The six countries, which are mostly desert, have a combined population of some 52 million, half of
whom are expatriates.

Only Kuwait and Bahrain have elected parliaments with legislative powers.

In 1984 the GCC formed a joint military force, the Peninsula Shield, but it was not able to prevent lIrag's
1990 invasion of Kuwait.

Since US-led forces drove Saddam Hussein's army from Kuwait the following year, GCC members
have individually signed major defence pacts with Washington.

GCC states largely dodged the pro-democracy protests unleashed by the 2011 Arab Spring, except for
Bahrain, where authorities crushed a movement demanding a constitutional monarchy and an elected

prime minister.

At the height of the unrest, in which dozens of people were killed and hundreds of mainly Shiite activists
detained, the Gulf force rolled into Bahrain to bolster the kingdom's security forces.

The GCC has sought to deepen economic links among members by approving a common market,
customs union, a shared currency and central bank, but most of the decisions have not been put into

practice.

The GCC does allow for the free movement of citizens and capital, but restrictions remain for hundreds
of economic activities.

Despite long-running projects aimed at diversification, GCC economies remain heavily dependent on
oil revenues, which make up 70 to 90 percent of total public income.

The six countries currently produce a fifth of the world's crude oil supply.

A fall in oil prices in 2014 strained their finances, forcing them to borrow and draw on assets {o cover
their generous public spending commitments.

In January 2018, Saudi Arabia and the UAE, which account for 75 percent of the GCC's economy,
introduced a five percent value-added tax, a first for the Gulf, on most goods and services.

Bahrain and Oman later followed suit.
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The coronavirus pandemic last year compounded the impact of low oil prices, which remain volatile,
the International Monetary Fund warned in December. It said GCC countries faced a six percent drop
in GDP for 2020, their worst slump in decades.

In mid-September, the UAE and Bahrain formalised US-brokered deals {o normalise ties with Israel.
Some analysts predict Saudi Arabia and Oman could follow.

Concern about lran, accused of extending its influence in the region, was a key factor in the
rapprochement between Israel and the Gulf countries.

6. Lockheed Martin Executive in Charge of F-35, F-22, Skunk Works Dies

Michele Evans, who was executive vice president of Lockheed Martin Aeronautics, had taken
two medical leaves since 2019.

The head of Lockheed Martin Aeronautics who was in charge of the company’s largest division and a
number of high-profile projects died Friday, the company announced Saturday,

Michele Evans, who spent her entire career working at the world’s largest defense contractor, had been
battling an undisclosed illness since 2019.

“The entire Lockheed Martin team was saddened to learn that Aeronautics Executive Vice President
Michele Evans passed away on New Year's Day,” Lockheed CEO Jim Taiclet said in a statement.
“Throughout her career, Michele led some of the most important programs that ensure the security of
our nation and its allies and help make our world a safer place.”

Since October 2018, Evans had been in charge of some of Lockheed’s highest-profile projects —
including the F-35 Joint Strike Fighter and future weapons developments within the company’s famed
Skunk Works Advanced Development Programs business.

Evans, who had long been considered a candidate to one day become Lockheed CEO, took a medical

leave of absence in September 2019, but returned to work a few months later. She took another medical
leave in December 2020.
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Greg Ulmer, the head of the F-35 program, has been serving as acting executive vice president of the
$20 billion Aeronautics division since December and will remain in that role until a new division leader
is named.

7. Thousands of National Guard Troops Prepare to Support Biden’s Inauguration

Soon, thousands of National Guard members will descend upon Washington, D.C. to begin preparing
to support the 59th presidential inauguration of President-Elect Joe Biden.

So far, Army and Air Guard commands from nearly 30 states have pledged to support what has become
a huge tradition for the citizen soldiers.

"Every four years ... this is the biggest event that the National Guard works," Air Force Senior Master
Sgt. Craig Clapper, spokesman for the District of Columbia National Guard, told Military.com.

About 7,800 Guard personnel supported President Donald Trump's inauguration in 2016, but the
restrictions under COVID-19 may mean that Biden's Jan. 20 inauguration is a smaller-scale event,
Guard officials said in a Dec. 21 Army release.

But the D.C. National Guard, which is responsible for identifying requirements and requesting support
from other states, is planning for all contingencies, Clapper said.

"Right now, we have commitments from multiple states for over 4,000 people, but that could easily go
up to 7,000, or it could even decrease just depending on what the inauguration will look like," Clapper

said. "At this very moment, we don't know exactly what it's going to look like."

Guard members will assist D.C. Park Police and other law enforcement with crowd management, traffic
control, emergency response services and communication support.

"We do street blockings, entry control points for certain areas ... a lot of it is just crowd control,”" Clapper
said.

"Normally for inaugurations, we are there a handful of days before ... we have actually already had
some personnel come in."
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What's still unclear is if Trump's supporters will stage rallies designed to disrupt the event. Several pro-
Trump groups have pledged to protest in D.C. on Jan. 6 -- the day the Congress is set to conduct a
formal count of Electoral College votes and officially name Biden as the winner of the Nov. 3 election.

"Threats of violence, ploys to smuggle guns into the District and calls to set up an 'armed encampment’
on the Mall have proliferated in online chats about the Jan. 6 day of protest. The Proud Boys, members
of armed right-wing groups, conspiracy theorists and white supremacists have pledged to attend,” the
Washington Post reported.

This summer, more than 5,200 Guard members converged on D.C. to support police as tens of
thousands of demonstrators protested the May 25 death of George Floyd, a Black man who died while
in custody of Minneapolis police. Many demonstrators became violent, but Guard members mainly were
on sight to man roadblocks, prevent crowds from trespassing White House grounds and protect key
monuments in the city.

So far, Guard officials are not expecting any protests on inauguration day, but troops will be ready,
Clapper said.

"We always have the security aspect; if something were to happen in terms of an event that would
require law enforcement, we are kind of there in a support role," Clapper said. "[In] no inaugurations
past have we had to go into any kind of law enforcement role. With this inauguration, we don't anticipate
that either, but we still plan for increased numbers of personnel in the area as a just-in-case scenario.”

While the event will no doubt be hectic, Guard members also look at inaugurations as a chance to be
part of history.

"We have parts of the parade where we will stand along the perimeter usually when the president drives
through to offer the salute ... so normally there is a lot of pomp and circumstance," Clapper said.

8. Under threat for helping Americans

Mohammad F., an interpreter who worked for U.S. forces in Afghanistan, has a message for the
incoming American president after waiting some four years for the outgoing one to help him resettle in
the United States. "Mr. President-elect Joe Biden; We helped you achieve your mission, now you help
us we get to safty," he wrote in broken English from Afghanistan. "Thank you very much."

Mohammad signed off with "Best Regards" and his full name, along with his visa application case
number, details that could put him at additional risk of retribution from the Taliban. The Washington
Post is using his first name and last initial for his safety.

President-elect Joe Biden will inherit a backlog of tens of thousands of such cases from the wars in Irag
and Afghanistan - and a bureaucratic tangle that refugee advocates say President Trump ignored or
made worse.

"We have a moral obligation to those who served shoulder to shoulder with our men and women on the
ground and who put their security and the security of their family members at risk," said retired Gen.
David H. Petraeus, who commanded U.S. forces in both Irag and Afghanistan.

The backlog includes about 17,000 Afghan translators and others who helped U.S. forces or diplomats
and who are seeking special visas {o resettle in the United States. With immediate family members
who would come too, those applications represent an estimated 70,000 Afghans. The number for Iragis
is estimated at about 100,000.

Many claim harassment or death threats, and the danger may increase as Trump plans to withdraw
additional U.S. forces from war zones where Americans have been deployed for nearly 20 years.

"l am so scared cant go any where even when i am going to my work place i feel today is my last day
because every day target killing is going on," wrote Khaligdad H., also in Afghanistan. "help me please

go get out of this place. help me please.”

"l was sufferd to much from being Interputer with the US army ( and my family )," wrote Abdullah A,, in
Iraq.

The interpreters are among more than 1,000 Iragi and Afghan applicants who signed a petition to Biden
and Vice President-elect Kamala D. Harris in December.
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"Many of them risked everything to work with U.S. Armed Forces in our countries (Afghanistan and
Iraq) because we believe in America and its values. Because of this, we have been threatened and
targeted" by the Taliban, the Islamic State and other armed groups that consider them traitors, the
current and former interpreters wrote.

The petition does not blame Trump or even mention him. But advocates for the interpreters said that
delays mounted over the past four years are due in part to new security and bureaucratic requirements,
while denials for seemingly qualified applicants increased.

"Even people who applied at the end of Obama's time are still waiting, or their visa was denied for no
reason during the Trump administration," said Janis Shinwari, a former Afghan interpreter who came
to the United States under the special visa program seven years ago.

"It didn't happen before the Trump administration that visas were getting denied for no reason. Now |
know hundreds of them," said Shinwari, a founder of the advocacy group No One Left Behind, which
organized the petition.

The picture is complex.

Bureaucratic paralysis and confusing requirements predate the Trump administration, but worsened
over the past four years with inexplicable or impossible demands of applicants that advocates claim
are rooted in Trump's larger efforts to stem both illegal and legal immigration.

"From everything | know, they intentionally sabotaged it," said Rep. Seth Moulton (D-Mass.), a former
Marine Corps officer in Iraq.

"l don't have direct evidence of that, but just listen to what they say,” said Moulion, who helped one of
his translators come to the United States. "They said from Day 1, they are going to target immigration
and target people who don't look like White Americans.”

The Trump administration has far overshot the congressional mandate of nine months to process each
case, with the average wait time now topping three years. Wait times also exceeded the nine-month
window during the Obama administration, with officials from both administrations blaming the demands
of performing rigorous background checks.

But amid massive cuts in the numbers of refugees admitted to the United States overall, the Trump

administration worked with Congress to expand the number of visa slots theoretically available to
interpreters and others who worked on behalf of U.S. forces or diplomats.
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A government funding bill approved in December adds 4,000 slots to the special visa program for
Afghans, bringing the total available to 26,500 for 2021.

The Trump administration admitted more applicants overall from the special immigrant visa program
than did the Obama administration in the four years before Trump was elected. The figure under Trump
was 46,941, for Obama's second term the figure was 31,637.

But lawyers for would-be refugees say applications are frequently denied for reasons caused by the
years-long delays between application and various stages of review, meaning applicants are being
punished for the system’s own failures.

"They submit into a black hole and for two or three years they hear nothing,” said Deepa Alagesan, a
senior attorney with the International Refugee Assistance Project.

Alagesan, whose organization sued both the Obama and Trump administrations over processing
delays, said the initial application to the embassies in Kabul and Baghdad is often the biggest stumbling
block. If the applicant moves past that screening, which refugee advocates complain is opaque and
overly arbitrary, there may be 13 more steps to go before a visa is issued.

"It seems very much like it depends on who is reviewing," said Megan McDonough, a lawyer with IRAP
who works directly with Afghan and Iraqi applicants.

The State Department inspector general calculated the average number of days it takes the government
to process a successful Afghan special immigrant visa at 852, or about two years and three months.
That does not include the time it takes applicants to submit paperwork and complete other tasks to
move their cases from one rung of the bureaucratic ladder to the next.

