This is an interim response to the above-referenced FOIA request received by the Departmental
FOIA Office (DFO). The request sought:

All email communications (including email messages, complete
email chains, email attachments, calendar invitations, and calendar
invitation attachments) between any of the USDA officials listed
below and anyone in the Executive Office of the President
(including anyone with an email address ending in eop.gov).

On April 28, 2020, you modified your request by narrowing the listed custodians to “Secretary
Perdue, anyone serving in the role of Chief of Staff to the Secretary, including Joby Young, and
Senior Advisor Rebeckah Adcock.”
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Your request is being processed under the FOIA, 5 U.S.C. § 552.

A search for responsive records was conducted by the DFO’s telecommunications provider, the
Client Experience Center (CEC). The CEC provides comprehensive, fee-for-service information
technology (IT) associated operations, security, and technical support services to USDA end
users. The CEC also implements and manages enterprise IT solutions for users Department-wide.
The CEC searched the email accounts associated with the custodians mentioned in your modified
request. The CEC search located records responsive to your FOIA request. For this first interim,
the DFO reviewed a total of forty-three (43) pages of emails and the accompanying attachments.

The DFO continues to process your request.

Following a review of the responsive records, the DFO has determined certain information
contained in the records released in this interim response should be withheld pursuant to 5 U.S.C.
§ 552 (b)(5) and (b)(6) (FOIA Exemptions 5 and 6). Additionally, twenty-eight (28) pages of
records have been withheld in their entirety under FOIA Exemption 5. Below is an explanation
of the information that has been withheld.

FOIA Exemption 5 — Deliberative

FOIA Exemption 5 protects from disclosure those “inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums
or letters which would not be available by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with
the agency.” One of the frequently invoked FOIA Exemption 5 privileges is the deliberative
process privilege. To fall within FOIA’s deliberative process privilege, the records must be both
pre-decisional and deliberative; the records must precede the adoption of an agency policy and
include the opinions, recommendations, or deliberations on a legal or policy matter.

In this instance, the DFO is withholding, under the deliberative process privilege, pre-decisional
intra- and inter-agency discussions on agency actions relating to proposed social media releases;
proposed meetings; and proposed language for documents. The DFO is also fully withholding
four (4) pages of records that consist of drafts for a proposal, talking points, and a document for
agency guidance.

These items are pre-decisional in that they are antecedent to any final agency decision. These
items are also deliberative in that they reflect the evolving, back-and-forth process between
agency employees that is so integral to the Executive Branch decision-making process; more
specifically, the development of potential recommendations made by agency advisors for use in
making policy decisions.

If these pre-decisional, deliberative communications were released to the public, USDA and other
Executive Branch employees would be much more cautious in their discussions with each other,
and in candidly discussing and providing all pertinent information and viewpoints in a timely
manner to agency decision-makers. This lack of candor would also seriously impair the
Department’s ability to engage in forthright, internal discussions necessary for efficient and
proper agency decision-making.
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FOIA Exemption 5 — Attorney-Client

The DFO is also withholding information under the attorney-client privilege. This privilege
protects confidential communication between an attorney and his/her client relating to a legal
matter for which the client has sought professional advice. Although this privilege fundamentally
applies to facts divulged by a client to his/her attorney, this privilege also encompasses any
opinion given by an attorney to his/her client based upon those facts, as well as communications
between attorneys that reflect client supplied information. In this instance, the DFO is
withholding information whereby legal advice is being provided by the Department’s counsel.

These confidential communications are shielded from disclosure in order to encourage open and
frank discussions between the Department and its legal advisors. Ensuring the Department
receives sound legal advice promotes public policy, and this advice depends on counsel being
fully informed. The release of these confidential communications would inhibit the Department’s
ability to provide pertinent information and would impair the Department’s counsel from making
well-informed legal decisions.

FOIA Exemption 5 — Attorney Work Product

The attorney work-product protects materials prepared by an attorney or others in anticipation of
litigation by shielding materials which would disclose the attorney's theory of the case or trial
strategy. The privilege is available once specific claims have been identified that make litigation
probable.

The materials that have been withheld under the attorney work-product privilege were prepared
by or for a Department attorney in reasonable anticipation of litigation and reflect the parties’
pre-litigation thoughts. We conclude that the withheld materials are protected in full from
disclosure by the attorney work-product privilege of Exemption 5.

