Commissioners and staff had
concerns regarding the liability to Elko County, if Elko County agreed to sponsor the application.
As such, Commissioners directed the District Attorney's Office to work with Ruby Vista Ranch on
an Indemnification Agreement. The agreement provides for Elko County's indemnification as well
as a guarantee that Elko County may terminate its participation and agreement at any time.

Rand Greenburg, District Attorney's Office, advised this was the approvalofthe agreement regarding the
carmark they are sponsoring.

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Commissioner Andreozzi advised he would not vote in favorofthis as he believed anything that required
an indemnification clause was probably a bad idea.

Mr. Rice advised a similar facility had been tested and was at 63 decibels 200 feet from the plant and the

freeway is considerably farther away than that. His conditions include that during normal operations 80 decibels is
the maximum at the right ofway at 180. They will also have to tum their lights away from any adjacent properties
or roadways.

Commissioner Eklund asked about the traffic during the night.
Mr. Rice advised Solmax has stated they would have 4-5 trucks per day and the majorityofdeliveries

would be done during daylight hours. He advised he would be re-writing this master plan.

K) ELKO COUNTY MANAGER

KI Review, consideration, and possible approval ofa Settlement Agreement and Release of Claims
with Zach Woster, Chad Woster, and Mercedes Woster based on a November 10, 2019 vehicle
accident. On November 10, 2019, Zach Woster sustained injuries when the vehicle he was
driving collided with a fire truck driven by Robert Lino at the comer of Fifth and Idaho Streets.
Mr. Lino, a volunteer firefighter with the City of Elko Fire Department, was responding to a call
at the timeofthe collision. The fire truck was owned by the Nevada Division of Forestry and
provided to the County and the City by meansof interlocal agreements. The vehicle driven by
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Zach Woster was owned by his parents, Chad and Mercedes Woster. No lawsuit has been filed in

relation to the collision. As a resultofsettlement discussions, Zach, Chad and Mercedes Woster

have agreed to release their potential claims in exchange for $150,000, to be apportioned between
the City and the County. Elko County's portion is $10,000.

Mrs. Osborne advised POOLPACT was the liability insurance for the County and the City. The County's
portionofthe payout is $10,000.

Chairman Karr asked if volunteers could be personally accountable.
Mr. Greenburg advised there could be immunity depending on the individual circumstances.

MOTION: Commissioner Brough moved to approve the agreement. Commissioner Steninger seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

L) LEGISLATION

L1 Update on the 81st (2021) Nevada Legislative Session which began on February 1, 2021

‘Commissioner Steninger asked about the public defender bill
Mrs. Osborne advised it was modified to 48 hours and approved. They are looking at 6-7 days of court.
‘Commissioner Steninger advised at NACO they were assured that the mining tax would not affect net

proceeds but he didn’t see how it could not.
Cash Minor advised it would not impact net proceeds that come to the county level, it is more ofa

commerce tax.
Commissioner Eklund statedifit adds to the operational cost it reduced the net.

Mr. Minor did not sce where the commerce tax was allowed as a deduction against net proceeds.
Chairman Karr stated he believed the money would go towards education but would go towards the general

fund and the net to schools would remain the same.

Mr. Minor advised the bill mandates that the 75 cent operating fee that is collected locally will now go to

the state education fund, not the school district.

L2 Discussion and reviewofany federal legislative bills that the Commissioners may want to address
or comment on the bills and the effects on Elko County.

Chairman Karr advised he had deep concerns about the voting bill including no ID requirements and
taxpayer money being used to fund re-electing legislators. He would like to write a letter opposing that. He stated
Senator Cortez Masto's rural representative would be in Elko next week.

MOTION: Commissioner Steninger moved to send a letter in opposition directed to Senator Cortez
Masto. Commissioner Eklund seconded the motion.
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Harold Wissell thanked the board for paying attention to the details on this and opposing it.
‘The motion passed unanimously.
Lee Hoffman advised Senator Goicoechea tried to get others to hold out on voting on the mining tax in

orderto get a concession to get a nonpartisan commission to redistrict, and they got no concessions from the
democrats. That means they will be in complete controlofredistricting and its likely that will have a severe impact
on rural Nevada. He believed Nevada would become a single-party state.
