I should be noted that the terrain of the entire area is flat and
evidently subject To periodic flooding. This would probably require
constent maintenance of defonsive positions along this portion of the
river.

The additional trenching, firing bays, and the modification ofexisting trenches docs Indicate that tho Chinese have been graduelly
inproving thelr defenses since Sepferber 1969.
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
