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FOREHORD

This report, originally requested as an informal
contribution to a government study, 1s being issued in
this series as of general interest to the Agency.

It comprises a sumary of general trends and high-
Lights; a series of regional lscussions of the compara-
‘tive pover inages held; and summary tabulations of data
£rom available public opinion surveys that have a signi-
ficant relation to aspects of the pover confrontation.
here 1s aloo appended & List of recent IRI reports
bearing on the subject.

No uniformity of approach has been attempted in
the regional sections of the report, in view of the
diversity of factors that are locally active in shaping
impressions of US and Soviet pover, and regional Gis-
parities n the nature and availability of evidence
Tegarding opinions end attitudes. What has been sought
in these sections 1s to pernit the issues to be seen
within the context of regional history, preoccupations,
nd concerns.

It should be bore in mind thet both the nature of
the questions at issue, and the nature and fraguentari-
ness of the evidence availble, mean that overall analysis
of foreign vievs on relative US-USSR pover 1s necessarily
generalised and tentative. As the report suggests, the
ature of pover itself, as 1t 1smeasuredby foreign
opinion, 1s in the course of evolution, aad the circus
stances in ¥hich pover vould be applied are not seen as
a constant by any suddence.

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FFES WORLD VIEWS OF THE US-USSR POVER BALANCER

A. GENERAL TRENDS AND HIGHLIGHTS
1. The concept of national power in international relations is currently

undergoing redefinition In the public mind. In this process, the elements that
constitute pover, the vays in which pover is applied, and the context in vhich
power 1s envisaged and assessed, are all being significantly revised and ex-
tended. In this continuing flux, no clear and controlling concept, and no
final verdict on pover-in-being or on relative power positions holds decisive
svay, although a number of the factors that influence popular julgaents can
be discerned, as well as the current general direction of those Judgments.

2. Current views of relative US-USSR pover have changed sharply since
the advent of the First Sputnik nT The Gevekopent of {ntercontineatid missile
capabilities. Prior to these events, prevalent opinion vas that the US enjoyed
a clear preponderance of power. The current consensus vould sppear to be that
the USSR now enjoys a rough but effective equivalence in strength overall.
Behind in some fields, ahead in others, the USSR is seen as capable of offering
a creaible competitive challenge to the US in the major arenas of intemational
rival.

3. The trend is adverse to the US; despite some fluctuations, and area
variations, impressions of Soviet pover superiority or gains seem to be risingin public opinion rather than falling. Anticipations of what the trend in
power will be -- popular estimates of vhich nation vill emerge generallystrongest in a peaceful competition over the next few decades -- in most
avetlable indicators favor the USSR

4. In the critical areas of militery strength and space achievements
20d a rate oF scanomtc capable of supporting then at a high level,
oe
nd closely linked by interest and history, believes the US to be inferior
to the USSR, although more sophisticated opinion may perceive a rough balance.
In these specific fields, too, the trend is adverse. Elsevhere, most opinion
is @ivided onmiliarysirmgih vith the predominant belief apparent what &
nuclear stalemate prevails. Hovever, in almost all areas, expectations appear
£0 be that theUSSRwill achieve military superiority, although there is
probably no clear concept of vhat this superiority vill consist of, or het
its significance vill be.

5. In most parts of the orld, the USSR is believed to lead the US
in space achievements. This impression, stemmingfrom thefirst Sputalkand
Strengthened by its afternath, appears to have sometimes a durability
impervious to fact, sometimes a volatility suggesting that it could be
readily modified by sensational developments. Given the present capabilities
Of both sides, it 1s probable that the most favorable verdict the US can
hope to elicit on its space performance vill be the expectation of a see-saw
pattern.

e. Soviet foreign economic programs, that despite their
comparatively restricted size have had high impact end visibility, through
selective deployment and timing for maximm effect; these have heiped to
create the image of a productive and accelerating Soviet economy, especially
1n underdeveloped aress.

£. An impression of Soviet ruthlessness and fixity of purpose,
coubined with the impression that the Soviet people have greater faith in
their principles, and are villing to vork harder, than the people of the
US. Tnis view bas not served to raise USSR in general esteem over the US,
nor can 1t be equated vith admiration for Commnist institutions or doctrine,
but presunsbly contributes to raising popular estimates of overall Soviet
capabilities.

g. In Asie particularly, the belief that Commnist China, with
its massive population, has shown tremendous economic growth and dynemism
makes itappeara substantial increment to Communist bloc strength -- a
belief qualified, probably, by the sense that this strength is currently
more potential than actual, and by some uncertainty about the ultimate
correspondence of Commnist Chinege and Soviet interests. In much of the
Far East (notably excluding Japan) the impact of Soviet power is still
relatively slight; Commnist China is the basic power against which the US
is measured in Southeast Asia, and Soviet power is sometimes also viewed

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The fact that the United States had the highest standard of living of
any nation in the world vas viewed as indisputable proof of American economic
superiority. A superiority, moreover, which ves clearly demonstrated by the
ease with which the United States carried the tremendous burden of the postvareconomic reconstruction of Western Burope -- the Marshall Plan -- and furnished
Ancreasing amounts of economic and technical assistance to other needy regions

The fact that on virtually all levels of American society there vas mass
ownership of products of American scientific-techmological ingemuity -- cars,radios, television sets, refrigerators, vacuum cleaners, washing machines,
ete. -. vas generally regarded as incontrovertible proof of the validity of
the traditional picture of American sclentific-technological pre-eminence.
A superiority, moreover, which had been clearly demonstrated in the develop
ment of the atoatc and hydrogen bosba and in the means of delivering then to
‘thelr intended targets.

