MEMORANDUM TO "N HEADS O DEPARTMLENTS AND AGENCIES

Subiect:s The Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real
Propaorty Acquigsition Policies Act of 1970

1. ALl persons displacced as a result of Federal programs
are oligible inmediately for payments and assistance
authorized by the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Land
Acquisition Policies Act of 1970. Individuals displaced
by sState agencilies, in connection with Federally assisted
orojects, shall ‘be eligible for the benefits authorized
Ly this Act as soon as States are able under thelr laws
Lo comply with it, in no case later than July 1, 1972.

The Committce
shall be chaired by the OLJlCO of Management and Budget,
and include representatives of the Federal agencies with
he major Federal orx :cauraily assisted programs dis-
v.acing individuals, businesses, and farms. This Con-
mittce will continually review the Government's relocation
program, make recommendations concerning changes to the
O fice of Management and Budget's guidelines to Federal
cgencics for implementing the Uniform Relocation Assistance
and Land ’cqulsltlon Policies Act of 1970, and make
recommendations for new legislation.
3. Federal agencies will immediately instruct officials
resdonsible for programs displacing individuals that all
versons displaced after the enactment of the Uniform
Relocation and Land Acquisition Policies Act of 1970,
should be advised of their entitlement to the new benefits
auchorized and payments will be made promptly when agencies’
regulations are issued in accordance with guidelines
promulgated by the Office of Management and Budget.
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
