1.0 (S/N) PURPOSE: purpose of this effort is to initiate newesearch and perforn select analyses of anomalous phenomena.
2.0L) BACKGROUND:

2.1 (©) Phenonenolcaical research and analysis as intended by thiscontract refers to anomalous phenomena associated with human abilities.
Investigations in this area have sometimes been referred to as Remote
Viewing (RV), Extrasensory Perception (ESP), and recently Anomalous
Cognition (AC) or Anomalous Menomena (AP). Foreign researchers have also
used the tern psychoenergetics to describe aspects of these areas.

2.2 (S/F) Over the past +ifteen years DIA has fallawed the field of

psychoenergetics for two basic reasons:

2.3 (S/N) In 1983 a report with project findings was sent tocongressional intelligence and appropriation committees. The reportaffirned the existence of remota viewing phenomenon and recommended thataddi tional research for quantifying and developing remote viewing as anintelligence collection tool be pursued. This recommendation was endorsedby a spacial Science Panel that net to review the project findings. Thispanel also affirmed that the contractual research was scientifically soundand urged that basic and applied research in psychaenergetics be continued,its scope expanded, and that other laboratories be involved.

2.5 (S/NF) The first opportunity to expand this research scope
occurred in 1985. The Department of the Army's Surgeon General Office forResearch and Developnont (DASGRD) initiated a five year research anddevelopeent program. The SRD program centered on two mein aspects: basic
anomalous phenomena understanding, and applications-oriented research. DIAestablished close ties with this £/) eifort to ensure that applications
research would be adequately pursued.

2.6 (S/NF) In 1987, it becane apparent that SGRD funding might not beavailable to carry through to the end of the five yaar period. Consequently,
additional funding was sought by DIA and acquired through funding transferaction by the House Appropriations Committee (HAC). This funding wasprovided to DIA; MIFR action to the SGRD contract was the most expeditious
method of allocating this funding.

2.7 (8/NF) Results of this effort yielded several findings ofbreakthrough potential. Subsequently, follow-on research support wasprovided to DIA by Congressional action for FY91; DIA was identified as thesxecutive agent due to long-standing knowledge and expertise in this area.Both RED and O/M funds were allocated for continuing basic and appliedresearch, for applied investigation and for assisting in assessment ofrelevant foreign research. Additional funds are also anticipated for thisarea after a comprehensive research plan is defined.
3.0 (S/NF) OBJECTIVE: The objective of this contract is to pursue themost promising basic and applied research in this area, to develop acomprehensive plan for future activities, and to identify/improve
application potential.

4.0 (5/NF) SCOPE: Basic research, applied research and threat assessmentswill be accomplished for this phenomenological area.
5.0 (S/N) TECHNICAL/OTHER CONSIDERATIONS:

S.1 (S/NF) All research activities and findings resulting fromPrevious prograns in psychoenergetics shall be brought to bear on thiseffort. In addition, expertise in multidisciplinary areas throughout SAICshall be made available as consultants or for special support as required.
5.2 (U) Specialized support, if not available at SAIC, can beobtained via SAIC consultant or subcontract efforts with prior approval bythe COTR. Every effort should be made to insure such support is from therecognized experts in the field. Some of the specific tasks in section 6.0can be performed in unclassified facilities.

5.3 (S/N) This effort will utilize a technical review group (e.g. aScientific Oversight Connittee, a Human Use Review Panel and a PolicyBoard). Their establishment will be in coordination with, and approved by,the COTR.

This basic
and applied research effort involved Dr. Edwin May as the principle
researcher and program manager. Dr. May was at that time with the Stanford
Research Institute (SRI), Menlo Park, CA. He has since joined the Science
Applications International Corporation (SAIC) and has taken his extensive
Gata base and key research assistants with him. Consequently, contract
requirements can only be satisfied by the Science Applications International
Corporation (SAIC). By doing so, duplication of effort can be avoided and
maxioun research efficiency can be achieved.

b. (S/N) This contractor is uniquely qualified due to their
extensive background in interdisciplinary research areas that spans over 20
Sears. This multidisciplinary staff will be available for consultation as
the need arises. The contractor has on its staff two physicists who have
extensive experience in phenomenological research invelving psychoenergetics
investigations. One of these is Dr. Joseph Angelo who has had over 10 years
of involvement in this field in a project management capacity and at
applications research levels. The other physicist, Dr. Edwin May, is
regarded as the leading U.S. investigator in this phenomenological area.

PROJECT TITLE: Phenomenological Research and Analysis (U)

I. (UW) BACKGROUND:

a. (U) Phenomenological research and analysis as intended by this
contract refers to anomalous phenonena associated with human activities.
Investigations in this area have sometines been referred to as Remote
Viewing (RV), Extrasensory Perception (ESP), and recently as Anomalous
Cognition (AL) or Anomalous Phenomena (AP) research. Foreign researchers
have also used the term, psychoenergetics, to describe aspects of this area.

b. (S) In 1985, the Department of Army’ Surgeon General Office for
Research and Development (DASGRD) initiated a S-year phenomenological
research and development progran. Research identified for this effort
centered on two aspects; basic phenomena understanding and applications
oriented research. This SGRD program was in response to recommendations
that followed from DIA’s earlier J-year evaluation effort that examined the
validity and threat potential of an aspect of this phenomena known as remote
viewing. DIA established close ties with this SGRD research program to
insure that applications research would be adequately pursued.

c. (S/NF) In 1987, it became apparent that SGRD funding might not be
available to carry the project through to the end of the S-year period.
Consequently, additional funding was sought by DIA and acquired through
funding transfer action by the House Appropriations Committee (HAC). This
funding was provided to DIA; MIFR action to the SGRD contract was the most
expeditious method of allocating these funds.

d. (S/NF) Results of the DIA/SGRD effort yielded several findings of
breakthrough potential. Subsequently, follow-on research support was
provided to DIA by Congressional action for FY71. DIA was identified as the
executive agent due to long-standing knowledge and expertise in this area.
Both RD and OM funds were allocated for continuing basic and applied
research, for applied investigations, and for assisting in assessment of
relevant foreign research.

2. (S/NF) DESCRIPTION (Expected Capability): This effort will permit both
research and analysis of anonalous phenomena to continue. Tasks defined in
the classified statement of work focus on those activities that have the
highest potential payoff in phenomena understanding, in application
analysis, and in threat assessment support. Progress in this area will
assist DIA and the Intelligence Community in performing adequate threat
assessments and for possible pursuit of applications involving this
phenomenological area.
