A vehicle can be towed in LA City right now if:
e It presents a traffic safety hazard, including blocking walkways, fire hydrants, driveways, and traffic lanes.
e |t poses an environmental or public health hazard, including those that have been "extensively destroyed, burned or
present a threat to environmentally sensitive habitats.”
e [f it interferes with public works projects or special events.
e Ifitisinoperable, such as vehicles that are disabled or missing an engine, windshield, or tires, etc.
e Ifitis not registered — must have current tags or a red number!

Common Obstacles to Registration:
e Repairs/Smog
e Past due tickets
e Tryto get vehicle registered before being towed

LA City has a parking ticket assistance program for Unhoused up to $1500 in tickets

e Will need an HMIS # & do some community service at an approved service provider
e Once approved, DMV hold due to past due tickets should be lifted
