Pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), 5 U.S.C. § 552(a)(6)(A), and the
implementing regulations of the Department of Defense (DOD), 32 C.FF.R. pt. 286,
American Oversight submits the following administrative appeal.

Background

On March 15, 2023, American Oversight submitted a FOIA request to the Texas Army
National Guard (“IT'X ARNG” or “the agency”) seeking the following:

1. Any report of an incident of white supremacist, white
nationalist, white separatist, far-right, alt-right, or pro-Nazi
activity or ideology among military personnel.

2. Any study concerning incidents of white supremacist,
white nationalist, white separatist, far-right, alt-right, or
pro-Nazi activity or ideology among military personnel in
the possession of or created, utilized, maintained, received,
or distributed by the Texas Army National Guard.

3. Records sufficient to identify the number of incidents or
reports of white supremacist, white nationalist, white
separatist, far-right, alt-right, or pro-Nazi activity or
ideology among military personnel, and any ensuing action
recommended or executed by your agency, since January 1,
2017, or the earliest date thereafter for which this
information is available.

To the extent that this information is aggregated and
maintained in a database or spreadsheet,['7 we would accept
as responsive a printout from the database containing fields
reflecting the date and key facts of each incident or report
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as well as any ensuing action recommended or executed by
the Texas Army National Guard. American Oversight does
not object to the redaction of names, addresses, or other
personally identifying information from records responsive
to this request.

Please provide all responsive records from January 1, 2017,
through the date the search is conducted.

By email received April 7, 2023, TX ARNG acknowledged receipt of the request and
assigned it Case Number F23-0098. Ex. B. The email stated, “A search by the Personnel
Records Department failed to locate any records responsive to your request.” Id. The
email further provided the contact information for Army FOIA Public Liaison Ofticer
Crystle Poge and noted that American Oversight could contact the agency with any
questions regarding the request. Id.

On April 17, 2023, American Oversight through the undersigned counsel emailed TX
ARNG, copying Ms. Poge, to inquire about the Personnel Records Department’s search
for records. Ex. C. American Oversight requested information concerning, inter alia, the
locations and custodians searched; the date range applied; any key terms, search terms,
or other query limitations; and any guidance or parameters used to define the language
in American Oversight’s request. Id. American Oversight also inquired whether any
other department or office was searched besides the Personnel Records Department. Id.

As of the date of this appeal, American Oversight has not received a response to its
April 17, 2028 email.

The agency’s determination that the requested records do not exist or cannot be located
is an adverse determination under DOD regulations. See 32 C.F.R. § 286.9(e). Pursuant
to the requirements of 32 C.F.R. § 286.11, American Oversight submits this
administrative appeal of:

(1) TX ARNG's Failure to Provide an Adequate Administrative Determination
(2) TX ARNG's Failure to Conduct an Adequate Search for Records

Failure to Provide an Adequate Administrative Determination

TX ARNG's determination provides no detail regarding the agency’s search, including
how it was conducted, which locations and custodians were searched, and how it came

to determine that no records responsive to the request exist. American Oversight thus

cannot appeal the agency’s response in a fully adequate manner, and American
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Oversight reserves the right to challenge search deficiencies and withholdings not
described in the agency’s bare response.

Failure to Conduct an Adequate Search for Records

An agency fulfills its obligation under FOIA if'it can show “beyond material doubt that
its search was reasonably calculated to uncover all relevant documents.” Ancient Coin
Collectors Guild v. U.S. Dep’t of State, 641 F.3d 504, 514 (D.C. Cir. 2011). TX ARNG has
not shown that it conducted a search to meet its burden under this standard. The
agency’s failure to conduct an adequate search amounts to an improper withholding
under—and violation of—FOIA. Rodriguez v. U.S. Dep’t of Defense, 236 F. Supp. 3d 26,
34 (D.D.C. 2017) (“It is axiomatic that an inadequate search for records constitutes an
improper withholding under FOIA.”). As an initial matter, as described above, TX
ARNG has not provided any information regarding the search to show that it
conducted an adequate search.

Public reporting strongly indicates that the agency possesses responsive records. On
March 17, 2019, HuffPost reported on leaked chat logs that identified a Texas Army
National Guard member as having ties to a white nationalist group.! According to the
article, the Texas National Guard confirmed to HuffPost that the individual identified
was an active member.?2 On August 7, 2019, HuftPost further reported that a Texas
National Guard spokesperson confirmed the individual was still a service member and
stated, “We have taken this incident very seriously and have taken corrective action.”®

The public statements by an official spokesperson strongly indicate the existence of
records concerning the incident and corrective action. Any such records are ostensibly
responsive to American Oversight’s request, which encompasses “[a_ny report of an
incident of . . . white nationalist . . . activity or ideology,” as well as “[r7]ecords sufficient
to identitfy . . . any ensuing action recommended or executed by your agency ...” Ex. A.
It is not plausible, given the public reporting and the agency’s public statements, that
the agency does not possess records responsive to American Oversight’s request.

Conclusion
For the foregoing reasons, TX ARNG has failed to provide an adequate administrative

determination and has failed to conduct an adequate search for records. Accordingly,
American Oversight requests that TX ARNG:

request for records.

Requested Records

American Oversight requests that the Texas Army National Guard produce the
following records within twenty business days:

1. Any report of an incident of white supremacist, white nationalist, white
separatist, far-right, alt-right, or pro-Nazi activity or ideology among military
personnel.

