Dear Ms. Weibel: 

In responding to your Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request dated July 1, 2020, seeking 

records relating to the hiring of Appellatate Immigration Judges, the Executive Office for 

Immigration Review (EOIR) identified 38 pages of interest to the Justice Management Division 

(JMD) and referred them to the JMD FOIA Office for a determination regarding release.  

We have reviewed the 38 pages and have determined that they may be released with redactions 

under Exemption 5 of the FOIA, 5 U.S.C. § 552(b)(5), which covers certain inter- and intra-

agency communications protected by the deliberative process privilege.  In addition, employee 

contact information has been redacted under Exemption 6 of the FOIA.

If you are not satisfied with JMD’s determination in response to this request, you may 

administratively appeal by writing to the Director, Office of Information Policy (OIP), United 

States Department of Justice, 441 G Street, NW, 6th Floor, Washington, D.C. 20530, or you may 

submit an appeal through OIP's FOIA STAR portal by creating an account following the 

instructions on OIP’s website: https://www.justice.gov/oip/submit-and-track-request-oror-

appeal.  Your appeal must be postmarked or electronically transmitted within 90 days of the date 

of my response to your request. If you submit your appeal by mail, both the letter and the envelope 

should be clearly marked "Freedom of Information Act Appeal."