Up to 4,000 Iragis would have been able to immigrate to the United States in fiscal year 2020 under a
separate program for Iraqgi refugees who helped Americans or are members of a persecuted minority.
The program admitted 161 Iragis in the period ending Sept. 30, only partly as a result of delays and
restrictions caused by the coronavirus pandemic.

Biden has pledged to restore Trump's cuts to the separate general refugee program, which serves
applicants from across the globe. The Trump administration has capped the number of refugees it will

admit into the United States at 15,000 for 2021, a historic low.

Biden has not specified plans for the Afghan and lragi programs, but Antony Blinken, Biden's nominee
to become secretary of state, has promised to expand them.

A spokesman for Biden's transition office declined to elaborate.
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Itis not clear how much Biden could expand or speed up the process right away, and refugee advocates
plan to keep up the pressure.

The coronavirus pandemic has further slowed an already calcified process. No applicants were
interviewed in person at the embassies in Kabul or Baghdad between the end of June and the end of
September because of pandemic restrictions, a State Department official said. Such interviews are
required.

"We are committed to ensuring those who sacrificed their own safety to help U.S. national security
interests have an opportunity to seek refuge in the United States,” said the official, who spoke on the
condition of anonymity because of rules imposed by the State Department.

The official pointed to the annual immigration set-asides for "these vulnerable individuals.”

The U.S. government does not track casualties among applicants, but volunteer groups working to help
applicants estimate that at least 1,000 linguists have been killed while waiting for visas to leave
Afghanistan and Irag. No One Left Behind has catalogued more than 300 cases of targeted killings of
interpreters or their families since 2014. Many of the victims were awaiting visas.

"l think it's indifference," chairman of the organization's board of directors James Miervaldis said of the
Trump administration. "l won't use the word hostility. It's an indifference to this national security issue.
It's always been an afterthought.”

The State Department official said the administration has added resources dedicated to processing
these visas "and taken steps to streamline the process at every application stage. Some cases require
additional time {o thoroughly evaluate the applicant’s eligibility for a visa."

Afghan interpreters are especially vulnerable as the Trump administration works to foster a political
deal between the Afghan government and the Taliban, said Ryan Crocker, a veteran U.S. diplomat who
served as ambassador in both Irag and Afghanistan.

"This isn't a peace negotiation, it's surrender talks,” Crocker said of the agreement for troop withdrawals
Trump has pursued. The process included a meeting between Taliban envoys and Secretary of State
Mike Pompeo in November and an unprecedented face-to-face meeting last month between the top
U.S. military officer, Joint Chiefs of Staff Chairman Gen. Mark A. Milley, and leaders of the Afghan
insurgent force that American forces have fought since 2001.

"The Taliban knows they got this" so long as Trump's plan holds, Crocker said. "All they've gotto do is
spool this out and the country will be theirs."
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Criticism of the visa system is bipartisan.

"The difficult thing over both the Obama and Trump administrations is just how slow the process is,
how backlogged," said Rep. Michael Waltz (R-Fla.), a former Green Beret in Afghanistan and a frequent
Trump ally. One of his interpreters, a trilingual whiz kid nicknamed Spartacus, was beheaded along
with male members of his family in 2008 while awaiting asylum in the United States.

With an eye to Trump's efforts to slash immigration overall, Waltz said he has made the case to the
White House that these cases are different.

"If we're talking about merit-based immigration, | can't think of anyone more deserving than those who
stood and fought with us," Waltz said.

Trump has never publicly addressed the plight of translators seeking U.S. visas and has ignored the
pleas of veterans and allies including Republican members of Congress that he act to speed up the
process. Former interpreters were part of two Medal of Honor ceremonies Trump hosted at the White
House, but Trump did not mention the visa program in his remarks.

Veterans groups and retired military officers criticized Trump recently for pardoning four former guards
who opened fire on Iraqgi civilians in a Baghdad traffic circle in 2007. The men, who worked for the
American security contractor Blackwater, were convicted in 2014 in what was considered a triumph for
the American justice system. The unprovoked attack on unarmed civilians killed or wounded 31,
including children.

Zia Ghafoori, a former Afghan interpreter invited to the White House for the October 2018 ceremony
honoring Staff Sgt. Ronald J. Shurer ll, waited six years for his visa. He came to the United States in
2014 and now leads another refugee organization called the Interpreting Freedom Foundation.

"Every single day | was counting that | will get my visa today or tomorrow, that | could take my kids to
the mainland and save their lives and to have a better future,” Ghafoori said in an interview.

"l know a lot of interpreters that they worked with me still they have not received their visas and of
course their lives are under threat every single second," which is a message he would like {o deliver to
Biden, Ghafoori said.

9. How Russia’s ‘Info Warrior’ Hackers Let Kremlin Play Geopolitics on the Cheap

Moscow, with its growing cyber capabilities, appears undeterred by Western sanctions and
other countermeasures

The sprawling SolarWinds hack by suspected Russian state-backed hackers is the latest sign of
Moscow's growing resolve and improving technical ability to cause disruption and conduct espionage
at a global scale in cyberspace.

The hack, which compromised parts of the U.S. government as well as tech companies, a hospital and
a university, adds to a string of increasingly sophisticated and ever more brazen online intrusions,
demonstrating how cyber operations have become a key plank in Russia's confrontation with the West,
analysts and officials say.

Moscow's relations with the West continue to sour, and the Kremlin sees the cyber operations as a
cheap and effective way to achieve its geopolitical goals, analysts say. Russia, they say, is therefore
unlikely to back off from such tactics, even while facing U.S. sanctions or countermeasures.

"For a country that already perceives itself as being in conflict with the West practically in every domain
except open military clashes, there is no incentive to leave any field that can offer an advantage,” said
Keir Giles, senior consulting fellow at Chatham House think tank.

The scope of Russia's cyber operations has grown in tandem with Moscow's global ambitions: from
cyberattacks on neighboring Estonia in 2007 {o election interference in the U.S. and France a decade
later, to SolarWinds, seen as one of the worst known hacks of federal computer systems.

"We can definitely see that Russia is stepping on the gas on cyber operations,”" said Sven Herpig, a
former German government cybersecurity official and expert at German independent public-policy think
tank Stiftung Neue Verantwortung. "The development of new tools, the division of labor, the creation of

attack platforms, has all increased in sophistication over the years," he said.

Jamil Jaffer, a former White House and Justice Department official, said that cyber operations have
become "a significant part of [Russia's] play.”

"It's allowed them to level up,” said Mr. Jaffer, senior vice president at lronNet Cybersecurity.
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Russia has consistently denied engaging in state-backed hacking campaigns, including SolarWinds,
maintaining that the country isn't conducting offensive cyber operations. In September, Russian
President Vladimir Putin proposed a reset of U.S.-Russia information-security relations.

"Russia is not involved in such attacks, particularly in [SolarWinds]. We state this officially and
resolutely,” Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov said recently. "Any allegations of Russia being involved
are absolutely groundless and appear to be the continuation of a kind of blind Russophobia," he said.

But analysts say that Moscow has added hacking to its arsenal of so-called gray-area activities—a type
of warfare that stops short of actual shooting—alongside disinformation campaigns and the use of "little
green men,” the masked soldiers in green uniforms who appeared with Russian arms on Ukrainian
territory in 2014.

Jeffrey Edmonds, a former White House and Central Intelligence Agency official who studies Russia at
CNA, a nonprofit research organization that advises the Pentagon, said that Russia's cyber operations
have numerous simultaneous goals, including gathering intelligence, testing capabilities, preparing for
potential conflict by mapping adversaries’ critical infrastructure and laying the groundwork for cyber
negotiations.

Such operations are a relatively inexpensive and effective way to conduct geopolitics, said Bilyana Lilly,
researcher at think tank Rand Corp. That is crucial for Russia, which is facing considerable economic
and demographic challenges and whose economy is smaller than Italy's. A 2012 article in an official
Russian military journal said that the "complete destruction of the information infrastructures” of the
U.S. or Russia could be carried out by just one battalion of 600 "info warriors" at a price tag of $100
million.

Responding to Moscow's increased cyber activity has been a challenge. Washington's retaliation
measures—sanctions, property seizures, diplomatic expulsions, even the cyber equivalent of warning
shots—appear to have done little to deter hacks.

"Russia doesn't see sanctions as an instrument of pressure but as an instrument of punishment,” said
Pavel Sharikov, senior fellow at the Russian Academy of Sciences's Institute for U.S. and Canadian
Studies. "The Russian government says, 'Yes we understand that you don't like what we are doing, but
we don't really care.™

In recent years, so-called information confrontation has become an established part of Russia’s military
doctrine, according to a paper co-written by Rand's Ms. Lilly. In 2019, Gen. Valery Gerasimov, Russia's
General Staff chief, said that in modern warfare, cyberspace "provides opportunities for remote, covert
influence not only on critical information infrastructures, but also on the population of the country,
directly influencing national security."
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Russia's use of hacking to advance its geopolitical agenda initially focused mainly on targets in ex-
Soviet countries. A 2007 cyberattack in Estonia disabled websites of the government, banks and
newspapers. Later attacks in Ukraine and Georgia knocked out power supplies, disrupted media outlets
and targeted election infrastructure, officials said.

More recently, Russian state-backed hackers set their sights on the West. In 2014, they penetrated the
State Department's unclassified email system and a White House computer server and stole President
Barack Obama's unclassified schedule, U.S. officials said. In 2015, they got into the German
parliament, according to German officials, in what experts see as the most significant hack in the
country's history.

Since its interference in the 2016 U.S. elections, Russia has been accused of attacks on the French
elections and the Pyeongchang Winter Olympics and the costly NotPetya malware attacks on corporate
networks. This year, Western governments accused Russia of cyber espionage against targets related
to coronavirus vaccines. Russia has denied involvement.

As the operations have grown in scope, Russian hackers' technical abilities have improved, experts
say.

In the 2007 Estonia attack, hackers used a relatively crude tool called "distributed denial-of-service”
which knocked websites offline by flooding them with data, and did little to hide their trail, with some of
their IP addresses located in Russia.

More recent operations have used new reconnaissance tools and methods to cloak operations,
including false flag tactics, to make it appear that another country was responsible.

In 2018, federal officials said that state-sponsored Russian hackers broke into supposedly secure, "air-
gapped" or isolated networks owned by U.S. electric utilities. In the SolarWinds hack, intruders stealthily
used a routine software update to gain access to hundreds of U.S. government and corporate systems
undetected for months.

Still, some former U.S. officials said Russia is far from flawless in the cybersphere.

"They're not 10 feet tall. They are detectable,” said former senior CIA official Steven Hall, who oversaw
U.S. intelligence operations in the former Soviet Union and Eastern Europe.

Ultimately, how sophisticated Russia is in the cyber realm remains to be seen, said Bruce Potter, chief
information security officer at cybersecurity firm Expel. Nations are reluctant to deploy their best cyber
tools because doing so would cause countries and companies to rapidly patch a vulnerability.
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"They just put down enough to get the job done,” he said. "And they get the job done.”