Exemption 5 — Presidential Communications Privilege

FOIA Exemption 5 protects from disclosure those “inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums
or letters which would not be available by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with
the agency.” Exemption 5 may incorporate virtually all civil discovery privileges; if a document
is immune from civil discovery, it is similarly protected from mandatory disclosure under the
FOIA. Rule 501 of the Federal Rules of Evidence allows courts to create privileges as necessary,
which may be thereafter recognized under Exemption 5. The presidential communications
privilege is one such privilege that has been recognized by courts under Exemption 5.

The presidential communications privilege protects communications among the President and his
advisors. It applies to documents in their entirety, and covers final and post-decisional materials
as well as pre-deliberative ones. The records being withheld here consist of documents that were
solicited and received by the President or his immediate White House advisers who have broad
and significant responsibility for investigating and formulating the advice to be given to the
President. Accordingly, upon the advice of the White House Counsel’s Office, certain
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information and twenty-four (24) pages of responsive records are being withheld under the
presidential communications privilege.

FOIA Exemption 6

Exemption 6 generally is referred to as the “personal privacy” exemption. It provides that the
disclosure requirements of FOIA do not apply to “personnel and medical files and similar files
the disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of personal privacy.”
Application of the exemption involves balancing the public’s interest in disclosure against
individuals’ privacy interests.

The information withheld under Exemption 6 consists of mobile phone numbers, direct phone
numbers, unpublished business contact information, email addresses and telephone numbers
belonging to employees of the Executive Office of the President (EOP), individuals’ personal
reflections, and the alias email address for Secretary Sonny Perdue. This information qualifies as
“similar files” because it is information in which individuals have a privacy interest. Releasing
mobile phone numbers, direct phone numbers, unpublished business contact information, and
the contact information of employees belonging to the EOP could subject the individuals to
unwarranted or unsolicited communications. Although the release of individuals’ personal
reflections would not likely result in unsolicited communications, this information is private in
nature and its release does not shed light on governmental operations. Because there is a viable
privacy interest that would be threatened by disclosure, Exemption 6 authorizes this office to
withhold the information. Accordingly, we have determined that the public interest in the
information’s release does not outweigh the overriding privacy interests in keeping it
confidential.

With regard to the alias email address for Secretary Sonny Perdue, the agency has a significant
interest in ensuring that its officials have the capacity to safely perform a full range of official
functions, including emergency operations, continuity of operations, and devolution planning
and execution. These functions could not be accomplished if public email-writing campaigns
impeded communications to the email accounts from which officials operate in emergency
situations. In the event of emergency, not only are alias accounts necessary for safe and efficient
emergency operations, but also so that family members can reach otherwise unavailable
officials. While the existence of such alias email accounts and certain content of emails released
therefrom may shed light on agency functions, the actual email addresses do not in and of
themselves advance a public interest—particularly when balanced against the critical interest of
agency officials in maintaining safe and responsible communication with critical business
contacts including those in The White House, during emergency situations and situations
presenting potential national security threats. That said, in response to records requests, it is the
agency’s policy to process and release responsive documents derived from searches of all
agency email accounts (including alias email accounts) to the extent not otherwise exempt or
prohibited by law. Furthermore, we note that the disclosure of officials’ primary official email
accounts serves as the most appropriate point of contact for the public and poses the least
amount of risk or threat in emergency operations.
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You have the right to appeal the DFO’s determinations. Due to the need to issue more than one
determination in order to fully resolve your request, your appeal rights for all determinations in
response to this request will be provided to you in our final response letter.

Joby Young, and Senior Advisor Rebeckah Adcock.”
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On May 27, 2020, you clarified that you would like to include all agencies within the Executive
Office of the President in your request.

On November 30, 2020, the FOIA Division issued a first interim response in this matter.
Your request continues to be processed under the FOIA, 5 U.S.C. § 552.

A search for responsive records was conducted by the Client Experience Center’s (CEC)
eComply team. The CEC provides comprehensive, fee-for-service information technology (IT)
associated operations, security, and technical support services to USDA end users. The CEC also
implements and manages enterprise IT solutions for users Department-wide. The CEC searched
the email accounts associated with the custodians mentioned in your modified request. The CEC
search located records responsive to your FOIA request. For this second interim, the FOIA
Division reviewed a total of seventy-three (73) pages of emails and the accompanying
attachments.