The fact that the United States vas an open and democratic society --
one vhich vas clearly dedicated in principle to the Western Buropean liberal
ideal of individual freedom, liberty and equality of opportunity -- vas
generally considered to be strong evidence of the moral superiority of
American society vis-a-vis its dictatorial and reginented Soviet counterpart.
A superiority, moreover, vhich vas clearly manifested in American goodwill
ana benevolence towards most nations in the difficult postvar era and inits assumption of the unsolicited role of defender of the free vorld against
the march of international commniem.
The Post-Sputnik Tsage: US Dominance Seriously Questioned

Under the cumlative imact of Soviet spectaculer "firsts" in rocket
developments and the continuing chorus of sharp American self-criticism
most. Western Buropeans have been shocked 1nto & drastic -- and perhaps
excessive -- revision of their pre-sputnik inage of general Soviet inferi-
rity 0 the United States. Accompanying this re-evaluation of the USSR as
a dynamic and powerful militery-economic-and-seientific complex has been &
concomitant re-exaaination of the continuing validity of the pre-sputatk
image of invincible American pover and unquestioned vorld dominance.

Currently, most Western Buropeans are convinced that the balance of
military pover no longer favors the United States as it formerly add. For,Tn heir opinion, the Soviet leapfrog development of a muclear interconti-
mental ballistic missile has cancelled out the pre-sputnik Anericen advantageof being able to rain muclear destruction upon the Soviet Union vhile being.
virtually immune to a sintlar Soviet attack.

While sophisticated political and press opinion tends to regard the
current military situation as one of muclear stalemate in which neither of
the two super-povers has any nateriel advantage over the other, the more
impressionistic popular opinion has seemingly concluded from Soviet boasts
of superiority and American admissions of & temporary “missile gap” that
the United States 1s not only currently atliterily inferior to the USSR but
¥i11 continue to be 50 for the next decade or two as well. Nevertheless,
popular cpinton 1s in complete accord with sophisticated pinion in holdingthat a major var between the US and the USSR 18 most unlikely in the present
circunstances because, regardless of their relative military strengths, each
St411 has the capability of dnflicting terrible destruction upon the other.
In short, regardless of differences of opinion about the relstive militarystrengths of the world's two super-states, there 1s universal acceptance
of the Ciurchillien thesis that "mituslity of terror” is a major deterrent
to var in the nuclear age.

Although convinced that the Soviet Union's recent success in redressingthe military balance vis-a-vis the United States has paradoxically reduced thedanger that either protagonist vould deliberately resort to var aa means of
resolving their differences, Western Buropean apinion —- at least cn the Boresophisticated political and press levels - is currently disturbed by twopossible (albeit contradictory) implications of the post-sputatk military
Situation. First, the possibility of ver by miscalculation -- that is, theTear that var might inadvertently result from a Soviet mlscaloulation 4s toBow far 1% can explokt the current nuclear stalemate for the attainment of1imited objectives, such as the takeover of Hest Berlin, for instance. fad
second, the possibility that estern Burcpe could no Longer reckon whcondi-
tionally upon the protection of America's Atoaie shield in the event ofLatte conitcta” that is, the fear that the United States might consider
‘the possible nuclear destruction of an American city (such 8s New York or
Chicago or Los Angeles) as too high a price to pay for resolutely opposinga Linited Soviet aggression, such ts the takeover of West Berlin or Helsinki,Zor example.

While Western Burcpean opinion stil) subscribes to the view that the
United States 1s indubiadly the world's economic leader and leagues aheadof the Soviet Union, its closest rival, of late {creasing doubts —-
particularly on the more sophisticated political and press levels — havedeveloped about the contimiing supremacy of the American economy. Contri-
bating to these groving reservations have been four major developments.

Firot, the general agreement. that the Soviet Union's boasts of
tremendous economic strides in the postvar era have 8 firs foundation in
fact, as evidenced by such objective standards ns the visible improvement inits level of living, its deep and contiming penetration of the alusimn,asbestos and ol export markets (to mention Just 8 few) and ite increasingforeign ald programs much as the ambitious Aswan Dam project on the Nile.Second, the widespread currency and authenticity that American reports, bothofficial aad private, have given to the USSR'e clain that its economy 19roving at an appreciably faster rate than that of the United States ana tbat“he gup betueen the two 1s being rapidly closed - a claim vhich WesternBuropeans find easy to accept (even without American confimation) in viewof their own superior rate of economic grovth over the past decade. Third,the visible faltering of the Aserican economy on at least four major occasionsin the past fifteen years, most particularly the 1957-53 recession aad thecurrent’ econoate Aifficulties. An fourth, the Gppareat concern of fhe
United States -- as indicated by its current exports drive and sponsorship
Of the st111-to-be-bor Organization of Beonomic Cooperation and Development --“at it can no longer singlehandedly carry the increasing burden ofecononie assistance to the developing pations of the world in directCompetition with the USSR.