2. Any study concerning incidents of white supremacist, white nationalist, white
separatist, far-right, alt-right, or pro-Nazi activity or ideology among military
personnel in the possession of or created, utilized, maintained, received, or
distributed by the Texas Army National Guard.

3. Records sufficient to identify the number of incidents or reports of white
supremacist, white nationalist, white separatist, far-right, alt-right, or pro-Nazi
activity or ideology among military personnel, and any ensuing action
recommended or executed by your agency, since January 1, 2017, or the earliest
date thereafter for which this information is available.

To the extent that this information is aggregated and maintained in a database
or spreadsheet,! we would accept as responsive a printout from the database
containing fields reflecting the date and key facts of each incident or report as
well as any ensuing action recommended or executed by the Texas Army

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National Guard. American Oversight does not object to the redaction of names,
addresses, or other personally identifying information from records responsive
to this request.

Please provide all responsive records from January 1, 2017, through the date the
search is conducted.

Fee Waiver Request

In accordance with 5 U.S.C. § 552(a)(4)(A)(iil) and your agency’s regulations, American
Oversight requests a waiver of fees associated with processing this request for records.
The subject of this request concerns the operations of the federal government, and the
disclosures will likely contribute to a better understanding of relevant government
procedures by the general public in a significant way. Moreover, the request is primarily
and fundamentally for non-commercial purposes.

American Oversight requests a waiver of fees because disclosure of the requested
information is “in the public interest because it is likely to contribute significantly to
public understanding of operations or activities of the government.”? The public has a
significant interest in extremism within the U.S. military.® Records with the potential to
shed light on this issue would contribute significantly to public understanding of
operations of the federal government, including whether and to what extent the U.S.
military has taken any action in response to service members identified as planning or
engaging in criminal activity or other misconduct based on extremist ideologies.
American Oversight is committed to transparency and makes the responses agencies
provide to FOIA requests publicly available, and the public’s understanding of the
government’s activities would be enhanced through American Oversight’s analysis and
publication of these records.

This request is primarily and fundamentally for non-commercial purposes.* As a
501(c)(8) nonprofit, American Oversight does not have a commercial purpose and the
release of the information requested is not in American Oversight’s financial interest.
American Oversight’s mission is to promote transparency in government, to educate the
public about government activities, and to ensure the accountability of government
officials. American Oversight uses the information gathered, and its analysis of'it, to
educate the public through reports, press releases, or other media. American Oversight

American Oversight has also demonstrated its commitment to the public disclosure of
documents and creation of editorial content through regular substantive analyses posted
to its website.® Examples reflecting this commitment to the public disclosure of
documents and the creation of editorial content include the posting of records related to
the Trump Administration’s contacts with Ukraine and analyses of those contacts;”
posting records and editorial content about the federal government’s response to the
Coronavirus pandemic;® posting records received as part of American Oversight’s
“Audit the Wall” project to gather and analyze information related to the
administration’s proposed construction of a barrier along the U.S.-Mexico border, and
analyses of what those records reveal;® the posting of records related to an ethics waiver
received by a senior Department of Justice attorney and an analysis of what those
records demonstrated regarding the Department’s process for issuing such waivers;'©
and posting records and analysis of federal officials” use of taxpayer dollars to charter
private aircraft or use government planes for unofticial business.!!

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Accordingly, American Oversight qualifies for a fee waiver.

Guidance Regarding the Search & Processing of Requested Records

In connection with its request for records, American Oversight provides the following
guidance regarding the scope of the records sought and the search and processing of
records:

= Please search all locations and systems likely to have responsive records,
regardless of format, medium, or physical characteristics.
= In conducting your search, please understand the terms “record,” “document,”
and “information” in their broadest sense, to include any written, typed,
recorded, graphic, printed, or audio material of any kind. We seek records of any
kind, including electronic records, audiotapes, videotapes, and photographs, as
well as letters, emails, facsimiles, telephone messages, voice mail messages, and
transcripts, notes, or minutes of any meetings, telephone conversations, or
discussions.

= Our request for records includes any attachments to those records or other
materials enclosed with those records when they were previously transmitted.
To the extent that an email is responsive to our request, our request includes all
prior messages sent or received in that email chain, as well as any attachments to
the email.

= Please search all relevant records or systems containing records regarding
agency business. Do not exclude records regarding agency business contained in
files, email accounts, or devices in the personal custody of your officials, such as
personal email accounts or text messages. Records of official business conducted
using unofticial systems or stored outside of official files are subject to the
Federal Records Act and FOIA.'? [t is not adequate to rely on policies and
procedures that require officials to move such information to official systems
within a certain period of time; American Oversight has a right to records
contained in those files even if material has not yet been moved to official
systems or if officials have, by intent or through negligence, failed to meet their
obligations.!?

= Please use all tools available to your agency to conduct a complete and efficient
search for potentially responsive records. Agencies are subject to government-
wide requirements to manage agency information electronically,'* and many

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agencies have adopted the National Archives and Records Administration
(NARA) Capstone program, or similar policies. These systems provide options
for searching emails and other electronic records in a manner that is reasonably
likely to be more complete than just searching individual custodian files. For
example, a custodian may have deleted a responsive email from his or her email
program, but your agency’s archiving tools may capture that email under
Capstone. At the same time, custodian searches are still necessary; agencies may
not have direct access to files stored in .PST files, outside of network drives, in
paper format, or in personal email accounts.