10.Russia using military ‘exile’ to stifle political opposition

MOSCOW -- On a desolate archipelago in the Russian Arctic - so far from civilization that it was a
Soviet nuclear bomb test site in the 1960s - sits a leaky metal hut shaped like a barrel with an icon and
a photograph of President Vladimir Putin on the wall inside.

There are no trees, no Internet, no landline or mobile phone connection and no water on site except for
melted snow and ice. Hungry polar bears are all around. So the outpost at Cherakino seems a perfect
place to revive the practice of political exile in Putin's Russia, opposition leaders contend.

It's here that Russia's military sent one of the country's most promising opposition politicians, Ruslan
Shaveddinov, after security agents in black masks broke down his door and seized him from his home
in December 2019.

"They called it political exile. They didn't even try to train me in military skills," Shaveddinov said in an
interview with The Washington Post after his return to Moscow on Dec. 23, exactly a year after he was
taken.

The ordeal faced by Shaveddinov - a close ally of opposition leader Alexei Navalny - offers another
look at Russia's increasingly aggressive tactics to silence and intimidate Putin's critics. In recent
months, authorities have ramped up harassment and prosecutions of activists, dissidents and
journalists, freezing bank accounts and conducting repeated searches of homes.

The pretext to send Shaveddinov to the desolate Novaya Zemlya region was mandatory military
conscription for men, a means increasingly being used {o send young male political activists to remote
hardship posts. But he asserts that military officials {old him his treatment was political and insists he
never got a draft notice.

A year of military service is mandatory for Russian men age 18 to 27, but the sons of wealthy or well-
connected Russians can usually escape it with a bribe to the notoriously corrupt local military

recruitment offices.

‘Abduction’ claims
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Shaveddinov is a particularly important foe of the Kremlin because of his work as a project manager on
Navalny's "Smart Voting" tool, which directs voters in elections to the candidates considered most likely
to defeat rivals from Putin's United Russia party. The next big test for the opposition is parliamentary
elections expected in September.

Navalny said Shaveddinov was the victim of an "abduction” that appeared to have been ordered
personally by Putin.

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov said that if Shaveddinov dodged the draft, then everything was
done according to the law.

Shaveddinov, 24, grew up in Istra, a poor town west of Moscow, in a region favored by Russian
politicians and billionaires to build country mansions. The inequality outraged him.

"Even from childhood, | realized that things were not as they should be, that there was injustice,” he
said. He joined Navalny's cadre six years ago.

His arrest and lightning deportation from Moscow involved multiple security agencies, including the
Federal Security Service (FSB), the Investigative Committee (a law enforcement agency for serious
crimes) and the military, Shaveddinov said. Such an operation is typical of the high-profile arrests of
opposition figures, journalists and activists.

His lawyer, Vyacheslav Gimadi, said authorities breached the normal legal procedures on draft
dodgers, who must be sent a first summons and then a second summons. Those who ignore the second
summons face a court hearing and are normally fined, he said. However, draft dodging is a felony with
a possible penalty of two years in jail for those who continue to avoid conscription.

For Shaveddinov, it began around 3:30 p.m. on Dec. 23, 2019. His mobile phone access, Internet and
power were suddenly cut in his Moscow apartment, leaving him in the dark with the setting sun. Special

police pounded on his door.

In the months beforehand, he had been detained and searched several times and had his bank account
frozen.

"l looked through the hole in my door and saw a crowd of people, all in masks," he said, recounting his
story in full. Many of the details had been presented in court in July by his lawyer.

Sparks flew as a cutting device carved through the apartment’'s two metal doors.
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Shaveddinov did not want to be arrested wearing only shorts. He scrambled around in the darkness for
clothes, dressing hurriedly and donning odd socks because he could not see. Police burst in, threw him
onto the ground, handcuffed him and seized his computer, phone, TV and electric plugs, he said.

‘Things happened so fast’

They whisked him to the airport, put him - still handcuffed - onto a plane and flew him to Arkhangelsk
in Russia's Far North. A rear admiral and other top military officials met the plane before Shaveddinov
was transferred to another flight to the Novaya Zemlya archipelago late the same night, he said. He
stepped out into a biting wind.

"It was so confusing. Things happened so fast, | didn't have time to be scared. There were people with
cameras and | was thinking they probably won't kill me, since they're recording everything,”
Shaveddinov said.

The next day he was given permission to call his girlfriend, Kira Yarmysh, who is Navalny's press
secretary. It was his only phone call.

Three months later, Shaveddinov said he was flown to what he called the "botchka,” or barrel, at an
even more remote, secret military location. Between three and five other conscripts were there at a
time, and a chopper delivered food monthly and mail every two months.

"My job was to clear the landing strip and keep the polar bears away. They were very hungry,” he said.
"They slept right on my doorstep. In reality, they're very scary creatures."

The barrel is branded onto his memory: One window with ancient yellow curtains frames a flat field.
The other, a helipad and a mountain. For more than a month in the winter, the sun never comes up.

To drink or wash he cut a block of snow and melted it on the wood stove. In summer, he walked nearly
two kilometers (1.2 miles) to the river and hauled back two 13-gallon cans of water, taking care to avoid
the polar bears.

"It is clear why | was sent there: so that | would have no communication whatsoever with my family or
friends. If's huge psychological pressure. You're alone with wild bears and dogs and two other people,”

he said.

"You read books or you just stare out the window and watch your life passing by," he added. "Probably,
if | was a different person, | wouldn't have made it. | would have become desperate.”
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He spent a lot of time talking politics with the other conscripts, all from the northern region. He heard in
a letter that Navalny was poisoned and in a coma, but for months did not know that his mentor had
survived.

Military service as ‘exile’

Russian authorities have sent many other opposition members for compulsory military service in remote
and harsh locations. The aim, Shaveddinov contended, is to deter political activism among a new
generation, many of whom are alienated by Putin's repression and attempts to curb Internet freedom.

"With every year it gets worse and worse and there is less and less freedom," he said. "There are more
political repressions and more political prisoners, and fewer possibilities for the opposition o operate.

"The machine eats and destroys everyone,” he said, referring to Russia's repressive security apparatus.
He believes he was sent to the "botchka" to break him - "but | was not going to give them that gift."

Shaveddinov's lawyer Gimadi sued Russian authorities for illegal abduction, "but the court rejected our
complaint without reasoning,” Gimadi said. He said the Defense Ministry offered no formal response in
court.

"It is clear that it is a political exile because of the unlawfulness of the draft in both its form and content,
including the use of searches, and the choice of destination: a very remote unit, where only conscripts
from the Arkhangelsk region serve,”" Gimadi said.

In June, another member of Navalny's Anti-Corruption Foundation, Artyom lonov, was detained and
flown to a military unit in the Far North region of Chukotka despite suffering from asthma, an exclusion
for military service. In July, lvan Konovalov, the press secretary of a small independent medical workers'
union, the Alliance of Doctors, was arrested and flown to the Arkhangelsk military unit.

Egor Cherniuk, the former head of Navalny's Kaliningrad headquarters, is at Swarthmore College in
Pennsylvania but facing a Russian criminal charge of draft dodging. Alexei Schwartz, head of Navalny's
Kurgan headquarters, is also facing prosecution for allegedly evading the draft.

"This practice is increasing all the time. We are hearing more and more attempts," said Alexei Tabalov,
activist and founder of a nongovernmental organization, School of Conscripts.

"Authoritarianism is growing in Russia,” Tabalov said. "We can say it is not just authoritarianism. It has

become an autocracy, and we realize that Putin is not going to leave, and as long as he's alive he's
going to rule the country and the situation will keep getting worse.”
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When he returned, Shaveddinov carried home a bag full of letters from supporters and well-wishers. A
final digital footprint of his journey remains: The "botchka" was marked on Google Maps by supporters,
nicknamed "Shaveddinov's Gas Station," attracting a bunch of five-star "reviews" that are actually
messages of support.

"There are bears. It's cold. But the company is great,” wrote one supporter, Mikhail Samin.
"Hold on there, please,” wrote another, "and in the Wonderful Russian Future we will build a monument

to all modern political prisoners.”

11.Russia’s secret police: Caught with their pants down
Alexei Navalny exposes the agents who ftried to kill him

Stay abroad or rot in jail. That was the choice Viadimir Putin offered this week to Alexei Navalny, the
opposition politician currently in Germany recovering from an attempt by Russian security agents to
assassinate him last August. The new threat was delivered by Russia's federal prison agency, which
accused Mr Navalny of violating a probation period imposed as part of a trumped-up embezzlement
conviction in 2014. It was an obvious sham: the probation period expired on December 30th, but on
December 28th Mr Navalny was ordered to attend a parole hearing in Moscow at 9am the following
morning, or trigger a suspended sentence of three and a half years.

The following day, Russian authorities launched a new and larger embezzlement case against Mr
Navalny. He remained unfazed. "Putin desperately does not want me to return to Russia," he told The
Economist. "l am planning to do what | always said | would do: come back."

The prospect of Mr Navalny returning ahead of parliamentary elections in 2021 has worried the Kremlin
ever since Septiember, when he emerged from a coma after collapsing during a flight over Siberia in
August. He had been evacuated to Berlin, where doctors determined he had been poisoned with
novichok, a Russian military nerve agent. Since then he and his allies have been busy. On December
14th Mr Navalny's team, along with Bellingcat (a digital forensics group) and the Insider (a Russian
investigative outfit), published a joint investigation into the plot to kill him. It included the names and
movements of a team of agents of the FSB, a state security agency, who had trailed Mr Navalny since
2017, when he said he would run for president. Using passenger lists, mobile-phone pings and other
data, much of it acquired on the dark web, the investigation showed that FSB agents with ties to
chemical-weapons facilities had been near Mr Navalny when he was poisoned.

Mr Putin was forced to admit that FSB agents had followed Mr Navalny, but claimed they did so because
he had ties to the CIA. There was more to come. On December 21st Mr Navalny released a video of
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himself telephoning one of his alleged would-be assassins: Konstantin Kudryavtsev, a chemical-
weapons specialist with the FSB. Mr Navalny used software that made the call appear to be coming
from inside FSB headquarters, and posed as an assistant gathering information for the head of Russia's
national security council. The hapless agent spent 49 minutes explaining how the operation had gone
wrong. Pressed for detail, Mr Kudryavisev explained that the poison had been applied to Mr Navalny's
underpants. "On the groin area?" Mr Navalny inquired. "Well, the so-called codpiece,” the agent
answered.

Within hours, the video of Mr Navalny's conversation had 7m views on YouTube. Blue men's
underpants became a political meme. Several Russian activists, including Vitaly Mansky, a well-known
documentary director, turned up in front of FSB headquarters demonstratively holding out pairs of blue
briefs. They were promptly detained for employing "visual means of propaganda and agitation”.

Mr Navalny's videos have confirmed what Western governments said from the start: the FSB was
behind the assassination attempt. But more important is the political impact inside the country. The
videos have shredded the agency's image as an efficient secret order untouched by the country's
corruption and professional degradation--a myth first cultivated by the FSB's predecessor, the Soviet
KGB. That myth, notes Kirill Rogov, a political analyst, was skillfully exploited by Mr Putin, a former
KGB operative, when he first presented himself to the Russian public as an antidote to the chaos of the
1990s.