The FOIA Division continues to process your request.

Following a review of the responsive records, the FOIA Division has determined that certain
information contained therein should be withheld pursuant to U.S.C. § 552(b)(5) and (b)(6)
(FOIA Exemptions 5 and 6). Additionally, twelve (12) pages of records, as well as three (3)
spreadsheets, have been withheld in their entirety under FOIA Exemption 5. Below is an
explanation of the information that has been withheld.

FOIA Exemption 5 — Deliberative

FOIA Exemption 5 protects from disclosure those “inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums
or letters which would not be available by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with
the agency.” One of the frequently invoked FOIA Exemption 5 privileges is the deliberative
process privilege. To fall within FOIA’s deliberative process privilege, the records must be both
pre-decisional and deliberative; the records must precede the adoption of an agency policy and
include the opinions, recommendations, or deliberations on a legal or policy matter.

In this instance, the FOIA Division is withholding, under the deliberative process privilege, pre-
decisional intra- and inter-agency discussions on agency actions relating to proposed language
for documents, proposed social media releases, proposed policy responses by government
agencies, and proposed meetings and talking points. The FOIA Division is also fully withholding
twelve (12) pages of records that consist of drafts for proposals and agency guidance as well as
three (3) spreadsheets containing data collected by the USDA for use in policy-making decisions.

These items are pre-decisional in that they are antecedent to any final agency decision. These
items are also deliberative in that they reflect the evolving, back-and-forth process between
agency employees that is so integral to the Executive Branch decision-making process; more
specifically, the development of potential recommendations made by agency advisors for use in
making policy decisions.

If these pre-decisional, deliberative communications were released to the public, USDA and
other Executive Branch employees would be much more cautious in their discussions with each
other, and in candidly discussing and providing all pertinent information and viewpoints in a
timely manner to agency decision-makers. This lack of candor would also seriously impair the
Department’s ability to engage in forthright, internal discussions necessary for efficient and
proper agency decision-making.

FOIA Exemption 5 — Attorney-Client

The FOIA Division is also withholding information under the attorney-client privilege. This
privilege protects confidential communication between an attorney and his/her client relating to a
legal matter for which the client has sought professional advice. Although this privilege
fundamentally applies to facts divulged by a client to his/her attorney, this privilege also
encompasses any opinion given by an attorney to his/her client based upon those facts, as well as
communications between attorneys that reflect client supplied information. In this instance, the
FOIA Division is withholding information shared internally whereby legal advice is being sought
from and provided by the Department’s counsel.

These confidential communications are shielded from disclosure in order to encourage open and
frank discussions between the Department and its legal advisors. Ensuring the Department
receives sound legal advice promotes public policy, and this advice depends on counsel being
fully informed. The release of these confidential communications would inhibit the Department’s
ability to provide pertinent information and would impair the Department’s counsel from making
well-informed legal decisions.

FOIA Exemption 6

Exemption 6 generally is referred to as the “personal privacy” exemption. It provides that the
disclosure requirements of FOIA do not apply to “personnel and medical files and similar files
the disclosure of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of personal privacy.”
Application of the exemption involves balancing the public’s interest in disclosure against
individuals’ privacy interests.

The information withheld under Exemption 6 consists of mobile phone numbers, direct phone
numbers, a teleconference access code, and email addresses and telephone numbers belonging to
employees of the Executive Office of the President (EOP). This information qualifies as “similar
files” because it is information in which individuals have a privacy interest. Releasing mobile
phone numbers and direct phone numbers, as well as the contact information of employees
belonging to the EOP, could subject the individuals to unwarranted or unsolicited
communications, or even harassment. As for the teleconference access code, participants have a
privacy interest in ensuring that no uninvited individual is listening in on the call. Because there
is a viable privacy interest that would be threatened by disclosure, Exemption 6 authorizes this
office to withhold the information. Accordingly, we have determined that the public interest in
the information’s release does not outweigh the overriding privacy interests in keeping it
confidential.
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You have the right to appeal the FOIA Division’s determinations. Due to the need to issue more
than one determination in order to fully resolve your request, your appeal rights for all
determinations in response to this request will be provided to you in our final response letter.