The pre-sputnik Western Burcpean nage of the United States as theLeading selentific-technalogieal nation in the world has 1ikevise beenShari SeoGedoF Totamales The camiative Tapuck of she Sovier Union'sspectacular successes vith cuterspace satellites -- largely becuse of thewidespread layman's tendency to equate then vith a high degree of scientific
Technological attainment in general. Although the almost universal accept
ance of Soviet superiority 1n rocketry has rerulted in an across-the-boarduwrading of Soviet science ana technology, Western Biropeen opinion 16S411 tnclined to believe that the United States leads the USSR in the
aplication of science for the general velfare of makind. In sadition, theBore sophisticated opinion holds that American outerspace esearch, vhiie
Jess spectacular than ite Soviet cousterpert, is contributing more to aaa’
basic scientific imoviedge and eventual control of cuterspace.

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While the moral stature of the United States es a nation dedicated to
freedon and Liberty remains as high as ever, & musber of developments havecombined of late to induce in Wester Burcpéan opinion -- particularly on the
sophisticated political and press levels -- increasing doubts about the
continuing American ability to provide the kind of imaginative and responsive
Leadership required by changing world conditions, such as the shift in Soviet
strategy from the crude "cold var" philosophy of Stalin to the more subtle
challenge posed by Khrushchev's "peaceful but competitive coexistence”
philoscphy.

A highly selective Listing of the major events leading to this WesternBuropean questioning of American leadership during the past two-and-a-half
years vould of necessity include the folloving: the alleged tardy American
recognition of the military and peychological challenge posed by the Soviet
Union's spectacular series of "firsts" in outerspace developments; the
alleged hiatuses in the conduct of American foreign policy occasioned by
internal bickering, the fllness of highUS officials and elections; thealleged amateurish bungling vhich led to the Soviet torpedoing of the mich-
heralded Paris sumit conference and the Geneva disarmament talks; the
alleged failure to prevent the division of Western Burope nto vo poten-
tially rival economic groupings; and the alleged inability of the Eisenhower
administration to exercise effective and unified control over the complex
governmental machinery concerned with foreign affairs.
Conelustons

Three major conclusions are suggested by the preceding analysis ofcurrent Western Burcpean opinion of the relative power standing of the
United States and the Soviet Union. First, that the past fev years have
witnessed a sharp deterioration in the pre.sputnik Western Buropean image of
fmerican military, economic, scientific sad oral superiority vis-a-vis theUSSR. Second, that during this same period Western Burcpean opinion hasdrastically revised its pre-sputnik view of the USSR as a generally backvard
nation to the current image of a modern dyneaic and poverful military
econonic-and-scientific complex -- one, moreover, which has already takengiant strides tovards redressing the balance with the United States. fod
third, that Western Burcpean cpinion 1s inclined to the “safe” view that
the United States and the USSR will become progressively more equal in
overall strength over the course of time, vith neither having any appreciable
atlitary or economic or scientific advantage over the other.

Arab States

Introduction
Given the absence of survey data for the Arab countries, any assessment

of Arab optuion mist be derived vholly from the radio and press and from
private expressions of opinion, including those of officials -- the latter
often nore rational and moderate than thet publicly expressed. Recognition
mst be given to the Arabs’ volatile nature and subjective outlook throughwhich events are measured in extreme terms according to the interests of
the Arab "nation" and reactions shaped by recent history: the contimuing
existence of sracl, the intense bies against "Western imperialism,” and the
commitment of Soviet bloc political, military, and economic support to the
rab world.

SEcREr
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Leadership -
Arab opinion in recent months has tended to view the United States as a

nation increasingly isolated and declining in prestige primarily because of
“mistaken” policies and conflicting pressures within American society. There
has been some contrast, hovever, between privateand publicly expressed
opinion with the latter denouncing US policies in extreme terns -- under
goverment direction in the case of the UAR (because of dependence won
Soviet economic and military aid) and in other areas impelled by a desire
to Iumt1iate the US because of the Israeli issue. While private Arab opinion
largely blamed the Soviet Union for the collapse of the Sumit meeting, USJudgnent on the handling of the U-2 flight vas seriously questioned. (The
Tevelation of such flights occurring over & four-year period had the
paradoxical effect of enhancing American military capability in Arab eyes,
bovever.) Because of Israel, Arabs have tended to view American policy-
making as "confused" and subordinated to "Zionism, imperialism, and reaction-
ary influences” -- Western democracy in this respect tends to be regarded
as decadent. The events in Korea, Turkey, Japan, and Cuba have been inter-
preted both as a defeat for America in supporting “wpopular” regimes (not
necessarily dictatorships) and as an overvhelaing vindication of Arab
beliefs concerning military pacts and bases. Exclusive of the Commnist
press, there has been little effort in this context to vindicate Soviet
policy, but Arab private opinion credits the USSR vith having emerged n a
stronger position. Arabs, hovever, have derided US statements concerning
Commniste in Cuba and Japan as another reflection of the US "fallure” to
recognize the force of nationalism. Some press accounts noted that the
Japanese were not anti-American but.cpposed to military bases as “proved” bythe favorable reception given Eisenhover in India.