The use of invisible poisons is meant to enhance the security services' aura of mystery and
omnipotence. But Mr Navalny's Gogolesque conversation with his pursuer was a humiliating destruction
of the myth. Ekaterina Schulmann, a Russian political scientist, compared its symbolism to the moment
in 1987 when Mathias Rust, an 18-year-old German pilot, landed a small plane near the Kremlin,
making a mockery of the Soviet Union’s supposedly impenetrable air-defence system.

Mr Navalny's investigation may not have convinced many Russians that Mr Putin ordered him poisoned.
The Levada Centre, a pollster, says about 15% of the population believe this version. Yet 19% accept
Mr Putin's ludicrous theory that the poisoning was a CIA plot. Most Russians think the poisoning never
happened, or prefer not to think about it. Still, the revelations undermine Mr Putin's claim at his
December press conference that "if [the FSB] really wanted to poison him, they would have finished
the job." The humiliated agency may yet try to prove Mr Putin right.

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12.China says it will take action against U.S. delisting of its telecom firms

SHANGHAI -- China will take "necessary measures” {o safeguard the interests of its companies after
the New York Stock Exchange began delisting three Chinese telecom firms that Washington says have
military ties, the country's commerce ministry said on Saturday.

The NYSE said on Thursday that it would delist China Mobile, China Unicom and China Telecom
following President Donald Trump's move in November to bar U.S. investment in 31 firms that
Washington says are owned or controlled by the Chinese military.

"This kind of abuse of national security and state power to suppress Chinese firms does not comply
with market rules and violates market logic,” the Chinese Ministry of Commerce said in a statement.

"It not only harms the legal rights of Chinese companies but also damages the interests of investors in
other countries, including the United States,” it added.

While the ministry said it will take action to protect its firms, it also called on the United States to meet
China half-way and put bilateral trade relations back on track.

In its final weeks before President-elect Joe Biden takes office on Jan. 20, the Trump administration
has stepped up its hardline stance against China.

Relations between the two biggest economies have come under increasing strain amid a series of
disputes over issues like trade and human rights.

The U.S. Commerce Department added dozens of Chinese companies to a trade blacklist in December,
accusing Beijing of using its firms {o harness civilian technologies for military purposes.

Chinese diplomats have expressed hope that Biden's election will help ease {ensions between the two
countries.

In comments published on Saturday, China's senior diplomat Wang Yi said relations with the United
States had reached a "new crossroads” and "a new window of hope" could now be opened.

13.As US inches closer to 350,000 Covid-19 deaths, one model projects about 115,000 more
could die in next four weeks

The US topped 20 million total infections and inched closer to 350,000 Covid-19 deaths on the first day
of 2021 -- reminders of a grim reality continuing into the new year.

More people have died across the US than anywhere else: nearly 348,000 Americans since the
pandemic's start. About another 115,000 could die over the next month, according to projections from
the University of Washington's Institute for Health Metrics and Evaluation.

That's while hospitalizations are at the highest levels they've ever been. The US reported a record
125,379 hospitalized Covid-19 patients nationwide Thursday, according to the Covid Tracking Project.
That number dipped slightly Friday, with 125,057 hospitalizations reported -- about an 163% increase
from two months ago.

A California doctor said hospitals have hit a "breaking point.”

"We're also worried that at some point soon we're going to have a really tough time finding the space
and the staff to take care of all the sick patients coming in with Covid-19 who really need our help," said
Dr. Nicole Van Groningen of Cedars-Sinai Medical Center in Los Angeles.

And Friday's bleak case milestone also means the nation has also recorded by far the most Covid-19
infections. It's double what India -- the country with the second-highest number of cases -- has reported
and nearly triple what Brazil -- the third country in line -- has reported.

But the worst may not be over just yet: experts fear that in the coming weeks -- following holiday travel
and gatherings -- the US could see another surge of cases that could also drive hospitalizations and
deaths even higher.

Dr. Anthony Fauci told CNN earlier this week the country has seen a surge that has "just gotten... out
of control," and that the coming weeks could be even worse.

"Once you get to large numbers of people at a dinner inside, poor air ventilation and circulation, that's
when you get in trouble,” he said. "That's what we're concerned about-- that in addition to the surge,
we're going to have an increase superimposed upon that surge which could make January even worse
than December."
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"l think we just have to assume that it's going to get worse,” Fauci added.
How states are faring at the start of a new year

In Arkansas, Gov. Asa Hutchinson said Friday the state reported more than 4,300 new cases -- a record
high he said comes "in the surge after Christmas travel and gatherings.”

"As we enter this new year, our first resolution should be to follow guidelines. We all must do our part,”
he wrote on Twitter.

Georgia announced Friday a total of more than 8,700 new Covid-19 cases in the state -- a new high.
Maryland on the same day reported its second-highest number of daily cases. New York, meanwhile,
added nearly 16,500 new cases -- a day after it hit its highest ever one-day case count.

"As we start 2021, | encourage all New Yorkers {o look to their better angels and continue the practices
we know stop the spread of this virus - wash your hands, socially distance, and wear a mask," Gov.
Andrew Cuomo said in a statement.

Texas health officials reported record-high Covid-19 hospitalizations across the state for the fifth day in
a row, with more than 12,400 patients.

In California, a state that's battled a brutal surge of new infections, hospitalizations and deaths, health
officials reported a record daily death toll: more than 580 people lost to the virus.

ICU capacity in many parts of the state remains dangerously low. In Southern California and the San
Joaquin Valley, zero beds are available. One health official said earlier this week the surge of patients
has been pushing hospitals to the "brink of catastrophe.”

And that's as some hospitals are having infrastructure issues that are preventing them from providing
a high pressure supply of oxygen to patients.

The California Governor's Office of Emergency Services said design and construction experts from the
US Army Corps of Engineers are being deployed to the Los Angeles region to "evaluate and where
necessary upgrade oxygen delivery systems at six hospitals.”

Hospitals in the region, the office said, are treating an "unprecedented” number of Covid-19 patients

and "the internal oxygen delivery systems built into many older hospitals are being overtaxed by the
volume of oxygen flow required to treat patients with respiratory issues that arise from Covid-19."
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Testing company says virus variant not widespread in US

As officials nationwide battle the spread of the virus, they're also monitoring for a variant that was first
detected in the UK and could be more transmissible. The variant has been found in at least 30 countries
and has also been detected in Colorado, California and Florida.

Health officials in California first said Wednesday a 30-year-old San Diego man tested positive for the
UK variant. On Thursday, county health officials told CNN three new cases of the variant were reported

in San Diego.

"The discovery of the additional cases leads county health officials to believe that the new strain of the
virus is widespread in the community,”" a county spokesperson said.

The new cases were found in ftwo men in their 40s and a man in his 50s, officials said.
"Contact tracing shows two men did not travel outside of the county while the third case has yet {o be
fully interviewed,” officials said. "None of the men had any known interaction with each other or the

other confirmed case.”

But while some experts have said it's likely the variant is circulating in the US, testing so far does not
indicate it's common across the country, genomics company Helix told CNN.

Only four of 31 samples have turned up positive for the pattern of mutations first identified in the UK,
Helix said. The genetic pattern was first caught by a testing glitch that technicians call S gene dropout.

"We also know that other labs in the Northeast sequencing S gene dropout samples have not found
the UK variant in their populations,” Dr. James Lu, co-founder and president of Helix, told CNN by

email.

"We cannot say with confidence when the B.1.1.7 strain emerged in the US," Lu said. But it's not
common, which indicates it has not been circulating long.

But the US isn't looking hard, Lu added.
"Currently, the US is doing less sequencing than many other countries -- a recent report from (genomics
database) GISAID estimated that the US is sequencing 0.3% of positive cases versus the UK that's at

about 7%."

Meanwhile, Covid-19 vaccinations are ongoing, but at a pace slower than some officials hoped.
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More than 12.4 million vaccine doses have been distributed nationwide and more than 2.7 million doses
have been administered, according to data from the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

So far, the vaccines approved in the US require two doses based a few weeks apart. And the nation
will continue to do it that way and will not follow the UK's decision to potentially delay second doses,
Fauci told CNN on Friday.

"l would not be in favor of that," Fauci said when asked about the UK's new dosing regimen. "We're
going to keep doing what we're doing."

Earlier this week, British officials said the "UK will prioritize giving the first dose of the vaccine to those
in the most high-risk group” and allow the second dose to be given up to 12 weeks later.

The UK adopted that strategy in order to give as many people as possible the first dose as quickly as
possible, saying that it affords some amount of protection.

"The fact is we want to stick with what the science tells us, and the data that we have for both [vaccines]
indicate you give a prime, followed by a boost in 21 days with Pfizer and 28 days with Moderna. And
right now, that's the way we're going with it, and that's the decision that is made," Fauci said.

"We make decisions based on data. We don't have any data of giving a single dose and waiting for
more than the normal period of time" to give the second dose, he added.

14.Iran Guards vow response to ‘any action’ amid US tensions

Iran's Revolutionary Guards chief Hossein Salami vowed Saturday to respond to any "action the enemy
takes," in a visit to a strategic Gulf island, amid rising tensions with the US.

Salami was speaking on the eve of the first anniversary of the US killing of top lranian military
commander Qasem Soleimani in a Baghdad drone strike on January 3, 2020.

"We are here today to evaluate and be assured of our powerful capabilities at sea and against enemies

who sometimes boast... and threaten,” Salami said according to the Guards' official website
Sepahnews.
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Salami inspected the troops stationed on Abu Musa island, accompanied by the Revolutionary Guard
Corps navy commander Rear Admiral Alireza Tangsiri.

"We would respond with a reciprocal, decisive and strong blow to whatever action the enemy would
take against us,"” Salami warned.

Abu Musa and the Greater and Lesser Tunb islands are located in the Gulf near the entrance to the
strategic Strait of Hormuz, through which a fifth of world oil output passes.

The islands are under Iranian control but are also claimed by the United Arab Emirates.

Tensions have been building up in the run-up to the anniversary of Soleimani's killing, with two
American B-52 bombers recently flying over the region.

Iran's Foreign Minister Mohammad Javad Zarif on Thursday accused outgoing US President Donald
Trump of aiming to fabricate a "pretext for war" after Trump blamed Tehran for a rocket strike on the
US embassy in Baghdad on December 20.

The US aircraft carrier USS Nimitz has been patrolling Gulf waters since late November, but American
media said this week that the acting US defense secretary, Christopher C. Miller, had ordered the
Nimitz to return home.

The New York Times, quoting US officials, said this move was part of a "de-escalatory” signal to Tehran
to avoid a conflict in Trump's last days in office.

Trump unilaterally withdrew the US from a landmark nuclear deal with Iran and world powers in 2018
and launched a "maximum pressure” campaign against Tehran, reimposing and reinforcing crippling
sanctions.

The two countries have twice come to the brink of war since June 2019, especially following the killing
of Soleimani.

Days after the Soleimani assassination, Iran launched a volley of missiles at Iraqgi bases housing US
and other coalition troops, with Trump refraining from any further military response.