You may seek dispute resolution services from the FOIA Division’s FOIA Public Liaison, Ms.

Guidance for Food Processors during COVID 19 Pandemic

In an effort to mitigate the spread of COVID 19 in meat and poultry processing facilities, establishments should follow the guidance set forth by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) and the Department of Labor (DOL).

In the event of an outbreak or an establishment closure, establishments should consider the following testing protocol and general guidance for reopening. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Testing Protocol: 

1. COVID 19 testing on-site for workers who are found to have fever and/or symptoms should be conducted.  (USDA is working with HHS – Dr. Beckham – to secure testing supplies).

a. Each worker will provide a list of work-related and personal contacts in last 14 days such as:

i. Household members who work in the plant or other plants 

ii. Those in a carpool

iii. Coworkers they spend time with during breaks

iv. Other contacts

2. County Public Health Dept provides a nurse on site or at health department to take a sample and collect information on close contacts.

3. If employees test positive for COVID 19 outside of work, collect same info in described in point 1.

4. Inform exposed workers.  Establish an exposed worker follow up system and MONITOR those exposed for symptoms.  Test those that develop symptoms.  Another option is to test expose workers and/or exclude close contact workers.

General Guidance for Reopening: 

1. Ill employees should be excluded and quarantined. It is essential that any individual that they live with remain quarantined.  Ill employees can not return to work until they have met CDC recommendation for recovery (testing or symptomatic criteria).

2. Close contact employees should be notified and either tested or advised to self-monitor.  A detailed plan should be developed by the plant to manage close contacts as feasible for the processing plant.

3. Plant should keep records on all COVID 19 positive employees and close contacts. Plant should keep records on follow-up of close contacts if not excluded from environment.

4. Deep cleaning of all parts of the plant (processing and outside areas) must be complete before re-opening.  Records of cleaning should be kept.

5. Best practices for COVID 19 described by CDC/OSHA should be implemented throughout the plant and documented.  Best practices should be written, monitored and documented.

6. Testing program for screened employees should be in place at plant or through health department to test and exclude workers with symptoms after re-opening.  Follow up and trace-back on any close contacts should be in place for workers who become sick.   Screening should be conducted according to a written protocol.

7. Plant should track numbers of sick workers and determine if numbers are increasing or decreasing to inform production decisions for future production days.

8. A training system and employee notification system (call or text) in the language of choice should be developed.  Pictograms to educate employees on monitoring symptoms, social distancing, hand washing, sanitizer use, and other best practices should be available throughout plant.

9. Plant opening can occur on reduced capacity if needed to achieve social distancing or to accommodate the number of healthy employees available for work once other criteria are met.  

10. After the plant has a sufficient number of employees to operate at full capacity, the plant can fully open.  COVID 19 best practices should remain in place as throughout the pandemic.

11. All actions related to re-opening should be documented.

KEY ISSUES

· Food Supply Chain Continuity of Operations

· There is an impending food processing crisis stemming from closures of meat packing facilities based on local decision making. If this trend continues on the current path, consumers could see empty sections of shelves in the meat section in the coming days, potentially as soon as 10-14 days, causing significant public concern.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Several large packing plants have been forced to initiate complete or partial closures over the past week due to COVID-19 positives within their workforce. 

· These plant closures, even if temporary, are compounding an already disrupted supply chain due to restaurant closures and reductions in the food service industry combined with reduced processing capacity for beef and pork at some of the nation’s largest packing plants, which were struggling to maintain current capacity due to absenteeism and other labor challenges.

· These closures will ultimately impact the volume of protein products going into the food supply chain, but more immediately, these plant closures are forcing pork producers to euthanize animals and suffer severe economic loss.  

· WHTF Recommendation: 

· Reinforce and prioritize messaging and communication to states and local governments on the critical importance of maintaining the food supply chain.

· The Federal Government has deemed the production, processing, and delivery of food as an essential service.  It is essential state and local governmental authorities work with these essential industries, in conjunction with public health officials, to facilitate the continued production, processing and delivery of food to our citizens across the country while protecting worker health and safety.



· Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

· Essential critical infrastructure workers outside of immediate medical response, including those in the food and ag sector, require Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) to ensure performance of critical functions. 