There are indications that some Arab opinion ot least tends to credit
Soviet military power -- as measured by the effect of its retaliatory threats --
ith having induced the violent Jopanese reaction and more recently, vith
having “frustrated” US designs on the Congo. It is likely that, aside from
aspects of policy and leadership, most Arabs tend to equste the US and the
USSR in terms of overall power adnitting an American edge in economic strength.
This rough equation gives rise to the resentful fear that a detente --
affecting theNear Bast andinwhich Arabsvillmotbe consulted--may at
some tize take place. In this narrow context, Arabs tended to look privately
upon the Sumit collapse vith favor. Most Arabs now hope that neutral forces
will play a larger role for the purpose of protecting such third partyinterests and taking advantage of American "defeats."

Arabs tendto regard theUSandthe USSRas aboutevenin available
military strength but most would probably credit America vith greater
military capability given her superior economic resources. They vould re-
gardthe West todayastheprobable winner of a hot varand vouldlookvith
alarm at the prospect of being aligned on the Soviet side in such a conflict
at the present time. Most informed Arabs vere privately pleased vith the
imowledge that the U-2 flights had taken place for four years and regarded
the U-2 as a first-class technical achievezent vhile expressing some
skepticism about Soviet military defenses. They also expressed admiration
for the flights as a reflection of American "toughness." Arabs are fully -
aware of the mclear capability of both povers and tend to feel that a
total conflict (inevitably involving the Middle Bast) 1s more likely than
a linited var.

Many Greeks, according to Bibassy Athens, felt that‘through the U-2 incident and the subsequent collapse of the Sumit conference,
the United States had alloved the Soviets to regain the propaganda offensive
against the West.
Mutter

The Turks are the most inarticulate about US military strength. None-
theless, army officers and civilian leaders have expressed concern that theSoviet Bloc might overtake the US in military strength vithin the nextdecade or so unless the US increases its ovn strength and that of its allies.
Bach American success in the missile field, therefore, probably enhances
Turkish confidence in US military strength. In Greece, there spperently
has been some doubt, felt by the public that the US is keeping up vith theUSSR in the missile race. But the recent success in the firing of thePolaris missile fron submarines bas elicited favorable press reaction con-
cerning the redress of balance of Western pover versus the Soviet Union.
In Iren, the successful launchings by the United States of satellites andmilitary ntsiles during the last fev years have, it seems, wiped out anyAnclinations by Irentans to sscride undue military significance to Sovietachievesents along these lines. Iran's two leading newspapers, Ettela‘at
na Kayban, vere particularly impressed by the failure of the Soviet Uaionto follow up its threat to bomb sir bases after the KB-UT incident. Butwhat does seen to bother some Iranians (and especially the Shah) is the ideathat the East and the West have reached a nuclear stalenate and, therefore,have made a conventional var more likely, if and vhen a var should breakout. It is in the realn of conventional varfare that they fear the US isalloving itself and its allies to fal) behind.
Altence Systen

The vast majority of Greeks and Turks staunchly support theirgovernments mesbership in NATO (Greece and Turkey) and CENI (Turkey). Amajority of the Iranian public, however, does not entiusiastically supporttheir country's membership in CEN. These Iranians would prefer theircountry to return to a neutral stance so that 1) it Eight play one greatpower off against the other, 2) it might avold provocation of the Soviet
Union, and 3) the Shah's unpopular regime might lose the strong American
support vhich they believe it nov enjoys. In both Greece and Iran thepress indicated, at the time of the cancellation of the President's trip
£0 Japan, that it appeared that the US alliance system in the FarEast vas
‘beginning to crumble tue, it said, to a combination of Commmist agitation
end American support of popular regimes. Iranians, in particular, arestill greatly impressed by the 1958 coup in Iraq and that country's sub-sequent (1959) withdrawal from the Baghdad Pact. In Grecce and Turkey,the goverments, supported by their publics, have remained unshaken bySoviet threats of retaliation egainst Western military installations.
Such threats did, hovever, stir up a demand in the Greek press (represent-
ing both pro-government and opposition pinion) that the government assure
‘the Greek people that Greece retained the right to exercise control over
recomaissance flights. In Iran, although the (government-controlled)
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Dress contended that Tran retained the right to permit such flights in the
Tuture, these sentizents probedly eid mot reflect Iranian opinion.

Except in Morocco and Nunisia, both of vhich were directly
dnvolved, there vas little African reaction to the President's foreign tours,
except that the cancellation of the visit to Japan vas viewed 88 a set-back
to Americen prestige. Conscious of their ovn inability to assume a decisiverole inworld politics, Africans argue thatboth theUS andtheUSSRfailin their grave responsibilities tovard all mankind. Africans contime to100k to Washington for positive leadership (in French tropical Africa,hovever, DeGeulle is probably the most highly esteened world statesman) andZeel that the US mist exercise more initiative if the West ie to cope vithMoscow's world-wide efforts to underaine the West's position. Africans
await a more dynamic Anerican role in Africa and interpret the absence ofit as proof that American leadership, deferring umecessarily to the
colonial povers, has not yet grasped the meaning of the nev structure ofworld politics.