Tangsiri had last visited the two Tunb islands on December 25 and emphasised the necessity of the
troops' "combat-readiness and awareness," according to ISNA news agency.

Iran’s foreign minister accused Israel of concocting a just cause for Washington to start a war against
the Islamic Republic as Iranians marked the first anniversary of the U.S. assassination of a top general.

Mohammad Javad Zarif said Iran had new intelligence from lraqgi sources showing that “Israeli agent-
provocateurs” were staging attacks on U.S. targets, laying a “trap” for outgoing President Donald Trump
to start a conflict and jettison his successor Joe Biden’s plans to salvage the 2015 nuclear accord. He
didn’t give further details about the nature of the intelligence.

His comments came after Iran’s military warned that it was prepared to defend itself and respond firmly
to any U.S. aggression during a weekend of bellicose statements commemorating General Qassem
Soleimani’s killing by the U.S. in a drone strike in Irag on Jan. 3, 2020.

U.S. forces were “vulnerable and in a defensive position” out of fear of an Iranian strike to retaliate for
last year’s assault, said Major General Yahya Ramin Safavi, a top military adviser to Supreme Leader
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei and a former commander of the Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps. “We hope
that while Trump’s evil government is around, nothing will happen,” he said on state TV.

“The U.S. military has a better understanding of its weaknesses than its politicians. We will never initiate
war, but if someone attacks Iran, we will respond firmly and with full preparedness,” Safavi said, adding
that Iran was capable of sinking U.S. aircraft carriers.

The comments show that while Iran wants to make clear that it won’t hesitate to defend itself against
U.S. military action, it does not want to escalate conflict and sees Trump’s allies in the region as trying
to start a war and to exploit a possible divide within the defense community in Washington over whether
Trump should strike Iran.

On Thursday, the U.S. sent home the USS Nimitz, the only Navy aircraft carrier operating in the Middle
East a day after it also sent B-52 bombers to the Persian Gulf in a show of force, AP reported, citing
three unnamed defense officials. The report said the two actions may reflect a split among Pentagon
officials.

Tensions between Iran and the U.S. have resurged in recent weeks with Trump reviving threats against
the Islamic Republic in his final weeks in office as he tries to derail plans by Biden to rescue the
beleaguered nuclear accord and provide sanctions relief.

Trump’s decision to target Soleimani pushed the countries to the brink of war, capping a security crisis
in the Persian Gulf that started when Trump abandoned the 2015 nuclear deal. Iranian officials and
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military commanders have repeatedly vowed to seek revenge for the strike for as long as U.S. forces
are scattered across the Middle East.

The multilateral accord limited Iran’s nuclear activities in exchange for sanctions relief, but since Trump
walked away from it Iran has ramped-up its atomic activities and said on Saturday it had notified the
United Nations’ nuclear agency that it may start producing 20% enriched uranium.

18. Afghan peace talks resume as bloodshed continues

A string of assassinations has sowed fear and chaos across Afghanistan as a fresh round of peace
talks between the Afghan government and the Taliban begin in Qatar Tuesday.

Months of deliberations between the two sides have yielded little so far, but both parties made
something of a breakthrough last year when they finally agreed at least on what to discuss in the next
round.

Afghan government negotiators will push for a permanent ceasefire and to protect the existing system
of governance, in place since the ouster of the Taliban in 2001 by a US-led invasion in the wake of the

September 11 attacks.

"The talks are going to be very complicated and time-consuming,” Ghulam Farooq Majroh, a
government negotiator told AFP.
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"But we are hopeful to arrive at a result as soon as possible as people are tired of this bloody war."
The Taliban did not offer any comment.

The first direct talks between the warring sides opened in September after months of delays, but quickly
became bogged down by disputes on the basic framework of discussions and religious interpretations.

A concerted diplomatic effort from Washington finally led to a consensus.

The negotiations follow a landmark troop withdrawal deal signed in February by the Taliban and
Washington, which saw the US pledge to pull out all foreign forces from Afghanistan by May 2021.

The talks between the Afghan government and the Taliban have been marred by an increase in
violence from the start, but a new trend is a wave of high-profile targeted killings of officials, activists,
and journalists.

The deputy governor for Kabul province, five journalists, and a prominent election activist have been
among those assassinated in Kabul and other cities since November.

Officials blame the Taliban for the mayhem, although the jihadist Islamic State group has claimed some
of the assaults.

"The Taliban aim to divide the people and trigger criticism and frustration against the government’s
security institutions with these assassinations," Javid Faisal, an adviser to the National Security
Councill, told AFP.

"But the killings are uniting people.”
Nishank Motwani, deputy director of the Afghanistan Research and Evaluation Unit think tank, said the
Taliban would not formally claim responsibility for the political assassinations, but nevertheless wanted

to demonstrate "to its cadre that the Taliban are who they are and have not changed”.

The Taliban carried out more than 18,000 attacks across the country in 2020, Afghanistan's spy chief
Ahmad Zia Siraj told lawmakers this week.

The first nine months of last year saw 2,177 civilians killed and 3,822 wounded, according to the United
Nations Assistance Mission in Afghanistan.

Ordinary Afghans long for better security but hold little hope for an immediate improvement despite the
talks.
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"We have no security at all in Kabul. For how long will we need to keep burying our loved ones?" said
Jamshid Mohammad, a resident of Kabul.

19. Bomb kills two French soldiers in Mali

Two French soldiers died when their vehicle hit an improvised explosive device in northeastern Mali on
Saturday, just days after three others were killed in similar fashion.

Their deaths brought to 50 the number of French soldiers killed in the West African nation since France
first intervened in 2013 to help drive back jihadist forces, according to army staff.

President Emmanuel Macron "learnt with great sadness” of the deaths of sergeant Yvonne Huynh and
corporal Loic Risser in the Menaka region, his office said.

Huynh, aged 33 and mother of a young child, was the first female soldier killed in since the French
operation began in the Sahel region.

Risser was 24. Both were members of a regiment specialising in intelligence work.

"Their vehicle hit an improvised explosive device during an intelligence mission," the French presidency
said of Saturday's incident.

Another soldier was wounded in the blast but the injuries were not life-threatening, it added.

France's Barkhane force numbers 5,100 troops spread across the arid Sahel and has been fighting
jihadist groups alongside soldiers from Mauritania, Chad, Mali, Burkina Faso and Niger, who together
make up the G5 Sahel group.

But lack of equipment, funds and training, together with problems in deployment and coordination on
the ground have left the operation struggling for credibility and still dependent on France, the force's
major political backer.

Macron affirmed France's determination to pursue "the battle against terrorism” after the latest attacks

which come as Paris considers reducing the size of the forces in West Africa and negotiating with some
local groups other than Al-Qaeda and the so-called Islamic State.
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The Al-Qaeda-linked Group to Support Islam and Muslims (GSIM) claimed responsibility for Monday's
attack that killed three French soldiers in the centre of the poor Sahel state.

Those deaths were also due to an army vehicle hitting an explosive device.

The group, the main jihadist alliance in the Sahel, cited a string of reasons for the attack including the
continuing French military presence in the region, cartoons of the Prophet Mohammed published by a
French newspaper and Macron's defence of them in the name of freedom of expression.

Mali's governing military council overthrew president Ibrahim Boubacar Keita in August 2020 after
weeks of protests sparked partly by his failures to roll back the insurgents.

The junta has not ruled out negotiations with armed groups in the face of persistent bloodshed in the
region.

Four thousand people died in 2019 from jihadist violence and ethnic conflict stirred by Islamists across
Mali, Burkina Faso and Niger, according to the UN.

First come muffled sobs, gradually growing louder with each new voice that joins the chorus. A woman
in a black shawl begins to wail, her body rocking towards the portrait of a smiling young man in the
middle of the room. Abraham was 35 years old when he was shot, says an older brother who is hosting
mourning relatives on the outskirts of Addis Ababa, the Ethiopian capital. L.ast month armed men arrived
at the family home in Adwa, a town in the northern region of Tigray. By then many of the town's residents
had fled, but not Abraham, who had a young child and a sick, ageing father. When the gunmen tried to
steal two of the family's trucks, Abraham resisted. He was shot dead on the spot, in front of his father.

According to his family, Abraham's killers were from Eritrea, a neighbouring country whose troops have
been fighting alongside Ethiopian government forces against the recently-ousted rulers of Tigray. There
is little reason to doubt their claim. Although phone lines to Adwa have been cut since the fighting
started in early November, they know what happened to Abraham from a family friend who met his
father, as well as neighbours who escaped to Mekelle, the regional capital.

Abiy Ahmed, Ethiopia's prime minister, has consistently denied enlisting the help of soldiers from
Eritrea, the gulag state next door. But Abiy's denials ring hollow in the face of a growing number of
claims like those of Abraham's family, as well as by foreign diplomats and governments. In December
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America said reports of Eritrea's involvement were "credible" and urged it to withdraw. Belgian
journalists who made a rare trip into Tigray found video footage apparently showing an Eritrean tank
loaded with plunder.

Exposing Eritrea's involvement matters because both governments have gone to such lengths to deny
it. Abiy told Antonio Guterres, the secretary-general of the UN, that no Eritrean soldiers had entered
Ethiopia. His government says Tigray's now-renegade ruling party, the Tigrayan People's Liberation
Front (TPLF), made fake Eritrean uniforms to spread misinformation. Eritrea's foreign minister told
Reuters that Eritrea was not a party to the conflict.

Others say that Eritrea’s involvement is not only real but highly significant. It won independence from
Ethiopia in 1993. The two countries fought a bloody border war in the late 1990s followed by two
decades of low-level conflict that ended with a peace deal in 2018 (for which Abiy won the Nobel peace
prize in 2019). Much of the fighting was along Tigray's border, leading to bitter enmity between Eritreans
and the TPLF.

This bitterness may explain the destruction that Eritrean forces have left in their wake. They are
accused of killing civilians, looting, laying waste to farmland and abducting some of the 100,000 Eritrean
refugees who had fled their own totalitarian government and sought safety in camps in Tigray.

Using foreign troops to fight a war on his own soil besmirches Abiy's reputation and will complicate
efforts to pacify Tigray. "The government will never admit it," says an Ethiopian analyst. "Because they
know they could never justify it to the Tigrayans.”

Awet Tewelde Weldemichael, an Eritrean academic at Queen's University in Canada, says that in
recent weeks there seems to have been a phased withdrawal of Eritrean troops. If true, it might suggest
Abiy has had enough of them. Or it might mean that Issaias Afwerki, Eritrea’s dictator, is confident that
his old foes in the TPLF have been routed. Although fighting is reported to be continuing in several
parts of Tigray, the TPLF leadership--thought to be holed up somewhere in the mountains--has been
mostly silent for weeks. On December 18th the Ethiopian government offered a reward worth the
equivalent of $260,000 for information on their whereabouts.