· COVID-19 has significantly increased demand for PPE in the food and ag sector due to proactive industry measures for worker and consumer safety, as well as COVID-19 specific local requirements for PPE for essential critical infrastructure workers (largely face coverings, following CDC’s April 3rd recommendation on the use of cloth face coverings in public settings where other social distancing measures are difficult to maintain).

· Though the Food and Agriculture Sector can sustain supply shortages in a limited capacity, the continued diversion of PPE to the Healthcare Sector and the exhaustion of PPE will interrupt the food supply chain. 

· Currently, entities in the food supply chain (and other critical infrastructure sectors) who exhaust all marketplace means of obtaining needed PPE have no clear process or recourse by which to request product through emergency management channels. 

· WHTF Recommendation: 

· Initiate a clear process by which a food and ag sector (or other non-healthcare critical infrastructure) entity can request emergency management support in obtaining PPE and disseminate guidance to critical infrastructure industries. 

USDA and FDA have provided FEMA with a proposed framework for this process. 

· Create guidelines by which these requests can be adjudicated and prioritized at the distributor, state emergency management, and FEMA National Response Coordination Center (NRCC) levels. 

FEMA’s Food Supply Chain Task Force, in collaboration with USDA and FDA, has developed initial prioritization guidance.



· Reopening posture 

· Testing: Wherever possible, increase the availability of testing capabilities and workplace testing guidance to address the growing concern among essential critical infrastructure workers, including those in the food and ag sector.

The Trump administration is weighing a plan to provide coronavirus tests and other solutions to U.S.
food-processing plants, as a way to soothe workers’ fears and keep the country’s food system
functioning through the pandemic.

The federal Covid-19 task force headed by Vice President Mike Pence this week discussed the
prospect with meatpackers and food producers, according to people involved in the talks. The task
force is looking to the U.S. Department of Agriculture to work out details of what such a plan could
look like, at the agency’s discretion, an administration official said.

A USDA spokeswoman had no comment on details of the potential plan. But a Trump administration
official confirmed the talks.

“They are working on a solution with the plants that not only makes the plants happy but the
workers comfortable to come in,” the official said. Asked if tests are part of the considerations, the
official said, “100%.”

Food producers are struggling as a rising number of processing-plant employees contract the

coronavirus, and more stay home rather than risk catching it in the close quarters that are typical in
plants. Over the past week meat processors JBS USA Holdings Inc., Tyson Foods Inc., Cargill Inc. and
Smithfield Foods temporarily closed plants in Pennsylvania, lowa and South Dakota after employees
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came down with Covid-19 or displayed symptoms. Other plants have slowed processing operations.

Those shutdowns and slowdowns are seeding fears of a broader_disruption hitting the U.S. food
industry, after shoppers in recent weeks cleared out staples from supermarkets in anticipation of
weeks or months of eating at home. Domestic supplies of meat and other food commodities have
been high heading into the pandemic.

The U.S. government has called on major food processors to continue operating. Mr. Pence this
week spoke to executives of U.S. meat and grain companies including Tyson and Hormel Foods
Corp., he said at a briefing Tuesday.

Mr. Pence said in the briefing that food-industry workers are vital as the U.S. navigates the
pandemic: “We need you to continue, as a part of what we call our critical infrastructure, to show up
and do your job and know that we’re going to continue to work tirelessly in working with all of your
companies to make sure that that workplace is safe.”

Being able to quickly test employees for the coronavirus, such as with Abbott Laboratories’ new 15-
minute test debuted last week, would help identify positive cases and assure other workers’ safety, a
meat industry official said.

Dozens of meat-plant workers across the country have been confirmed to have contracted Covid-19,
including two dozen employees of a Tyson pork plant in lowa, the company has said, and more than
80 workers at a Smithfield Foods pork plant in Sioux Falls, S.D., according to state health officials.

Kim Cordova, president of a United Food and Commercial Workers union representing workers at a
IBS beef plant in Greeley, Colo., estimated around 50 cases among plant employees there. One
worker died this week after being hospitalized due to the virus, she said. A spokesman for JBS, which
has increased some safety and sanitation practices, had no immediate comment.