By and large, African opinion tends to believe that the US is aheadof the Soviet Union in total atlitary pover but that the Bargin is shrink-
ing rapidly. Increasingly the USSR is held to be equal or siigatly superior
%o the US in missile capability and a survey in Nigeria indicates thatcollege students believe that the USSR vill lead the US in overall military
posture after to decades of coexistence. There has been relatively littleAfrican attention to the capacity of both sides to engage each other inLinited varfare but Africans are very avare that either side can vageIuclear and missile varfare at the present time. Apprehensive over thepossibility that all-out nuclear var could be provoked by accident or in-flemed passions, Africans disapprove of what they believe to be sporadic
reckless behavior on both sides -- for example the U-2 incident. The U-2affair reinforced overvhelaing opposition to forelgn military bases onAfrican 8011, an opposition vhich now extends to space-tracking stationsWhich Africans fear may bave military implications involving them in theCold Var. Africans hold that both countries are endangering all mankind byexorbitant expenditures on armaments and that neither hes vorked handenough towards arms reduction. Some Africans think that the US is overlycautious about a disarmament agreement with the Soviets; Kbrushchev's UNaisarmament speech in 1959 vas vell received in some quarters and the USVas urged to approach 1t vith utmost sincerity and a ‘proper respect” forthe fears of mankind. .

In their propaganda to Africa the Soviets have not bossted of theirmilitary capability as mich os they haye Of their readiness to repelAmerican or NATO "military aggression.” They have, hovever, hamered atthe theme of Anerican military encirclement of the Orbit and particularly of#merican efforts to drag Africa into this Western aggressive bloc.” Theimpact of this propaganda is largely unknown. While it probably has servedto enhance the Soviet military posture in African eyes, Africans havetended to oppose any Big Pover military venture in Africa and particularly
outside of the UN. Thus it 1c at least probable that Soviet propsgandabas not served to timpatr African views of US military strength.
Mlience systen

African opinion about American involvement in military alliances isconcentrated almost entirely upon NATO. The reasons for the existence of
the alliance are eclipsed in African eyes by the widely-held persuasion
that US deference to its Western allies is the single most important causeof the failure of the US wholeheartedly to support Africen aspirations for
ndependence and socio-economic development. ovhere is this more apparent
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than 1n long-standing African resentment -- particularly in North Africa --
over alleged American indifference to independence for Algeria. On the same
grounds there has been very minor criticiem of the US for not taking a
stronger stend against Belgian military intervention in the Congo in July
1960. The feeling persists that the US supports European desires to associ-
ate Africa with the NATO system. For example, Moroccans in 1958 vigorously
opposed vhat they believed to be a move to place the US bases in Morocco
under NATO command. One aspect of peripheral interest in recent events in
Korea, Japan, and Turkey is the feeling that the US supports "political
corpses” primarily in the interest of maintaining her military alliances.
Africans recognize that Soviet propaganda coincides with their ovn desires
to be free of military pacts with the West, but also tend to recognize that
such propaganda 1s calculated in the first instance to serve Moscow's and
not Africa's objectives.

Sctentitic

African pinion places the US ahead of the USSR in total scientific
achievement but believes that the Soviet Union has made remarkable strides
4n a short space of time. Soviet space accomplishments have made the largest
single impact and tend in African minds to be taken as representative of
total Soviet sclentific capacity. In late 1959, following spectacular
Soviet space successes, many Africans believed that the USSR had temporarily
outstripped the US in this field but st the same time confidently expected
theUS to redress thebalance. TheymaynowbelievethattheUSbas done so.
What most impresses African thinking -- the same applies to Soviet economic
strength -- 1c the speed vith vhich theUSSRbecame a major scientific pover.
This attitude 1s based in part on a lack of knowledge of the scientific
tradition inherited by the Soviets and in part on what Africans resentfully
call the West's calculated domgrading of Soviet scientific capacity in the
past. The US is generally placed shead of the USSR in the teaching of
science, and African students who bave been to the Soviet Union unfavorably
contrast, Soviet restrictions upon scientific inquiry vith unencumbered
scientific experimentation in the US. There is some feeling that the Soviet
systen is better geared than is the American for rapid growth of science and
technology end this attitude, together with Soviet space accomplishments,
probably eccounts for the belief in some quarters that in future years the
Soviets may surpass the American scientific effort.