It is not just Eritrea that has a stake in Ethiopia's civil war. Clashes between Sudanese forces and
militias from Ambhara, a region to the south of Tigray, have turned deadly in recent weeks. They are
fighting over a large slice of fertile farmland that is within Sudan's borders but long occupied by Amhara
farmers. Shortly after the war began in Tigray, Sudanese troops moved into positions that had
previously been held by the Ethiopian army. Since then each side has accused the other of upping the
ante. On December 22nd Ethiopia's deputy prime minister accused Sudanese forces of looting.
Sudan's information minister countered by accusing the Ethiopian army of taking part in border attacks.
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Talks and a visit to Addis Ababa in December by Abdalla Hamdok, Sudan's prime minister, have failed
to resolve the matter.

These tensions are unlikely to blow up into a full-scale war between the two states. But if the border
conflict is not resolved, Sudan could prolong the fighting in Tigray by, for instance, tuming a blind eye
to arms and other supplies crossing the border. That would be a headache for Abiy, whose forces are
already overstretched trying to locate the TPLF's guerrilla forces while also battling armed insurgents
and quelling inter-ethnic fighting elsewhere in the country.

On December 23rd more than 200 civilians, mostly Amharas, were massacred by heavily armed ethnic
militiamen in the western region of Benishangul-Gumuz. Similar incidents have been reported in
western Oromia in recent weeks. Ethnic Somalis and Afars in the country's east are also trading deadly
blows. Ethiopia, already a tinder box, risks igniting a wider conflagration across the Horn of Africa.

21.In Venezuela, opposition bid to seize assets raises flags

MIAMI -- Venezuelan opposition leader Juan Guaidd had the recognition of the United States and the
support of millions in the streets.

But with Nicolas Maduro still occupying the presidential palace and commanding Venezuela's security
forces, Guaido's so-called interim government needed cash to project power abroad and undermine
the president at home. Now two Miami entrepreneurs were offering a plan to get it.

Jorge Reyes and Pedro Antar said they had identified up to $40 billion in Venezuelan government
assets across the Caribbean. The holdings, including shares in companies, luxury cars, lavish homes
and uncollected debts, were linked to Venezuela's state-controlled oil company.

Guaido, Reyes told The Washington Post, called the men himself in April 2019 to express interest. That
led to more than a dozen meetings with senior members of Guaidd's U.S.-backed opposition and their
agents.

But during a meeting in December 2019 in the Miami suburb of Doral, Reyes said he and Antar received
a handwritten letter, a photograph of which was supplied to The Post, with a list of what he described

as "shocking” demands.

Those demands included an upfront payment of $750,000 to a Florida company that state records show
is co-owned by Magin Blasi, brother of a senior official at the Guaido-controlled Venezuelan Embassy
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in Washington. That company would also become their partner, the letter stipulated, sharing in the 18
percent commission the men had negotiated with Guaidd's officials.

"l was astonished," Reyes said. "l asked myself, 'Does President Guaidd know about this?' | mean,
these guys were clearly trying to do something illegal. You can't even talk about something like this on
U.S. soil. It was extortion.... Either pay, or we didn't get the contract.”

After Maduro claimed victory in elections widely viewed as fraudulent, the Trump administration in 2019
recognized Guaidd, the president of Venezuela's democratically elected National Assembly, as the
country's legitimate leader. U.S. officials described the authoritarian Maduro as the head of a corrupt
criminal empire engaged in drug trafficking and other illegal activities; the Justice Department indicted
Maduro and several members of his inner circle last year on charges of narcoterrorism. Maduro and
others charged have denied wrongdoing.

The embrace of Guaido as interim president carried an implicit promise: His government would be held
to a higher standard than its predecessors; corruption would not be tolerated.

The two Guaidé government officials with whom Reyes and Antar discussed the Miami deal - Javier
Troconis and Fernando Blasi - both deny wrongdoing. They say the belated discovery of a previous
fraud case involving Reyes led them to reject the deal. (Reyes is appealing the charges in that case.)

When the allegations by Reyes and Antar were first reported by the Miami-based website Factores de
Poder, the interim government issued a statement in September dismissing them as unfounded. But in
recent weeks, officials pushed for an internal investigation, conducted by a committee of legislators
from the opposition-controlled National Assembly.

Guaido and his allies boycotted a legislative election held by Maduro in December, saying it would be
fraudulent; the winners of that election will be sworn into the National Assembly on Tuesday. Three of
the four major opposition parties have voted to extend the term of the Guaido-led assembly and keep
him as interim leader, but with new limits on his power. The Trump administration has said it will
continue to recognize Guaido, and advisers to President-elect Joe Biden have said he will do the same,
as long as he maintains the backing of the increasingly divided opposition.

In a preliminary report, the committee raised questions about "administrative irregularities” in Troconis's
dealings with Reyes and Antar, but found no evidence of corruption, according to a person familiar with
the investigation. The committee is recommending a further probe by the interim government's
comptroller's office.

Guaidd's ambassador to the United States, Carlos Vecchio, has asked the U.S. government to conduct
its own investigation into the case.

"l don't put my hands in fire for anyone,” Vecchio said. "l believe that if there is evidence, we have to
investigate."

Antar said the FBI interviewed him in October. The State Department and FBI did not respond to
requests for comment.

A Post investigation, including more than 20 interviews and a review of documents including
prospective contracts, uncovered multiple proposed deals involving Troconis that would have required
what some opposition members have characterized as large and unusual payments. They include a
prospective contract with the government of Paraguay with a $26 million commission to be paid to third
parties that raised alarms within Guaidd's own legal team. Another proposed deal, to recover assets in
a British bank, would have involved a contract that opposition officials say Troconis was not authorized
to sign.

Troconis, a former oil executive backed by powerful opposition figures, still serves as Guaidd's special
commissioner for asset recovery, working from exile largely in Miami; Bogota, Colombia; and
Washington. In an extensive interview, he denied any wrongdoing. In a recent committee hearing, he
seemed to blame Guaidd's enemies for the allegations.

"This is an attack against all of us," he said. He insisted that all evidence produced by Reyes and Antar
was "false."

"l am the most interested in having the truth come out because | am the one telling the truth,” he said.

But inside the Venezuelan opposition, consternation is building over the interim government's decision
to keep Troconis in his job.

"Morally, it doesn't make sense that he is still holding his position,” said Elimar Da-az, a member of the
National Assembly committee that is investigating Troconis.

Current and former officials within the interim government have raised concerns about at least two other
proposed deals negotiated by Troconis.

José Ignacio Hernandez, Guaidd's former attorney general, said he warned senior officials in Guaidd's
government "repeatedly” that Troconis was acting beyond his authority - he was meant to identify
government assets, but not personally seek their recovery - when he tried to negotiate the deal with
Paraguay in 2019.
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According to two drafts of the unexecuted contract obtained by The Post, the deal would have forgiven
half of the $269 million debt that Paraguay agrees it owes Venezuela. (Venezuela puts the figure at
$290 million.) Hernandez said it was negotiated without the knowledge of the oil industry overseers
appointed by Guaidd. It would have paid out what Hernandez called a "disproportionate” commission
to an Argentine lawyer named Sebastian Vidal. In the second draft of the contract, Vidal would have
received 20 percent of the settlement, or more than $26 million.

Vidal told The Post that he had been hired by Troconis without receiving any retainer in the hope of
sealing a deal. He said the proposed commission was "lower" than he normally charges, and said
Troconis never asked him for a portion of if.

Troconis told the National Assembly that the Paraguayans had approached him with the deal. He
denied hiring Vidal.

Paraguayan officials dispute those claims. Juan Ernesto Villamayor, chief of staff to Paraguayan
President Mario Abdo Benatez, said Vidal introduced himself as "a representative of PDVSA,"
Venezuela's state-owned oil company, to which Guaido has named a new board. In October, Villamayor
said, Vidal asked for a meeting between Paraguayan officials and Troconis. The following month, he
said, Vidal and Troconis presented the proposed deal.

Troconis told The Post he had been put in contact with Vidal by members of the Venezuelan opposition
whose names he could not recall. He said Vidal called him to suggest he become a mediator, and he
agreed. He challenged Hernandez's assertion that his job did not give him the legal right to negotiate
deals and produced a letter from Guaido that he said authorized his involvement in the Paraguay talks.

Troconis said he sent a letter to Vidal last January ending the negotiations because he had concluded
"it was not a good deal." But Villamayor said Guaido asked the Paraguayan government in March to
send the proposal to Hernandez for review. Hernandez said he received the contract in March and told
the Paraguayans it was not legally valid and would not be accepted. Hernandez resigned as Guaido's
attorney general that month.

Guaido, through a spokesman, declined to answer questions for this story.

The National Assembly committee also investigated a contract Troconis signed with a South Florida
law firm to recover an account in Britain containing nearly $1.7 billion from the Venezuelan Food
Ministry. Both Troconis and the firm said he signed the contract with the firm on behalf of Guaidd's
government. The committee did not comment on the deal in its preliminary report. But Guaidd's current
attorney general, Enrique Sajnchez Falcon, said Troconis did not have authority to sign it.
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"The only one authorized to sign contracts with law firms or recovery companies, on behalf of the
Republic or state companies, is the General Attorney of the Republic," Falcon wrote in an email to The
Post. "Any contract signed by people other than those mentioned in the previous answer will be illegal
and therefore invalid."

Troconis said he was introduced to Reyes and Antar by National Assembly member Carlos Prosperi,
head of one of the four main opposition parties that back Guaido, in December 2019. He said Magin
Blasi was also present at the meeting. Blasi is the brother of Fernando Blasi, the commercial section
chief of the Guaidd-controlled Venezuelan Embassy in Washington. Troconis said he had hired Magin
Blasi as an "adviser” for the deal: "It was my decision. He had experience.”

Magin Blasi, through his brother, Fernando Blasi, declined to comment. He did not respond to direct
messages.

Troconis said the deal seemed attractive. In early January 2020, he gave Antar and Reyes a letter of
agreement, meant to be a bridge to a formal contract. But then due diligence turned up a legal action
in which Reyes was fined nearly $4 million by the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority and barred
from association with any Finra member for allegedly defrauding investors between 2013 and 2016.
Finra is an independent organization that governs registered brokers in the United States. Reyes is
appealing the charges.

"When we start to review their paperwork, is when we realize that there were fraud issues,” Troconis
said. "When | reviewed the proposal, | never imagined they had those kind of intentions."

Reyes and Antar said they disclosed the fraud allegations to the interim government before they
received the letter of agreement.

According to both Reyes and Antar, the deal fell apart after they refused to pay a $50,000 advance on
the requested $750,000. Reyes and Antar produced an invoice for $50,000 from Energica Power, a
company that Florida records show was owned by Magin Blasi until September, when it was dissolved.
The request was made through a WhatsApp number allegedly belonging to Magin Blasi, they said.
Troconis, asked about the invoice, said, "l suppose that is not true.”

"l think Magin is a serious person,” he said. "But | don't know.”

Fernando Blasi confirmed that his brother owned Energica Power but denied that any extraordinary

payments were demanded. He suggested that both the invoice and WhatsApp messages shown by
Reyes and Antar had been doctored.
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"None of this can be believed,"” Blasi said.

22. Allow Iran to purchase COVID vaccines
U.S. sanctions make it nearly impossible for Tehran to get what it needs to fight the virus.

The Islamic Republic of Iran has been a recurring problem for every American administration since
1979. Seeing how previous administrations’ policies failed, every new administration has wrestled with
how to confront, contain, persuade or negotiate with a country that has remained constantly hoslile.