The Retail, Wholesale and Department Store Union, which represents meatpacking workers, this
week said that two Tyson employees at a Georgia plant had died after contracting the coronavirus. A
Tyson spokesman said the company is working to keep its employees safe, separating processing-
line workers with barriers, offering masks and installing infrared temperature scanners.

Smithfield on Thursday said it would close its Sioux Falls plant for three days for extra cleaning, but
Chief Executive Kenneth Sullivan said in a statement that the company, the largest U.S. pork
processor, needed to keep running its farms and plants. “People need to eat,” he said.

To keep workers coming in, some food processors have_temporarily boosted pay, while staggering
shift start times and breaks so that large numbers of employees aren’t gathering close together.
Some plants have handed out masks, and erected barriers between each worker’s spot on
processing lines.

Some workers have walked off the job and called on companies to do more or shut down plants
temporarily to reduce the risk to workers.

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Eligibility of Farmers under the CARES Act Revisions to the EIDL Program



The Small Business Administration (SBA) administers the Paycheck Protection Program (PPP)(15 USC §636(a)) and the Emergency Income Disaster Loan (EIDL) Program (15 USC §636(b)(2)).  15 USC 636(b)(2) provides: 

Except as to agricultural enterprises as defined in section 647(b)(1) of this title, the Administration also is empowered to the extent and in such amounts as provided in advance in appropriation Acts— 

(1) (A) to make such loans . . . 

Therefore, under normal circumstances, agricultural enterprises are not covered by the EIDL Program.

Section 1110 of The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act), Pub. Law 116-136, expanded eligibility for the EIDL Program.  Section 1110(b) states that for the statutorily defined “covered period” (January 31, 2020 to December 31, 2020):

(b) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—During the covered period, in addition to small business concerns, private nonprofit organizations, and small agricultural cooperatives, an eligible entity shall be eligible for a loan made under section 7(b)(2) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 636(b)(2). [Emphasis Added]

In addition to currently eligible groups under 15 USC §636(b), additional entities are eligible for EIDL Program assistance. Additional entities are those within the CARES Act definition of  an “eligible entity”:  

(2) the term “eligible entity” means— 

(A) a business with not more than 500 employees;

(B) any individual who operates under a sole proprietorship, with or without employees, or as an independent contractor;

(C) a cooperative with not more than 500 employees; 

(D) an ESOP (as defined in section 3 of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 632) with not more than 500 employees; or

(E) a tribal small business concern, as described in section 31(b)(2)(C) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 657a(b)(2)(C)), with not more than 500 employees.

This later enacted provision clearly intended to expand eligibility for the EIDL Program.  It should also be noted that the CARES Act did not amend current SBA program authorities in this regard, but created stand alone statutory authorizations.  Thus, we do not see the restriction on agricultural enterprises in the regular EIDL Program to be affected, but rather, we see the CARES Act authority to be independent authority and that it should be read as adding to existing authorities.  Accordingly, for the covered period, if any entity qualifies as an “eligible entity” under the broader categories in the CARES Act, regardless of the type of business (i.e., agriculture), the entity would be eligible for the EIDL Program.

Similarly, Section 1102 of the CARES Act expanded eligibility for the PPP to include sole proprietorships, self-employed persons, and businesses with fewer than 500 employees or the size standard for the industry where the business operates.  There is no express prohibition on eligibility for farmers and ranchers in either the CARES Act or 15 USC §636(a).  Thus, if a producer’s operation qualifies as one of the eligible entities, and meets the other requirements for the program, it would be eligible for the PPP.  There appears to be universal agreement on this position.

Therefore, the USDA respectfully suggests that SBA include farmers and ranchers as eligible for both PPP and EIDL Program assistance under the independent authority in the CARES Act. 

CARES Act Provisions 

SEC. 1110. EMERGENCY EIDL GRANTS. 

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 

(1) the term “covered period” means the period beginning on January 31, 2020 and ending on December 31, 2020; and

(2) the term “eligible entity” means— 

(A) a business with not more than 500 employees;

(B) any individual who operates under a sole proprietorship, with or without employees, or as an independent contractor;

(C) a cooperative with not more than 500 employees; 

(D) an ESOP (as defined in section 3 of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 632) with not more than 500 employees; or

(E) a tribal small business concern, as described in section 31(b)(2)(C) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 657a(b)(2)(C), with not more than 500 employees.