Econonte

African opinion places the US ahead of the Soviet Union in total
economic power but believes that the Soviets are steadily decreasing the
margin. As in the case of scientific development, the pace of Soviet
economic grovth bas made a considerable impact upon an underdeveloped
Africa searching for the best approach to its ovn economic hurdles. Africans
feelthatthe US economicsystemhus beenuniquelyrevardingfortheUSbut
that it 1s not epplicable to Africa's very different situation. Predisposed
to a large governmental role in the economic sphere, African opinion respects
the results that Commnist orgenizational techniques can provide in a
relatively short tine. The organizational techniques and the pace of
development largely account for a growing African belief that the Soviet
econoatc system -- properly adapted to local circumstances -- represents
the "wave of the future.” These assumptions give rise to the impression
that, the Soviet centralized economic effort is inherently more powerful
than an Americen capitalist system which they tend to view in nineteenth
century terms. At the same time Africans are critical of excessive regi-
mentation in the Soviet Union. They picture the US as fantastically
wealthy but feel that the US does not use its economic abundance as Judi-
clously as it might. Some tend to be critical of American "consumer vaste"
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andbeldeve that theUS can and should devote more resources to Africa's
economic development. They believe that American capacity to assist Africa
exceeds Soviet capacity, but that the scarcity of American economic aid
results fron excessive Aserican deference to the colonial povers.

‘Summary and Conclusions
The general trend of informed opinion in Southeast Asta seeas to

agree on the folloving propositions.
1. he image of US powerhasdeterioratedwhilethat of theSoviet

Union has appreciated. In general, the United States Still ie regarded usthe leading industrial mation of the world and as the leader in scientific
and technological fields. The margin of US leadership has been narroved,
however, and 1t 1s considered os lagging in the missile race.

0ntheotherband,the Soviet Union 1sregardedasthe leader in themissile field. The dramatic quality of its seizure of this position hasrubbed off on its general power image in other scientific and industrial
categories, but not encugh yet to place it ahead of the United States in
these general fields. ©

In sun,theUnitedStatesand theSovietUnionappeartobeat astand-off. ‘This in itself, however, represents a considerable reduction
in the stature of US power from its pre-1957 position when Sputnik vasfirst launched nto space.

2. As the US pover image has faded, hovever, the recognition of the
need for US power in Southeast Asta bas increased. This largely resulted
£rom the izmpact of the threatening acts of commnisa during 1959 in Tibet,along the Sino-Indtan border, in Laos, and in Indonesia in the dispute overthe Overseas Chinese there.

3. The comelling presence of Commnist China in the area -- vith
its expansionism, its massive population and its tremendous economic
growth -- provides the basic power against which that of the United Statesis measured in Southeast Asia. The impact of Soviet power is stillrelatively slight and is sometimes viewed in the area as a force to bemeasured against that of Commmist China rather than with 1t.

Japanese opinion too agrees that US pover has diminished relative to
that of the Soviet Union, but also without providing a clear-cut opinion asto vhich is ahead. Unlike Southeast Asia, however, the Soviet Union remainsthe chief threat to Japanese security and Communist China's pover potential +18 %111 undervalued.

‘he hopes, fears and doubts about American pover in the regionwerereflected accurately in a recent series of remarks attributed to the PrimeMinisterofMalaya, Tun Abdul Ralman,vho sade themduring arecent in-formal discussion vith a Wester businessman. Rahman reflected an ui-written fearinthe Far Bast thatthe UnitedStates villnotuseits pover
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effectively to defend then when he observed that during Vorld War II, "Astaas Let go to the dogs.” The comon fear of Communist China vas clearly
present in Rahman's observation that Chine vill dominate the Asia of the
future. The Malayan leader vent on to describe vhat he termed American
"provocation" of Communist China over Taivan and offshore islands 6a a cause
for great concern in Southeast Asta. And finally, according to the report,
abiman declared that 1t vas his belief that the Soviet Union would probably
surpass the United States in productivity within 15 years, end thet Commnist
China vould probebly not be far behind.

Southeast Asta
US-Soviet Pover

Thechange1nthepover inages of theUnitedStates andtheSoviet
Union in Southeast Asia is Que almost entirely to the Soviet launching of
the Sputnik in October 1957. The continued disparity in the size of rockets
and. the weight of the payloads has solidified Southeast Asian opinion thatthe Soviet Union indeed retains its rocket supremacy over the United States.
Tuts inage 1s conditioned somevhat by limited recognition that the United
States has engaged in more frequent space "shoots" and that these have been
more meantngful in scientific terms than have the Soviet velght-lifting
performances. But the dramatic quality of the first Sputnik, copled with
the fact that the Soviet achievement appeared to came froa nowhere —- since
the prevailing view vas that the Soviets had only a poor scientific
capability -- has not yet been matched by the United States. And the
Popular inage has tended to place perhaps undue emphasis on the missilecapability as the portent of the future, perhaps even as a rough rule-of-
numb of future overall military power.

The Soviet space achievements have, as a result, created a favorable
setting for more serious Southeast Asian consideration of other scientific,
technical and industriel accomplishments of the Soviet Union. The countries
of Southeast Asia for example are now more prone to consider USSR offers oftechnical sid and to adopt textbooks and educational techniques from Moscow.
The Soviet Union, in fact, has been moved up on the scale of modernized
nations to a place second only to that of the United States.