This moment of a global pandemic, however, offers an unusual opportunity for cooperation. Despite
their mutual hostility, the two countries today are on the same side of a war against an enemy that has
killed more than 347,000 Americans and more than 55,000 lranians. Unofficial numbers in lran could
be three to four times as high.

Although the Biden administration and the Europeans want to resuscitate the 2015 nuclear agreement,
what Iran, the United States and Europe urgently need right now is a COVID deal. The raging pandemic
inside Iran combined with factional jockeying for the Iranian presidential election in June have paralyzed
its government.

A COVID deal would help rebuild trust for future negotiations with Iran, as well as improve U.S. relations
with the European Union, which have weakened in the Trump era. Stopping the pandemic in Iran is
essential to protecting Iran's neighbors, 16 countries constituting over 500 million people. Without
vaccines, more Iranians will die, and coronavirus infections from Iran will spread to other countries in
the region.

Iranians know their government has botched its response to the pandemic. Like the Trump
administration, it publicly denied the seriousness of the virus, ignored the warnings of health officials
and encouraged super-spreader events. Now Iranians -- like Americans -- are paying the price for those
misguided policies. In Iran, healthcare workers and doctors are dying in hospitals overwhelmed with
COVID patients. The people should not be punished for the actions of their government.

Legally, the shipment of medicines to Iran is not under sanctions today, but the Trump administration

has made it impossible for Iran to process payments from its central bank, or receive loans from the
International Monetary Fund to pay for them. These financial sanctions have deterred international
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banks and suppliers of medicine from participating in any financial transactions for fear of becoming
subject to secondary U.S. sanctions imposed on their companies or banks.

By issuing broad licenses to medical and pharmaceutical companies and manufacturers of COVID
vaccines, the U.S. can assure banks, aid organizations and insurance companies that they will not be
punished for supporting humanitarian medical assistance to Iran.

Iran has "pre-purchased" 17 million doses of vaccines through Covax, the COVID-19 Vaccines Global
Access Facility, which the World Health Organization created to ensure a more equitable distribution
of vaccines. But the sanctions prevent Iran's central bank from processing the payment for these
vaccines. This purchase covers less than 10% of the Iranian population. To fight the virus, Iran has
requested an emergency loan from the IMF, which the Trump administration blocked. The U.S. should
allow the loan to proceed.

In exchange, the lranian government should commit to a process that guarantees transparency in the
delivery of the vaccines for its population. It should provide accurate case numbers and assessments
and allow organizations such as the International Committee of the Red Cross and the World Health
Organization to facilitate the distribution of the vaccines inside Iran.

There is precedent for setting aside enmity to address a dire crisis together. After the December 2003
earthquake in Bam, which killed more than 20,000 Iranians, the Bush administration -- while making
threatening noises about sending tanks to Tehran -- sent medical aid to victims. Somehow, the two
sides could put aside their distrust to send and accept much-needed help for the survivors.

Today, decades of isolation, recrimination and demonization prevent us from realizing the power of
cultural connections that have linked Iran and America for generations. Before the 1979 revolution in
Iran, America and Iran enjoyed more than a century of friendship.

If the Biden administration works out a COVID deal that facilitates shipments of vaccines to the lranian
people, it will win over the hearts and minds of millions in that country, strengthening the deep but
frayed bonds of friendship between ordinary Americans and Iranians.

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23.Why an Iran Attack Could Be Biden’s ‘Hour One’ Crisis

Speculation is rampant that Trump will launch a military strike, but if could be the new president
who has to decide how to balance the safety of Americans with the chance for re-engagement
with Iran

On January 3, Iran’s leadership will mourn the one-year anniversary of the U.S. airstrike that killed
Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps general Qassem Soleimani and lIran’s senior lragi militia
commander Abu Mahdi al-Muhandis. And the world seems preoccupied with the possibility of imminent
armed conflict in the Middle East as Iraqi militias sponsored by Iran ramp up both rocket attacks on
U.S. sites and roadside bombings of convoys, and the U.S. flies B-52 bombers and positions the navy’s
hardest-hitting strike forces to the Gulf.

A number of observers have speculated that a violent clash with Iran would be President Donald
Trump’s final and most destabilizing act in office. But there is every possibility that revenge for
Soleimani and Muhandis might be the first crisis of the Biden administration instead.

The evidence for a post-Jan. 20 confrontation has been accumulating for some weeks. Iran’s Supreme
Leader Ali Khamenei cautioned on December 16 that Iran’s revenge would come “at its own time and
place,” and thus not necessarily under Trump, who has pledged to strike back hard if Americans are
harmed. Inside Iraq, the key Iranian-backed militia, Kataib Hezbollah, has warned against revenge
attacks until Trump is gone, and even Mohammed al-Hashemi, an Iragi government envoy sent to Iran,
was quoted in Lebanon’s Al-Akhbar newspaper as beseeching Tehran to maintain calm “until the Biden
administration takes over the presidency from Trump.”

Iran might restrain its militia partners until the end of the Trump administration but maybe not much
beyond. In the inner circles of the U.S. government where threats are assessed, the January 20
transition is seen to represent a dangerous (and overlooked) window for escalation. One of Joe Biden’s
first duties could be to respond to a fatal attack on Americans in Iraq, Syria or the Gulf region.

Iraq has a habit of serving up early challenges for new presidents: Bill Clinton’s first use of force was in
Iraq, the June 1993 cruise missile strikes that avenged Saddam Hussein’s efforts to assassinate former
president George Herbert Walker Bush two months earlier. President George W. Bush’s first use of
force was also in Irag—a flurry of airstrikes in February 2001 that irked Bush when they disrupted his
first foreign trip (to Mexico).

A new president’s first military crisis can be a foundational moment, particularly as great power

competitors and rogue states alike take the measure of the new leader. Biden would need to weigh the
consequences of action or inaction: one part of his political base would want to distinguish the new
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administration from the old, and extend an open hand to Iran, while foreign policy traditionalists would
underline the need to demonstrate firmness, especially if an American is killed.

The best outcome for everyone is that Iran and its proxies recognize that striking U.S. interests on
Biden’s watch is not, in any sense, safer or less consequential than risking such a move under Trump.
The president-elect should clearly communicate before January 20 that he will be ready, minute one,
day one, to firmly respond to any threat to Americans.

On January 20, the new administration should also quietly signal to Iran that their hand is outstreiched
but that revenge against Trump is still revenge against America and would place additional obstacles
on the road to sanctions relief.

The incoming Biden team are having problems gaining access to the information that is typically
provided during a transition. A very early priority should be a review of the military options that have
been prepared, in order to familiarize the team and allow them to quickly request additions and make
deletions. Biden’s experienced national security team, particularly Defense Secretary nominee Lloyd
Austin, a former commander of U.S. forces in the Middle East, knows that the fraught moments after
an attack are not the right time to play catch-up or to discover you have no military options that pass
muster.

If Iran or lran-backed militias in lraq do attack American interests at too late a stage for Trump to react,
or early in the Biden presidency, there will be a tension between quickly achieving deterrence and
establishing U.S. credibility against a careful weighing of the facts and options.

If the attack is powerful enough to kill Americans—who are typically well-protected—then it may have
received a go-ahead from Iran, but the incoming administration can wait to ascertain that connection.
Clinton waited 72 days until he struck Irag’s intelligence service, for their role in the attempt on Bush’s
life in 1993.

If evidence does emerge of an Iranian role, then a Biden administration—Ilike Clinton’s before, but
hopefully quicker—must not flinch from doing the right thing to deter future attacks on Americans. Only
if Iran believes this to be the case will they hesitate against striking U.S. personnel in the first place.

What the U.S. could and should do straight away is to signal a cost to any attack on Americans, hit
back at Iran’s extended network and retain the option of further, more expansive strikes. Whenever
rocket and bombing attacks have occurred against U.S. forces in Iraq this year, the network responsible
for the attacks has been quite clear to the U.S. intelligence community within hours or days: some
combination of the three vanguard groups of Irag’s networks— Kata'ib Hezbollah, Asa’ib Ahl al-Haq
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and Harakat Hezbollah al-Nujaba. These groups are vulnerable to strikes and are already attacking the
U.s.

Iran’s militia partners are working hard every day to obscure the attribution of attacks on U.S. targets
in Iraq, spinning off a bewildering number of new brands such as Ashab al-Kahf (“Companions of the
Cave”) and Sarayat Qassem al-Jabbarin (“Destroyer of Oppressors Company”). On March 13, these
tactics successfully prevented Britain from joining a U.S. strike in Iraq to avenge the militia killing of two
Americans and one Briton. British jets sat fueled and armed on the runway while government lawyers
argued over who was actually to blame and who should be targeted. In the end, the Trump
administration could not persuade the British that Kata'ib Hezbollah was the right target and British
officials refused to permit their jets {o take off. Biden administration will strengthen deterrence if it does
not allow potential attackers to play this shell game.

Though the inauguration on January 20 will be an exhilarating moment for Joe Biden and his team, it
is also a moment when his mettle could be tested. History has shown that Iran probes the resolve of
U.S. administrations, and that it can simultaneously poke an American president in the eye and sit at a
negotiating table. lran is struggling to restrain its proxies from seeking revenge but may see the opening
of a Biden administration as the first safe moment to do so. Every other potential aggressor in the world
will be watching and taking note.

24.1s a Sino-Russia military alliance in the works?

Recent signaling by the two ‘frenemies’ bears watching as their increasingly close cooperation
has strategic implications in both Asia and Europe

Will they, or won't they? For many years, the United States and its allies have wondered whether the
blossoming friendship between Russia and China will ultimately result in a full alliance between the
two.

Some analysts dismiss this Sino-Russian alliance's prospect as just a scarecrow often trotted out by
Beijing and Moscow whenever one or both needed to scare the West. Other analysts, however, have
taken matters more seriously, arguing that Western governments need to pay attention to the China-
Russia tandem.
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However, everyone agrees on one point: The relationship between Beijing and Moscow has the
potential to upend most strategic calculations in both Asia and Europe, across both the Pacific and the
Atlantic.

Several disparate recent events have rekindled this debate.

The first was an enigmatic statement Russian President Vladimir Putin made back in October at a
brainstorming seminar he holds every year with handpicked senior officials, academics and think-
tankers.

Asked during the event whether Russia should ponder concluding a military alliance with China - the
sort of topic Mr Putin usually avoids talking about in public - he was this time quite specific. "We have
not set that goal for ourselves”, he said. "But, in principle, we are not going to rule it out, either," he
added.

Beijing, which used to be equally tight-lipped about such matters, is also suddenly prepared to discuss
the possibility. "The more turbulent the world becomes, the more stable China-Russia relations should
be," Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi is reported to have told his Russian counterpart Sergei Lavrov
during a phone conversation last week.

Nor is the messaging confined to words alone. For just before Christmas, Russian and Chinese fighter
jets held what both countries referred to as "joint air strategic patrols” over the Sea of Japan (also
known as the East Sea) and the South China Sea, to the evident displeasure of Japan and South
Korea.