(b) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—During the covered period, in addition to small business concerns, private nonprofit organizations, and small agricultural cooperatives, an eligible entity shall be eligible for a loan made under section 7(b)(2) of the Small Business Act 15 U.S.C. 636(b)(2).

U.S. Plant Workplaces Emerge as Coronavirus Battlegrounds
Workers walk off, seek health protections; companies try balancing act

Tensions are breaking out between employers and workers across the U.S. as some companies push

to keep producing during the coronavirus pandemic and some employees push back over health
concerns and other issues.

In recent days, plant workers have walked off the job at companies ranging from poultry producer
Perdue Farms Inc. to soda maker Refresco B.V. At Tyson Foods Inc., workers petitioned for more paid
sick leave. Some want more protective equipment. Others have complained to regulators about
unsafe conditions.

Warnings about social distancing and exposure have also surfaced new concerns, especially when
doing business in close quarters seems to conflict with guidance from health officials about physical
distancing.

“The next phase of concern is safety in the workplace,” said William Schaffner, an infectious-disease
specialist at Vanderbilt University.

Protections like physical spacing of employees are particularly important, said Mr. Schaffner,
because the virus spreads even from those who aren’t symptomatic. Identifying sick workers by

checking employees’ fever, he said, “is helpful but not the complete story.”

Meatpacking, which is seeing increased demand as Americans batten down at home, is one industry
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where workers have become concerned about being in proximity while cutting carcasses and
trimming meat. Some companies have spaced workers farther apart and staggered shift starts and
break times. Tyson and others have begun offering employees masks and gloves, and taking their
temperatures.

Earlier this week, the League of United Latin American Citizens, a Hispanic civil-rights group, asked
the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration for broader guidance on safety
equipment, paid sick leave and regular health checks for plant employees. A significant share of
meatpacking-plant employees are immigrants.

Last week, about two dozen workers at a Perdue Farms chicken plant walked off their jobs in
Georgia, complaining that the company wasn’t doing enough to prevent coronavirus infection, and
not paying them enough. Perdue said that after speaking with management, most of the employees
returned to work. The Perdue plant isn’t represented by a union.

Perdue said it had already boosted plant sanitation and extended hours for its on-site wellness
centers, which are free for employees and their families. It has also temporarily increased pay for
hourly plant workers, and waived a waiting period to get short-term disability benefits, a
spokeswoman said. The company is also offering free chicken to employees.

It is unusual for nonunion employees to walk off jobs, particularly immigrant workers in meatpacking
and other industries. “| was floored,” said Deborah Berkowitz, a former U.S. OSHA official and
poultry-worker safety advocate. “The workers have very few safety rights if they refuse to work.”

In Arkansas, a group called Venceremos, which was founded last year and works with poultry
workers, has called on Tyson to expand pay for workers who have to stay home sick, saying the
company’s existing policy doesn’t go far enough. In an interview, a worker complained about jam-
packed factory-production lines, not enough hand sanitizer and crowded lines for worker
bathrooms.

A Tyson spokesman said the company is committed to hearing out employees’ concerns, and
maintains an anonymous ethics helpline. He said problems with hand sanitizer and bathroom lines
haven’t been raised.

Tyson, which produces one in 5 pounds of all beef, pork and chicken produced daily in the U.S., said
it has seen a small number of employees test positive for Covid-19, the disease caused by the new
coronavirus. The company has directed employees who might have had contact with infected
colleagues to self-quarantine, has notified other workers of positive cases and is checking workers’
temperatures before shifts, the spokesman said. In some plant break rooms, colored dots have been
placed on chairs to help Tyson staff sit the recommended distance apart.

Experts said they don’t worry about transmitting the virus through food, but they say workplace
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conditions risk creating additional coronavirus hot spots and could potentially slow food and other
production.

n Wharton, N.J., workers at a Refresco bottling plant walked out on March 21 after a manager
berated an employee who was worried about the coronavirus and reported himself as feeling ill, a
worker at the plant said. On March 27, the workers tried to deliver a letter addressing their concerns
to the human -resources department, but it wasn’t accepted and they had to email it to upper
management. Refresco, a publicly traded beverage company based in the Netherlands, is one of the
largest independent bottlers for retailers.