Despite this dramatic upgrading of the Soviet Union, the US lead in
Antustrialization, in technological Know-hov and in scientific stature isSti11 recognized. Leaders in Southeast Asia are prone to balance Sovietrocketry against the more conventional US pover spparatus. For the present,theUSappearstohold athinmarginof lead interms of thetotal comon-
ents of pover. But it io a fragile thing at best, for reports reveal thattheSovietUnion 1swhittlingavayotthe keystoneof theUSpoverimage,total economic pover. Surveys conducted among students in the Philippines
(1958) and in South Viet-Nlem (1959) contime to show a majority believing
that the United States will retain its econcaic lead after 25 years; but30-40 percent in both cases view such a long-tern competition as ending
either in a draw or are undecided. In the Philippines, one out of ten
interviewed foresaw the Soviet Union ahead by that time. These opinions,coming from nations predisposed in favor of the US, do not reflect over-
whelaing confidence in the outcome.

An editorial in the Times of Viet-Nem on March 5, 1960, sumedwp the
prevailing current of opinion on the respective US-Soviet pover images:
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smerican protection has become questionsble. The
Soviet Union now possesses the mclear bomb. American
protection 1s no longer absolute. An association vith
the United States may become risky.

Jpprectation of the Yeed for US Pover
While American pover may have deteriorated in competition with that of

the Soviet Union, the appreciation of US power and the recognized need for
its protective presence in the area 1s more comonly acknovledged nov than
ever before. Events in 1959, including such developments as the repression
in Tibet, the threatening Laos crisis, the explosive Sino-Indlen border
Qispute and the Stno-Indcnesian recrimtnstions over the status of Overseas
Chinese, have combinedtoproduce an aura of uneasiness in the minds ofSoutheast Asian leaders and elites. Many chose neutralism as a practical
recogaition of the inherent vulnerability of their nations under pressure
from two poverful blocs. Iulled by the talk of peaceful co-existence underthe five principles evolved by Nehru and Chou Bu-lad, Southeast Asta be-Lieved it had found a relisble course upon which 1t could be free to con-
@uct the necessary business of consolidating independence. The onslaught
of Commnist aggressive acts during 1959 shattered this euphoria.

The reaction in Southeast Asia shoved elements of both resentment and
fear. The Southeast Asians were resentful that their hopes for peaceful
conditions vere 50 rudely shattered in vhat seemed to them a dental of
pledgesofpeace made to then repestedly by the Commmists. But they vere
fearful over the implied threat and pover that the reneved belligerence
appeared to hold in store. Many leaders and military men in particular
reacted vith a nev mpreciation of and expression of interest in US power
in the area.

For virtually the first tine it was directly acknovledged that in the
final analysis, it vas American military pover which vould determine the
£reeton or demise of the vulnerable countries of Scuthesst Asia, faced Withthe potential of Commnist aggression. To of the nations in the area most
firmly comitted to a course of neutralisa, Indonesia and Bursa, expressed
their sentiments on this question guardedly but unmistakably. On severaloccasions during 1959 Indonesian Foreign Minister Subandric indicated thathe had a new appreciation for the presence of American forces in the Pacific
and during a visit of American varships to Indonesia in November 1959,Subandrio privately stated that Indonesians consider the US Seventh Fleeta valuable protective screen. The army regime in Burma during 1959 tooexpressed similar sentiments. General Ne Win, then Premier of Burma, ex-
pressed an sppreciation of SEATO and of Aserican pover in the ares aad a
Gesire to have the US protective screen available.

‘Thatlend and the Philippines, allies and friends of the United States,have tured increasingly to SEATO 5 a result of the Communist belligerence.
Surveys 1n both countries, but particularly in Thailand in 1957, 1958 and1959, showed an increasing avareness of SEAT and a better appreciation of
ts Value to their country and area. During the crisis in Loe in the early£411 of 1959, many papers in the area for the first time reported that SEATO
would have t6 act should UN intervention prove to be ineffective.

Cambodia's tentative turning tovard a closer tie vith Commnist China
85 a result of the pressure of events in 1959 highlights the impact of
fear of Commnist China by neighboring states.
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he epprectation of US pover and of the need for it has, hovever, been
only a relatively recentphenosencn, even amongmany of our silies in he
ared.” Tt io in part dependent, upon recogattion of the real threat posed by
Commintst aggression and subversion. The naked Comminist threat o the aresvas readily spparent in 1959, but this Vill not lvays be trae. Tous, the
Tavorable attitudes tovard US pover may tend to vary considerably vith oir
cumstances. and may depend in part on our avoidance of Actions Eich could be
Viewed sa "colonialist." It should be bore in mind also that even vith thebald nature of the Communist actions in 1959, almost o prominent leader sade
a public pronouncenent of his privately expressed desire for US militaryprotection, end none of the neutralist nations sbendoned thelr efforts 1 getKlong vith both camps.
smerican Pover Challenged by Commntst China

The Communist aggressiveness which has aroused the fear of the Southeast
Asian nations has cone from Communist China rather than from the Soviet Union.
he froquent hesitation of the area's leadership to give public utterance io
thelr desire for US protection has been in Large part due to the omietion
that Chinese pover 18 next door, ¥hile US pover, ho matter hov great, i
relatively remote and even undependsble. Rusaisn pover, though a fastor, 1s
‘alnost never considered as a read threat to the Ares; in fact, it 1s cocasion-
aly treated as factor to be balanced against that of Communist China.