There is no question that this signalling is the product of nervousness felt in Moscow and Beijing about
the incoming Biden administration's policies in the US.

Mr Putin's remarks were delivered precisely a week before the US elections. They were intended to be
noticed in Washington. Simultaneously, the Chinese media has explicitly pointed out that the air
manoeuvres with Russian jets are "designed to send a strong signal to the new US government”, as
the Global Times, the English-language tabloid published by the Chinese Community Party, put it.

So, it may be all posturing. Still, the Sino-Russian link is one that Washington will have to continue
observing.

COMPLEMENTARY RELATIONSHIP WITH LONG HISTORY OF MISTRUST

In theory, Russia and China complement each other well, and in every critical area. Russia is a vast
country with a relatively small population; China's territory is much smaller, but it has workforce in
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abundance. Russia is primarily an exporter of oil, gas and other raw materials; China is the world's
biggest single consumer of all these commodities.

Better still, Russia's top manufactured exports consist mostly of weapons, and China is keen to buy
them.

Then, there is the political context. Both countries resent America's global reach, and both are subjected
to various economic, financial and technological sanctions imposed by Washington. Finally, both China
and Russia lack formal alliance structures that can be mobilised to advance Moscow's or Beijing's
interests in the way the US does, so activating their bilateral link offers them opportunities they cannot
find elsewhere.

Set against this, however, is a long history of mistrust. For much of the Cold War period, China and
Russia (in the guise of the Soviet Union) were sworn enemies that periodically came to blows and
occasionally contemplated even all-out war. All this has been carefully airbrushed out of the official
histories prevailing in Beijing and Moscow, but political elites in both countries remain fully aware of the
reality.

And although the territorial disputes between the two were settled after the Cold War and the Soviet
Union's collapse, suspicions lingered.

Russia wanted to remain the predominant power in Central Asia, yet China has usurped its position
over the past two decades. First, the Chinese appeared to respect a "division of labour" with Russia
over the management of Central Asia, with China becoming the top economic power, and Russia
remained the key actor with the region's militaries and spying agencies. But even that informal division
is now increasingly ignored by China.

The Russians also know that any cutting-edge weapon they sell to China gets "reverse engineered” by
the Chinese - a more polite term for copying - and then sold on as Chinese-manufactured weapons on
global markets. Besides, it is only a matter of time before advances in Chinese military research render
Russian weapons dispensable.

Nor should it be forgotten that, despite their expressions of friendship, Chinese leaders have seldom
taken Russia seriously. Chinese Communist Party manuals use the collapse of the Soviet Union as a
warning of what China should avoid. Few Chinese bother to learn Russian, and apart from small traders
crossing Siberia's borders to sell cheap consumer goods, cultural links remain limited.

In short, this is a transactional relationship, with both sides remaining wary of each other. That is why
Russian leaders have dithered for years about building pipelines to deliver oil and natural gas to China,
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despite the Chinese market's lucrative nature, and continued to invest instead in new pipeline projects
in Europe.

While encouraging European countries to remain dependent on Russian energy products gives
Moscow enduring influence in Europe, if China buys the bulk of Russia's energy products, it will be
Russia that will grow dependent on Beijing.

"Moscow cannot fail to notice that in recent years, Beijing has acquired a taste for using economic
weapons such as sanctions, embargoes and tariffs to apply pressure to other countries, as illustrated
by the trade war currently raging between China and Australia,” Mr Alexander Gabuev, who heads the
Russia and Asia-Pacific research programme at the Carnegie Moscow Centre, noted recently.

COOPERATION IN CRUCIAL AREAS

Still, the link between Moscow and Beijing can become a major headache for the incoming US
administration and, indeed, for the Europeans as well.

For it is wrong to look at the nexus between Russia and China in zero-sum terms. Although China and
Russia may never forge a military alliance of the sort the US has in Europe, or in Asia with countries
such as Japan or South Korea, Beijing and Moscow can and will cooperate on crucial areas that
impinge on American strategic interests; the problem is therefore not one of confronting a new Sino-
Russian alliance, but more of working out what areas of cooperation are likely to emerge.

One evident area of cooperation is in international organisations. China does not recognise Russia's
annexation of Crimea, which it seized from Ukraine in 2014. Still, earlier this month, China voted against
a United Nations General Assembly resolution urging Russia to vacate that Ukrainian territory. The
Chinese and Russian ambassadors often cover each other in the UN Security Council and other
specialised UN institutions.

The two are also increasingly - if more modestly - coordinating their positions in the Middle East, an
area where Russia now has a significant military presence.

And although Russia is careful not {o get involved in key areas of Chinese concern, Moscow is
increasingly offering verbal support to Beijing. Mr Lavrov, for instance, recently blamed the West for
allegedly "fomenting” trouble between China and India, a curious interpretation of events that evidently
plays well in Beijing but does not go too far in annoying the Indians, who also remain a major customer
of Russian weapons.

There is also a high likelihood that Africa could become a new area of cooperation. The Chinese already
have a naval base there, and the Russians are planning on establishing two, in Sudan and Libya, which
could serve Chinese interests very well.

S0, no Nato-style alliance is in the offing, but plenty of strategic tie-ups intended to increase the cost
the US will have to pay.

PITFALLS TO AVOID
Still, the Biden presidency is not bereft of options, provided it is careful about avoiding several pitfalls.

It should avoid airing in public fears about the potential Russia-China tie-up, for the more Washington
appears to be scared about this prospect, the more both Beijing and Moscow will have a stake in touting
their friendship.

French President Emmanuel Macron, who argues that Europe should accommodate Russia to avoid a
Russian-Chinese alliance is dead wrong, and his mistake should not be repeated in Washington.

But at the same time, the Biden administration would have to be aware that an engagement with both
China and Russia is required, and that the two engagement processes cannot be allowed to move too
far out of sync.

For this reason alone, the Trump administration's attempt to condition nuclear arms control talks with
Russia on Russian help in getting China to join these negotiations was a mistake and one that should
be discarded.

Ultimately, the best guide to future US policy on this matter is attention to detail and inspiration from
the lesson first offered by 19th-century British Prime Minister, Lord Palmerston, who observed that
countries do not have enduring friendships, just perpetual interests.

25. Europe’s disappointing investment deal with China
Why rush a deal that is so inherently complex?

After more than seven years of negotiations, the European Union and China appear to have reached

a deal for their Comprehensive Agreement on Investment to go forward right before the deadline
pressed by President Xi Jinping at the EU-China summit back in September.
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The deal is important politically as it shows the EU's commitment to its own economic sovereignty
without constraints from the U.S. and it follows the example set by the 10-members of the Association
of Southeast Asian Nations, Australia, Japan and South Korea in signing the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership back in November. Suddenly, it looks as if U.S. President-elect Joe Biden has
been left alone in his pursuit to contain China even before he is sworn in on Jan. 20.

Still, RCEP and now the CAl have their limitations. When it comes to CAl, much of what has been
written relates o the lack of enforcement for China regarding international conventions on labor --
including forced labor -- but much less atiention has been paid to the economic consequences of this
deal. Alas, the reason for that might be because the deal amounts to so little.

To start, the purpose of CAl is limited to foreign direct investment and contains no trade clauses. While
some aspects of the deal are about more than market access, including sustainability, climate change,
international conventions and labor, those provisions remain general and contains limited enforcement
possibilities.

Within that narrower scope the main objective, from the European perspective, really is to improve
market access for European companies operating -- or intending to operate -- in China and to ensure
a level playing field when they do, as well as reciprocity. Based on that yardstick, the question is whether
CAl fulfills such expectations? The answer is a resounding no.

If we start with the hardest, reciprocity, China's market remains much more closed to EU companies
than the EU market is for Chinese companies. On a level playing field, an attempt has been made to
address the issue of subsidies harming European companies operating in China, but it is really just
that: an attempt.

There are a number of reasons for that. First of all, only subsidies in the service sector are covered,
while most of the EU investment in China is in manufacturing, where subsidies cannot be scrutinized.
Secondly, even within the service sector, the enforcement mechanism is poor as the state-to-state
dispute settlement included in the treaty does not apply to subsidies.

Finally, on market access, only a few concessions have been made bilaterally and all of them are
limited. The three main sectors where concessions have been made are electric vehicles,
telecommunications and private hospitals.

For the former, it only applies to new investments in electric vehicles, and only if there is no excess
capacity in a particular province. As for telecommunications, EU investment remains capped at below
50%. For private hospitals, control has been granted in some provinces but limited to the existence of
enough demand.
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Given all of the above, the question is why rush a deal that is so inherently complex? Probably because
to many it seems as if the EU has nothing to lose, as its concessions to China appear minimal and
because the COVID pandemic is leaving a huge scar on Europe's economies. Only time will tell whether
this is in reality a free lunch for Europe, no matter how small the meal.

Buteven if the EU is getting a free lunch, that does not mean it will not get indigestion, and two scenarios
come to mind where that might occur. The first is the reaction of the U.S., which remains Europe's
largest investor and trading partner. Secondly, the EU's ability to protect its own market from unfair
competition.

More specifically, the EU is in consultations to pass legislation on foreign subsidies harming the single
market with an implicit focus on China. On paper, CAl allows both China and the EU to take additional
regulatory measures if needed but the reasons stated in CAl do not mention subsidies.

China has already protected itself by rushing a National Security Law on Dec. 19, right before getting
CAl approved, to fend off foreign investment whenever it harms China's national security. The question
is whether the EU will now dare continue with its efforts to protect its market from unfair competition by
legislating against foreign subsidies.

Civil Disturbance (CD): More than 2,000 NG members should be in the NCR tonight.  Additional
Guardsmen from PA, NY, NJ and DE are being mobilized to reach approximately 6200 by Sunday evening (10
Jan). The WI NG has mobilized 593 Guardsmen to support local authorities during civil disturbances in
Kenosha. | anticipate other states may put NG members on orders for civil disturbance missions in the next
few days.

COVID-19 and Operation Warp Speed (OWS): Guardsmen continue to support local authorities
with testing and screening, PPE distribution, contact tracing/mapping, and site decontamination
support. Presently, ten states (NH, AZ, FL, TN, MS, SC, NC, OH, WI, NV) are using Guardsmen to
administer vaccinations to the civilian population and more states and territories are expected to
follow suit in the next few days. In addition, Guardsmen are supporting OWS vaccination efforts with
transportation, security and administrative functions. In accordance with the DoD vaccine
distribution plan, more than 27,825 vaccinations have been received for NG members and 8,817
doses have been administered to Guardsmen.

The NY NG has been designated the lead agency for a mass-vaccination site at the Javits Center
that will be operational on 13 Jan. The NY (State) Department of Health will administer the
vaccinations while the NG will be responsible for C2, internal movement, and logistics. They
anticipate a capacity of 800 to 1,000 shots per hour.

Inauguration Support: Several states have already committed to supporting the DC NG during the
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upcoming Presidential Inauguration. If requested, we are working with the States to identify
additional support above the currently planned number of 4600 (including DC NG). The DCNG held
an IPR today and will continue to refine its plans to support. Guardsmen are expected to begin
arriving in DC on 15 Jan in preparation for the inauguration on 20 Jan.