Refresco spokeswoman Antonella Sacconi said the company is taking all necessary precautions and is
following and in some cases exceeding government guidelines by providing employees with face
masks and other protective equipment. She said the company has issued a $1 an hour “crisis bonus”
for all its North American employees.

“All concerns raised by employees have been addressed and resolved,” Ms. Sacconi said. “Refresco
will continue to do everything we can to keep all employees safe and healthy.”

Some governors have issued guidelines directing businesses with essential workers to comply with
social-distancing measures when possible. About half the states have their own workplace-safety
enforcement; the rest relies on the federal government’s OSHA.

In Nevada, which runs its own workplace-safety enforcement agency, administrator Jess Lankford
recently warned construction companies in a letter that the agency would conduct random
inspections to ensure they are complying with a governor’s mandate for social distancing.

“It is visibly obvious that employees are still being directed/allowed to work in close proximity (less
than 6 feet of separation) to other staff,” Mr. Lankford wrote.

A spokeswoman for Nevada’s Department of Business and Industry said the safety agency is
investigating and might issue citations for violations of published coronavirus safety guidelines.

Federal OSHA has taken a largely hands-off approach to coronavirus safety enforcement, its
communications indicate. It recently released a guidance outlining steps that employers could take
to protect a workplace from an outbreak, including increasing ventilation and installing physical
barriers. But it stressed it was just advisory. OSHA standards don’t specifically cover infectious-
disease protections, although there are basic requirements for bathrooms, sanitation and some
protective gear.

Some former OSHA officials said the agency could be doing more, including requiring that companies
comply with a general standard to provide a safe workplace.

“If OSHA is playing any role in the response, it is so low key as to be invisible,” said David Michaels,
who ran the agency under the Obama administration.
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OSHA didn’t respond to requests for comment.

Some calls for OSHA action have gone unheeded. Tim Bell, a worker advocate with Chicago Workers’
Collaborative, complained about worker-safety conditions in the area to an lllinois OSHA official.
OSHA Area Director Angie Loftus responded that the regulatory agency couldn’t do anything to
enforce the best practices from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

In an email to Mr. Bell, Ms. Loftus said she had been receiving complaints every day for weeks about
employers failing to follow the guidelines. “These recommended measures are not enforceable by
OSHA since they are guidance and not OSHA law,” according to the email Mr. Bell said he received
from Ms. Loftus that was reviewed by The Wall Street Journal.

Ms. Loftus and OSHA didn’t respond to requests for comment about the email.

In a Voyant Beauty factory in Countryside, Ill., several workers employed by third-party staffing
agencies said they were alarmed by the lack of protective gear and the close quarters on the
company’s production lines and in a dining hall. The company makes disinfectants such as hand
soaps and is considered essential.

The workers said that they used the same touch-screen devices to clock in every day, and that these
weren’t sanitized despite being touched by hundreds of workers daily.

“People are piled up on top of each other working, and there is no protection,” said Eduardo
Antunez, a worker in the Voyant Beauty factory. “l use my gloves and | change them often, but this
factory hasn’t taken any precautionary steps.”

Voyant didn’t comment. There have been no known infections at the factory, according to workers
there.

Meantime, the health implications of outbreaks from plants remain the broader worry, some
worker-safety advocates said. Some workplaces house hundreds and sometimes thousands of
employees in close quarters.

“That’s a major risk for the people working in the plants themselves, for the continued food
production, and for public health,” said Darcy Tromanhauser of Nebraska Appleseed, a nonprofit
that works with meat-plant workers.

In light of the hand sanitizer shortage, we at ADM are adding to our processing lines in
Decatur IL, with the capability to produce 6500 gallons per day of USP grade alcohol which
can be used immediately by hand sanitizer makers. The remarkable point is that we filed for a
permit yesterday with the Dept. of Treasury (production requires a permit from TTB -
(formerly ATF)) and they turned around approval in under 24 hours.

These trucks will be rolling very soon.

(FWIW I am told a back of the envelope estimate is that a truckload of USP grade alcohol -
approx. 6500 gallons - supports the production of 170,000 bottles of hand sanitizer. This is a
great use of our midwest grown corn.)

Kudos to your Treasury colleagues and to Secty Perdue's tireless advocacy. American
agriculture is part of the solution.