Many in Southeast Asta appear to believe that the Chinese colossus in
thenorth is novesbarkedon a treacadous build-upofeconoateand AElitery
Dover which vill sooner or later be used fo engult Southeast Asia. More amdBore opinion pears to regard Communist China as the "ave of the future,"Dot necessarily ideologically but in terms of tangible pover. It is sgainst“his ov nage that US paver 1s being messured. Despite & desire io regardAmerican pover in defense of Southeast Asian independence 5s a Fira and
decisive force, hesitation and doubt ave clearly evident, fa editorial in
‘the Times of Viet fam of March 5, 1960, quoted earlier, cbserved:

To the alles of the United States, capectally
the smaller ones, the spplication of this doctrine
[passive retaliation) means that their association
ith America incresses the risk of their being
destroyed. The type of war ¥hich vil) sake piace
in the smal) countries vill be the Limited var.
Joa precisely according to the ‘massive retaliation’
doctrine, the United States should not let Stself be
involved tn this type of var. America’s full pover¥i11 be used only to defend America.

The implication presented in tris editorial, end present in other
cpinton fron the area, is that US pover is currently desigaed 0 mect global
military situations, fot the linited, jugle-type varfare most likely to
materialize in Southeast Asta. Tt 1s reported too that high Indonesian
officials, including & close advisor of President Sukarmo, expressed govt
“at American assistance vould be sufficiently timely or e1fective 0
defend Tndonesin from a Chinese Communist attack. This direct question
io not frequently dlscussed openly in the area, but one aspect of At vas
explored directly by the military President of cur SEATO ally, Pakistan,
in an interview with the New York Times on June 25, 1960.

General Aub Kan, according to the Times, noted that Pakistanis
vere "beginning to doubt" that the US Goveraaeat could react quickly enough10 repe1 an encay attack. The President of Pakistan said be Gid not mbt
that the United States possessed the pover to repel any attack, L.e., the
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mage of US pover vas a strong one, but he commented that the governmental
machinery to apply this poverwas ‘cubersone, sluggish and a clumsy Jugger-
aut.” Ayub's coment bears on the central question raised in Southeast Asia,
namely, the application of US pover in a timely and effective mamer to meet
Southeast Asian needs.

It is ironic, but nonetheless central to the issue at question, that the
nations of Southeast Asta, though often deploring the use of US power in such
places 6stheTaiven Straits n thefallof 1950andinLebanon andthe
Miadle Bast earlier that sumer, nevertheless vere impressed by the effective
disposition of Aerican pover in these situations vhich they could identify
with those which could be operative in Southeast Asia. These demonstrations
of cur military effectiveness and national purpose, especially in the suc-
cessful defense against the Chinese Communist operations directed at the off-
shore islands, worked to our advantage ond enhanced Southeast Asian confidence
in our national power. The doubts and hesitations considered here, however,have not been dissipated, and they remain as a significant shadow on the
image of American power.

Jepen
In the past several years, the Japanese have unmistakably revised dovn-

ward their estimation of US pover relative to that of the Soviet Union but
there 10 no clear evidence that the Japanese consider either nation as hav-
ing a significant pover advantage over the other.

Soviet space and rocketry achievements, economic progress and expanded
814 to underdeveloped areas, together vith rapidly advancing Japanese tech-
nological and scientific capabilities, have ended the post-var era of almost
mystical ave of US achievements and inevitably produced & relative downgrading
4n the Japenese estimate of US pre-eminence and pover. Likewise, the recent
instability of Japanese popular sentiment tovard relations with the US in
pert reflects lessened confidence in the sbility of the US to withstand and
Counter Soviet pressures exerted around the Froe World defense perimeter.
Tis vas obviously one of the factors scme Japanese had in the back of their
mind vhen speaking of the "changed atmosphere” in Japan after the U-2 affair
and the Sumit debacle. Yet, even earlier, the Jepanese press vas vont to
speak of "the precarious military balance between East end Vest.” And the
Japanese have evidently began to doubt the capability of American pover to
provide adequate protection to Japan in the event of conflict vith the Stno-
Soviet bloc.

Such vas the psychological context in vhich during Nay and June so many
Japanese apparently came to accept the claia of Bloc propaganda that the new
US-Japan Security Treaty would increase the danger of var to Japan, even
though they generally rejected the corollary claim that the treaty vas
aggressive in nature.

At the came time, 1t should be noted that the dimimition in confidence
4nUS pover over thepastseveralyears has resultedinpart fromafaulty‘assessment by many Japanese of some of the realities of world pover relation-
ships, as well as fron their tendency to project onto the international level
thei’ doubts about the ability of domestic democratic forces to meet the
challenge from leftist forces and to withstand the encroachment of re-emerging
authoritarian elements.

Those are some of the trends that have worked to reduce the reservoir
of confidence in and respect for US pover thetbadbeen built wp through
popular experience vith, and information sbout US technological, military
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| and economic capsbilities since 194k.
