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I, GRACIELA L. SOTO (Badge No. 505), declare as follows:

1. At all relevant times herein mentioned, I was employed as an investigator by the
County of Los Angeles, Department of Auditor-Controller, Office of the County Investigations
("OCI") and engaged in the performance of my official duties. I have personal knowledge of the
matters set forth below and can competently testify thereto if called as a witness in this matter.

2. I am providing this declaration in support of the Plaintiff County of Los Angeles'
("County") Noticed Application for Right to Attach Order and Writ of Attachment.

Educational Background, Knowledge, and Experience

3. I have been employed as an OCI investigator since January 2016. My job duties as
an investigator involve, but are not limited to, receiving complaints from the County Fraud,
Waste, and Abuse Hotline and conducting criminal and administrative investigations of alleged
fraud, misconduct, and malfeasance by County employees, vendors, and contractors. As an OCI
investigator, I conduct the aforementioned investigations by utilizing various financial
investigative tools, interview techniques, monitoring, and computer forensics; obtaining person's
criminal history and other background information accessible to law enforcement; and preparing
and executing search warrants, as authorized by Penal Code section 830.13. T also testify in court
and before the County Civil Service Commission.

4. I received a bachelor of science degree in business administration from the
California State University at Dominguez Hills in August 2015. I have completed various
specialized law enforcement training courses in the powers of arrest and the investigation of fraud
and white collar crimes. I regularly consult with peace officers, fraud investigators, and attorneys
who specialize in fraud detection and official misconduct perpetrated by vendors and public
employees.

5. I have personally investigated, and assisted in the investigation of, numerous acts
of criminal and administrative misconduct, including, but not limited to embezzlement,
misappropriation of public funds, conflict of interest, and other violations of California law and/or

County ordinances and policies. I have also compiled and analyzed data on complex financial

-
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transactions from banking institutions, internet service providers, and other evidentiary documents
to reconstruct, quantify, and chronicle fraud and misconduct. It has been my experience that
evidence of various types of public corruption and misconduct have been found in bank accounts
and e-mail records of subjects and within residences and vehicles of subjects under investigation.

Investigation Background and Scope

6. In July 2018, my former colleague Thomas Wood and I were assigned to
investigate a complaint that defendant Juan Ordorica ("Ordorica"), a bridge maintenance
supervisor with the County Department of Public Works ("Department of Public Works"), was
defrauding the County by soliciting inflated purchase estimates from County vendors, and that he
and his wife, defendant Lisa M. Naslund ("Naslund"), also known as Lisa Marie Eckert, a senior
civil engineer with Department of Public Works, may have personal relationships with the owners
of these businesses. In March 2019, the case was reassigned from Thomas Woods to my
colleague Timothy Takara. He and I are the investigators currently assigned to the case.

7. During the course of this two-year investigation, I reviewed various County
records, including, but not limited to, Department of Public Work's procurement and solicitation
documents, County Internal Services Department ("Internal Services Department") files, and
records from the Countywide Accounting and Purchasing System ("ECaps"), the County
electronic Human Resources system ("eHR"), County Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk
("Registrar-Recorder"), the California Secretary of State, and California Contractors State License

Board ("Contractors License Board"), as well as County departments' specific policies and

procedures.
8. ECaps is a County database containing countywide accounting, payroll, and
contracting information. Among other things, it includes information about County contracts with

third-party vendors (e.g. contracting department, vendor information, dates the contracts were
entered into, value of contracts, and amount and date of payments to vendors). The ECaps system
has a J1099 Reporting Journal search feature. The J1099 search feature allows users to retrieve
reports for a respective vendor. It includes information for each journal line, such as total paid,

date of payment, and the County department that made such payment. The aforementioned J1099
-3-
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information is entered/uploaded into Ecaps in the ordinary course of the respective department's
business, near the time of the occurrence or event, and by an employee responsible for inputting
such information into the system.

9. I also conducted review and analysis of County e-mail records and data, extracted
by the OCI's forensic IT team from the computer hard drives assigned to Ordorica and Naslund.

10. I further accessed, reviewed, and downloaded information and photographs from
Naslund's and implicated County vendor/contractors' social media accounts.

11.  Additionally, I reviewed Ordorica and Naslund’s public employee Statements of
Interest ("Form 700") for the period from 2016 to 2019. Any County employee who makes or
influences County decisions, as Ordorica or Naslund did, is required to file an annual From 700,
which ensures transparency and deters corruption by (1) providing necessary information to the
public about the County employee's personal financial interests to ensure that employees are
making decisions in the best interest of the public and not enhancing their personal finances; and
(2) reminding employee of potential conflicts of interest so the employee can abstain from making
or participating in governmental decisions that are deemed conflicts of interest.

12.  Moreover, I reviewed Ordorica and Naslund's County Employee Report on Outside
Employment ("OE Form") for the period from 2008 to 2019. OE Form is a mandatory, annual
County filing, which, as the name suggests, discloses the nature and extent of a County employee's
outside, non-County work.

13.  The OCI also served and executed six search warrants on various third-party e-mail
providers and financial institutions, and reviewed personal and business e-mails and financial
transactions for Ordorica, Naslund, and their defendant co-conspirators: 1) Luis Ceniceros, Jr.
("Ceniceros"); 2) LAC Equipment Rental, LLC ("LAC"); 3) Lea Salazar ("L. Salazar"), dba
Unlimited Construction Supplies; 4) Yolanda Berumen ("Berumen"), dba L&N Construction
Supply; 5) Nicole Salazar ("N. Salazar"), dba A&A Construction Supplies, and dba L&N
Construction Supply (collectively referred to as "Vendor Defendants"). The familial and personal
relationships between Ordorica, Naslund, and Vendor Defendants, which OCI discovered based on

the information acquired during the investigation, are depicted in the attached Exhibit 1 and

4.
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further described below.

14.  OnJuly 17, 2020, the Honorable Efrain M. Aceves, judge of the Los Angeles
Superior Court, authorized the use of the evidence gathered through the above-mentioned search
warrants for the County's use in civil and administrative proceedings against defendants. Attached
hereto as Exhibit 2 is a true and correct copy of the order, including the County's supporting
application.

15. Finally, the OCI conducted voluntary, recorded, and transcribed interviews of
Ordorica, Naslund, Ceniceros, and L. Salazar. Attached hereto as Exhibits 3 through 6,
respectively, are true and correct copies of the aforementioned interviews.

Ordorica and Naslund

16.  Ordorica entered the County service on May 16, 1992, and worked in progressively
responsible capacities until he was promoted to a bridge maintenance supervisor on January 1,
2006. He held this supervisorial position at the Department of Public Work, Road Maintenance
Division, and reported to John Adkins, a principal engineer. Ordorica was responsible for
overseeing a bridge maintenance crew, and his job duties included providing emergency response
repairs, job training, conducting safety meetings, providing job estimates, and performing new
construction. He further solicited bids for tools and materials from County vendors and worked
with Fleet Management Division to obtain rental equipment, both of which were accomplished
through purchase orders ("PO") and rental agreement ("RA") awards for supply of materials,
services, and equipment. As of September 3, 2020, Ordorica is no longer employed with the
County.

17.  Naslund entered County service on November 18, 2002, as a civil engineering
assistant and served in progressively responsible capacities until she was promoted to
a senior civil engineer on October 24, 2016, in the Department of Public Works, Building and
Safety Division. As of August 27, 2020, Naslund is no longer employed with the County.

18. Ordorica and Naslund are husband and wife. My research of the Registrar-
Recorder's public records disclosed that they have been married since June 2013. (See also
Exhibit 3, at p. 2:21-22; Exhibit 4, at p. 2:21-22.)

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19. Ordorica and Naslund own and operate Ornaz General Engineering Construction
("Ornaz Construction"). (Exhibit 3, at. p. 3:29-36.) They registered Ornaz Construction as a
general partnership in November 14, 2008. Attached hereto as Exhibit 7 is a true and correct copy
of the Fictitious Business Name Statement for Ornaz Construction, which I obtained from the
Registrar-Recorder.

20.  Additionally, Ordorica was a general partner and part-owner of a company by the
name of JR Builders. (Exhibit 3, at p. 4:59-60.) He held administrative and managerial
responsibilities in JR Builders and Ornaz Construction. (See Exhibit 5.)

21. Ordorica and Naslund obtained a general contractor’s license for JR Builders on
September 27, 2005 (exp. September 30, 2011), and one for Ornaz Construction on November 6,
2008 (exp. November 30, 2016). A true and correct copy of Contractor's License Detail for Ornaz
Construction and JR Builders, which I obtained from the Contractor License Board's website at
https://www.cslb.ca.gov/onlineservices/checklicensell/checklicense.aspx, is attached hereto as
Exhibit 8. Moreover, the listed address for both companies is Ordorica's real property, located at
4407 Hammel Street, East Los Angeles, California 90022 ("4407 Hammel Property"). Attached
hereto as Exhibit 8a is a true and correct copy of the grant deed for 4407 Hammel Property,
identifying Ordorica as the record owner of the subject property.

22. Ordorica and Naslund also own two single-family residential properties in Redondo
Beach, California: 1) their current residence, located at 838 Avenue C, Redondo Beach, California
90277 ("838 Avenue C Property"); and 2) a recently acquired property, located at 653 Avenue C,
Redondo Beach, California 90277 ("653 Avenue C Property"). The homes are valued at $2.6
million and $1.6 million, respectively. Attached hereto as Exhibits 9 and 10, respectively, are true
and correct copies of the grant deeds for the aforementioned properties, showing Ordorica and
Naslund as the record owners.

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Vendor Defendants

A. LAC Equipment Rentals, LLC and Luis Ceniceros, Jr.

23.  LAC is a California limited liability company, solely owned and operated by
Ceniceros. Attached hereto as Exhibit 11 is a true and correct copy of LAC's Statement of
Information, on file with the California Secretary of State. LAC is a registered County vendor
(Vendor No. 176677) and a certified Local Small Business Enterprise ("LSBE") (LSBE No.
9991). An LSBE program is a County preference program, which allows small businesses to
receive up to a 15% bid price reduction, or "preference," when bidding on certain County
solicitations. The purpose of this program is to boost contracting opportunities for small
businesses in the County.

24.  LAC registered to conduct business with the County on October 27, 2015.
According to the County vendor registration information, its business address is 119 South
Carmelita Avenue, Los Angeles, California 90063, which is a multi-family residence wherein, per
the law enforcement records, Ceniceros has been residing since July 2018. LAC does not have a
commercial business location and often outsources and marks up equipment rentals without
serving a commercially useful function, which is a violation of the LSBE program. It currently
holds a master agreement contract with the County for the “bare rental” of equipment. Attached
hereto as Exhibit 12 is a true and correct copy of the aforementioned master agreement I obtained
from the Internal Services Department.

25.  County has paid LAC a total of $3.4 million, including $3.27 million paid for
rentals and other purchases from the Department of Public Works, as detailed in the attached
Exhibit 13, which I retrieved and downloaded on July 29, 2020, from the J1099 screen, on the
ECaps system. Exhibit 13 represents a true and correct copy of the spreadsheet containing all
rental and purchase transactions between the County and LAC for the period from February 2016
to July 2020.

B. Yolanda Berumen dba L&N Construction Supply

26.  L&N Construction Supply ("L&N Construction") is a registered County vendor
(Vendor No. 145981) and was previously a certified LSBE (LSBE No. 7404). It is a sole

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proprietorship, owned and operated by Berumen. The Registrar-Recorder records show that
Berumen and N. Salazar separately submitted fictitious business name registrations for L&N
Construction Supply in 2008 and 2017, respectively.

27.  L&N Construction registered to conduct business with the County on September
30, 2008. It's business address is 1336 North Van Pelt Avenue, Los Angeles, California 90063,
which is a single-family residence. Law enforcement records indicate Berumen previously resided
at this residence from September 2002 to April 2005. L&N Construction does not have a
commercial business location, own or control rental equipment, or regularly engage in the type of
business contracted with Department of Public Works.

28.  L&N Construction currently holds a master agreement contract with the County for
the bare rental equipment. Attached hereto as Exhibit 14 is a true and correct copy of one L&N
Construction's master agreement contract I obtained from Internal Services Department. The
County paid L&N Construction a total of $1.5 million for rentals and other purchases, as detailed
in the attached Exhibit 15, which I retrieved on July 30, 2020, from J1099 screen, on the ECaps
system. Exhibit 15 represents a true and correct copy of the spreadsheet containing all rental and
purchase transactions between the County and L&N Construction during the period from
November 2008 through March 2019.

C. Lea Salazar dba Unlimited Construction Supplies

29.  Unlimited Construction Supplies ("Unlimited Construction") is a registered County
vendor (Vendor No. 125929) and a certified LSBE (LSBE No. 9978). It is a sole proprietorship,
owned and operated by L. Salazar. It registered to conduct business with the County on July 14,
2011. The Registrar-Recorder records show that L. Salazar filed a fictitious business name
statement for Unlimited Construction in 2011, which expired in 2016.

30.  Unlimited Construction’s business address is 1318 South Downey Road, Los
Angeles, California 90023, which is a single-family residence. Law enforcement records indicate
L. Salazar resided at this residence from September 2017 to July 2018. Unlimited Construction
does not have a commercial business location, own or control rental equipment, or regularly

engage in the type of business contracted with Department of Public Works.

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31.  Unlimited Construction currently holds a master agreement contract with the
County for the bare rental equipment. Attached hereto as Exhibit 16 is a true and correct copy of
one Unlimited Construction's master agreement contract I obtained from Internal Services
Department. The County paid Unlimited Construction a total of $9.2 million for rentals and other
purchases, as detailed in the attached Exhibit 17, which I retrieved on July 29, 2020, from the
J1099 screen, on the ECaps system. Exhibit 17 represents a true and correct copy of the
spreadsheet containing all rental and purchase transactions between the County and Unlimited
Construction for the period from September 2011 through July 2020.

A&A Construction Supplies

32.  A&A Construction Supplies ("A&A Construction") is a registered County vendor
(Vendor No. 185266). It is a sole proprietorship, owned and operated by N. Salazar. A&A
registered to conduct business with the County on November 21, 2017. The Registrar-Recorder
records show that N. Salazar filed a fictitious business name statement for A&A on February 26,
2018.

33. A&A’ Construction's business address is 3651 Greenglade Avenue, Pico Rivera,
California 90660, which is a single-family residence. Law enforcement records indicate N.
Salazar resided at this address from October 2011 to May 2015. A&A Construction does not have
commercial business location, own or control rental equipment, or regularly engage in the type of
business contracted with Department of Public Works.

34. The County paid A&A Construction over $25,000 for rentals and other purchases,
as detailed in the attached Exhibit 18, which I retrieved on July 30, 2020, from J1099 screen, on
the ECaps system. Exhibit 18 represents a true and correct copy of the spreadsheet containing all
purchase transactions between the County and A&A Construction for the period from September
2011 through July 2020.

Investigation of the Unlawful Conduct

35.  The OCI's investigation disclosed that Ordorica and Naslund actively participated

in a bid-rigging scheme by steering contracts to unqualified straw businesses, owned and operated

by family and friends, in exchange for bribes and kickbacks, all of which they failed to disclose on

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their mandatory government statement of interest filings. Their relationships and wrongful
conduct are described in further detail below.
Personal and Family Relationships with Vendor Defendants!

36.  Ceniceros is Ordorica's maternal nephew, with a close personal relationship to
Ordorica and Naslund. (Exhibit 3, at p. 16:247-264; Exhibit 5, at p. 27:620-630.) He owns a
residence at 4408 Hammel Street, East Los Angeles, California 90022 ("4408 Hammel Property"),
which is located directly across the street from Ordorica's 4407 Hammel Property. A true and
correct copy of the grant deed for 4408 Hammel Property is attached hereto as Exhibit 19.

37. Berumen is a close friend of Ordorica and Naslund (Exhibit 3, at p. 20:340-355),
and a mother to defendants L. Salazar and N. Salazar. (/d. at p. 22:390-397.) She is also a County
employee, working as a nurse practitioner for the County Department of Health Services.

38. N. Salazar and L. Salazar are sisters, daughters of Berumen, and Ordorica and
Naslund's friends. (Exhibit 3, at p. 7:99-100, 8:128-129.) From September 2006 to June 2007, L.
Salazar was employed by Department of Public Works, as a student worker in the Road
Maintenance Division. (Exhibit 6, at pp. 4:56-62 and 5:64-70.)

39.  According to law enforcement records, Ordorica and Berumen both resided at 4407
Hammel Property during different time periods, between 2013 and 2019.

40. Ordorica was involved with and included in correspondence regarding Ceniceros’
purchase of 4408 Hammel Property.

41.  1did not identify any social media accounts for Ordorica. However, review of
social media accounts for Naslund and Vendor Defendants indicate that Naslund, Ceniceros,
Berumen, L. Salazar, and N. Salazar are Facebook friends.

42.  Naslund and Vendor Defendants posted various photographs depicting and/or
"tagging" Ordorica, Naslund, Ceniceros, and/or L. Salazar at what appear to be family

functions/vacations or social events. (See Exhibits 20 — 22.)

! Refer generally to Exhibit 1 for explanation of defendants' family and personal ties.
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43. Ceniceros posted on Facebook various photos that depict Ordorica, Naslund, and
himself. One of the photographs shows Ceniceros engaged in construction work on Ordorica’s
and Naslund’s current personal residence at 838 Avenue C Property. Other posts by Ceniceros
include comments and/or captions referring to their familial relationship, including referring to
Naslund as his aunt, and other photos depicting Ordorica with caption such as, “With the fam.”
Attached hereto as Exhibit 20 are true and correct copies of the aforementioned posts, which I
downloaded from the defendants' Facebook accounts.

44, Naslund posted various vacation photos with Ordorica, Ceniceros, and L. Salazar,
including family vacations at Playa del Carmen, Mexico, in 2016 and 2017. On this vacation,
Ordorica made various credit card purchases in Playa del Carmen, which Ceniceros later paid off
on behalf of Ordorica. Attached hereto as Exhibit 21 are true and correct copies of the
aforementioned posts, which I downloaded from Naslund Facebook account, printouts of
webpages of the venues and places mentioned in the Facebook post, and Ordorica's monthly Citi
Bank credit card statement the OCI obtained from Facebook and Citi Bank pursuant to a search
warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibits 21a and 21b are true and correct copies of the
declarations of Facebook and Citi Bank's custodians of records for the aforementioned documents.

45. L. Salazar posted a photo and Facebook check-ins regarding joint trips to
Breckenridge, Colorado, and Las Vegas, Nevada. Ordorica made various credit card purchases on
the same dates in Breckenridge and Las Vegas, which Ceniceros later paid off on behalf of
Ordorica. Attached hereto as Exhibit 22 are true and correct copies of L. Salazar's Facebook
posts and Ordorica's Chase and Citi Bank credit card accounts, secured through the OCI's search
warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibits 22a through 22c¢ are true and correct copies of the
declarations of the custodians of records for the aforementioned documents.

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Vendor Defendants' Mode of Operation

46.  Vendor Defendants operate as sham businesses. Specifically, they: 1) do not own a
fleet of rental equipment? or engage in the sale of supplies and goods, and do not perform a
commercially useful function; 2) operate from residential addresses, and do not have legitimate
places of business or inventory to support their claimed services of providing bare rentals of
equipment, asphalt concrete, and non-agreement commodities; 3) serve primarily as fiscal
intermediaries through which County purchases were funneled to create the appearance of using
an LSBE, and/or a competitive procurement process; and 4) significantly marked-up County
purchases and used some of the proceeds of the scheme to pay Ordorica and Naslund
bribes/kickbacks totaling more than $1 million.

Improper Quote Solicitations

47.  The OCI's review of Department of Public Works records and Ordorica’s County
and personal e-mail records disclosed that Ordorica and Naslund compromised the County’s
competitive solicitation process by conspiring with Vendor Defendants to steer Department of
Public Works solicitations to Vendor Defendants, with whom they have a familial and/or personal
relationship. These actions denied legitimate small businesses the opportunity to obtain County
awards.

48. Since at least February 28, 2012, Ordorica: 1) forwarded vendor quotes to other
vendors on at least 80 occasions, violating County procurement policies which expressly prohibit
sharing one vendor’s quote with another vendor, and providing the recipients with an improper
advantage (Exhibit 23); 2) regularly solicited quotes from a combination of Vendor Defendants for
the same solicitation to provide the appearance of a competitive process where none existed (on 36
different occasions, from August 2011 to July 2018, Ordorica solicited quotes from Defendant

Vendors only, ensuring the PO would be awarded to one of them - see some examples in Exhibit

2 Ceniceros and LAC own one noncommercial and four commercial vehicles, two of which were acquired
less than one year ago; to wit, 1) 2002 Toyota Tacoma pick-up truck; 2) 2017 Peterbilt (348 Dump Truck) - acquired

on or about 5/18/2017; 3) 2019 F450 utility truck — acquired on or about 11/01/2019; 4) 2019 Ram 4500 flatbed truck
— acquired on or about 03/12/2020; and 5) 2017 Peterbilt (Dump Truck) — acquired on or about June 1, 2016.

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24); 3) sent Vendor Defendants' listings to other employees of the Department of Public Works to
use in their solicitations (see Exhibit 25). Attached hereto as Exhibits 23 through 25 are true and
correct copies of Ordorica's work e-mails and the accompanying attachments.

49.  Moreover, Department of Public Work staff reported that Ordorica often listed
Vendor Defendants as a “reference vendors” on purchase request forms. We requested copies of
purchase request forms for commodities submitted by Ordorica from August 2018 to January
2019. The Department of Public Works manual search of purchase request records available at the
time of our request, identified a total of seven purchase requests submitted by Ordorica. Five of
the seven purchase requests submitted by Ordorica, or 71 percent, included Vendor Defendants as
the reference vendor. Attached hereto as Exhibit 26 are a true and correct copies of the
aforementioned purchase requests that were produced to me by the Department of Public Works
staff.

50. I further reviewed Vendor Defendants' e-mail records and identified
correspondence related to 12 invoices paid to Vendor Defendants between 2016 and 2018. 1 noted
that Vendor Defendants regularly obtained quotes from legitimate construction supply/rental
companies and subsequently sent inflated price quotes to Department of Public Works for the
requested item. Specifically, I noted that Vendor Defendants marked up the cost of commodities
and rentals provided to Department of Public Works by 48 to 102 percent. I also noted that
Vendor Defendants added a delivery cost for the 12 purchases even though the legitimate
construction supply/rental companies actually provided the equipment and delivery to Department
of Public Works and did not charge a delivery fee. For the 12 transactions for which we obtained
beginning-to-end documentation, we found that Vendor Defendants' markups resulted in the thefts
and fraudulent overbillings of at least $51,641 (66%) over the total cost of $78,055, as quoted by
legitimate vendors. Based on my review of the aforementioned invoices, I prepared a table
summarizing Vendor Defendants' cost mark-ups for all 12 jobs. (See Exhibit 27).

51. Over half, or 51 percent, of all Department of Public Works RAs awarded to
Vendor Defendants from 2015 through 2019, totaling $7.1 million, were made from the Road

Maintenance Division where Ordorica works as a supervisor and the key decision-maker.
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52. LAC, L&N Construction, and Unlimited Construction listed Ordorica and
Naslund's companies, JR Builders and Ornaz Construction, as references to assist them in
qualifying to obtain County business in a competitive bidding process, also known as a Request
for Bid ("RFB"). For example, LAC’s and Unlimited Construction's responses to RFB-IS-
18200651 listed Ornaz Construction as a professional reference. The contact person for Ornaz
Construction was identified as “Juan Ortega.” Per the California Department of Motor Vehicles
records, Ordorica is also known as “Juan Ordorica Ortega.” The responses go on to list “310-365-
0085 as the contact telephone number. Per law enforcement records, telephone number “310-
365-0085” belongs to Ordorica. The RFB response also lists Ornaz Construction’s address as
4407 Hammel Property. (See Exhibit 28.)

53.  As part of the aforementioned RFB process, the Internal Services Department staff
contacted Ornaz Construction at the listed e-mail address ornaz_eng@yahoo.com to inquire about
its experience with Vendor Defendants. Ornaz Construction responded by completing a reference
questionnaire, wherein it provided favorable ratings for LAC and Unlimited Construction, and
reported having extensive business dealings with those companies. Per subscriber details for e-
mail address ornaz_eng@yahoo.com, I learned that Naslund is the listed owner, the alternate e-
mail address is Ordorica’s personal e-mail jordorica92@gmail.com, and the registered phone
number (310-365-0085) belongs to Ordorica. Attached hereto as Exhibit 28 are true and correct
copies of the Vendor Defendants' Prospective Contractor References, provided to OCI by the
Internal Services Department, and Ornaz Construction and JR Builders' responses to the Internal
Services Department's reference questionnaire. Further attached hereto as Exhibit 28a is a true
and correct copy of the declaration of Yahoo's custodian of records for email address
ornaz_eng@yahoo.com.

54.  Additionally, L&N Construction’s response on Exhibit C, “Prospective Contractor
References,” lists JR Builders as a professional reference. The address listed for JR Builders is
838 Avenue C Property. (See Exhibit 28, at p. 7.)

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Ordorica and Naslund's Participation in Management and Operation of Vendor Defendants

55. Ordorica and Naslund actively participated in management and operation of
Vendor Defendants' businesses.

56. On February 19, 2016, Ordorica engaged in e-mail communications with
Ceniceros and a representative from Valew Quality Truck Bodies (Valew) in order to assist
Ceniceros in completing documentation to purchase a Peterbilt truck with a “15” Standard Dump
Body.” The e-mails do not reveal any individualized identification for the truck, such as vehicle
identification or license plate numbers, so I could not verify that this is the same truck LAC has
rented Department of Public Works pursuant to agreements awarded by Ordorica. However,
according to law enforcement databases, LAC only owns one truck. I obtained photographs of the
truck used under Department of Public Works RAs awarded to LAC and noted the truck appears
to be the same make (Peterbilt), body (dump-truck), and manufacturer (Valew) as the truck listed
in the e-mail correspondence. Attached hereto as Exhibit 29 is a true and correct copy of the
above-referenced chain e-mail, obtained from Ordorica personal Google account, pursuant to a
search warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibit 29a is a true and correct copy of the declaration
of Google's custodian of records for email address jordorica92@gmail.com.

57. Ordorica further communicated with various vendors on behalf of LAC, Unlimited,
and L&N Construction. For example, in November 2017, Ordorica received an invoice from N.E.
Bridge Contractors, Inc. billed to Unlimited for rentals provided at a County jobsite. Attached
hereto as Exhibit 30 is a true and correct copy of the e-mail, with the attached invoice, the OCI
obtained from Ordorica's personal Google account, pursuant to a search warrant. (See also Exhibit
29a.)

58. In May 2017, September 2017, May 2018, Ordorica coordinated ordering of
commodities and requested quotes from Ulmer Industries, Inc. (Ulmer), prior County vendor
(Vendor No. 108065), on behalf of LAC and L&N Construction. In September 2016, he
forwarded an Ulmer quote addressed to L&N Construction to LAC. Attached hereto as Exhibit 31
are through and correct copies of the e-mail communication the OCI obtained from Ordorica's

personal Google account, pursuant to a search warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibit 31ais a
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true and correct copy of the declaration of Microsoft Corporation's custodian of records for

Berumen's personal email address /nberumen@hotmail.com. (See also Exhibit 29a.)

59.  Additionally, Ordorica and Naslund conducted routine business correspondence
and transactions on behalf of LAC, including work with ISCO Machinery Inc., County vendor
(Vendor No. 053656), El Dorado Demolition, and 365 Construction Inc. For example, Ordorica
forwarded LAC invoices on "Louis A. Ceniceros" letterhead to ISCO Machinery, Inc. on 18
separate occasions (see Exhibit 32), and received contract documents and invoices regarding
engagements with El Dorado Demolition and 365 Construction Inc. from Ceniceros for LAC (See
Exhibit 33). Attached hereto as Exhibits 32 and 33, respectively, are true and correct copies of the
aforementioned e-mail communications, including the attached invoices, obtained from Ordorica
personal Google account, pursuant to a search warrant. (See also Exhibit 29a.)

60.  Naslund used her personal e-mail account to send Ceniceros completed bidding
documents in response to County RFB-IS-18200651. Ceniceros then submitted the bidding
documents as LAC's official bid to the County under this particular RFB. Attached hereto as
Exhibit 34 are true and correct copies of the above-referenced e-mail correspondence and bidding
documents, obtained from Naslund's personal Google account, obtained pursuant to a search
warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibit 34a is a true and correct copy of the declaration of

Google's custodian of records for Google email accounts: /isa.ornaz(@gmail.com;

cenicerosluisjr@gmail.com; and lacequipmentrental@gmail.com.

61.  On May 8 and September 19, 2017, Naslund e-mailed Ceniceros contract
documents and invoices regarding business engagement with 365 Construction, Inc. Attached
hereto as Exhibit 35 are true and correct copies of the above-referenced e-mail correspondence and
invoices, obtained from Naslund's personal Google account pursuant to a search warrant. (See
also Exhibit 34a.)

62.  Additionally, Naslund used LAC's seller permit to obtain a quote on LAC's behalf
from a company by the name of Handcrafted Mill Works. Attached hereto as Exhibit 36 is a true
and correct copy of the aforementioned e-mail correspondence, obtained from Naslund's personal

Google account, pursuant to a search warrant. (See also Exhibit 34a.)
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Failure to Disclose Financial Interest in Contracts and Qutside Employment

63.  Ordorica and Naslund did not disclose their financial ties to Vendor Defendants on
their Form 700 (Attachment X) or OE Forms (Attachment XI). Attached hereto as Exhibits 37
through 40 are true and correct copies of Ordorica and Naslund's Form 700s for years 2016
through 2019, and OE Forms for years 2012 through 2019.

64.  Furthermore, Ordorica did not follow established guidelines for ethical conduct for
procurement decision-making personnel and has engaged in activities that compromised the best
interest of the County. Between February 2016 and the present, Ordorica and Naslund received
over $1 million in cash and other consideration from Ceniceros and LAC. Specifically, they
received $175,400 in cash, some of which was used to make mortgage payments for 838 Avenue
C Property (mortgage payments were generally made monthly, for approximately $10,000 per
month. Attached hereto as Exhibit 41 are true and correct copies of Ordorica's and Ceniceros'
bank account statements, and Ordorica and Naslund's mortgage statements obtained by OCI from
Wells Fargo Bank and Cenlar, a mortgage servicing company, through a search warrant. Further
attached hereto as Exhibits 41a through 41d, respectively, are true and correct copies of the
declarations of Wells Fargo's and Cenlar's custodian of records for the aforementioned bank and
mortgage statements.

65.  Additionally, they received $98,000 in personal and business checks, including one
check for $63,500 drawn on an account controlled by Ceniceros, which was used to pay off the
outstanding balance on Ordorica’s mortgage for 4407 Hammel Property. Attached hereto as
Exhibit 42 are true and correct copies of the aforementioned LAC's and Ceniceros' checks
obtained by OCI from Wells Fargo Bank pursuant to a search warrant. (See also Exhibits 41a - c.)

66. Moreover, $765,960 was tendered to Ordorica and/or Naslund's Chase, CitiBank,
and American Express credit cards during the period of February 2016 to March 2020. Attached
hereto as Exhibit 43 are true and correct credit card statements obtained by OCI from the
aforementioned banks pursuant to a search warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibits 43a and
43b are true and correct copies of the declarations of American Express and Chase's custodians of

records for the aforementioned documents.
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67. Finally, on October 24, 2017, Ordorica and Naslund accepted two tickets for Game
2 of the 2017 Major League Baseball World Series in Los Angeles from L. Salazar. Attached
hereto as Exhibits 44 and 45 are true and correct copies of: 1) the e-mail from L. Salazar to
Ordorica with a link to access the electronic tickets; and 2) L. Salazar’s credit card statements of a
purchase of the game tickets from Ticket City in the amount of $1,942.95, the OCI obtained
pursuant to a search warrant. Further attached hereto as Exhibit 45a is a true and correct copy of
the declaration of Wells Fargo's custodian of records for L. Salazar's credit card account. (See
also Exhibit 29a; Exhibit 6, at p. 23:421-424.)

68. Ordorica and Naslund actively participated in businesses they owned, and were
involved with the businesses of Vendor Defendants. However, they did not report this work
activity or his role in these businesses on his Form 700 or OF Forms. (See Exhibits 37 —40.) As
mandatory filers, Ordorica and Naslund were required to disclose all interests under Category 5 -
business positions or income (including gifts, loans, and travel payments) received from business
entities that manufacture, provide, or sell services and/or supplies of a type utilized by the agency
and associated with the job assignment. Ordorica and Naslund reported they did not have any
administrative and managerial responsibilities in any company from 2016 through 2019.
However, as evidenced above, Ordorica and Naslund conducted business Vendor Defendants and
received gifts and payments from them, all of which they failed to disclose on their Form 700s and
OE Forms.

Interviews of Ordorica, Naslund, and Vendor Defendants

69. On July 23, 2020, OCI and County District Attorney's investigators conducted
voluntary, recorded, and later transcribed interviews of Ordorica, Naslund, Ceniceros, and L.
Salazar. (See Exhibits 3 — 6.) Before the start of the interview, each of the Defendants was
informed that they were not under arrest and were free to leave or terminate the interview at any
time. (Exhibit 3, at p. 4:63 and 5:66-69; Exhibit 4, at p. 2:2; Exhibit 5, at pp. 2:16-18 and 3:20-21;
Exhibit 6, at p. 2:12-18.) They all elected to proceed forward with the interview. Indeed, when
Naslund expressed her desire to stop the interview and retain an attorney, further questioning was

stopped and she was allowed to remain in her residence without being arrested. (Exhibit 4, at p.
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13:227-229 and 235.) Ordorica also expressed his desire to stop the interview and further
questioning was stopped. (Exhibit 5, p. 60:1147.)

70. Ordorica and Naslund had familial and personal relationship with Vendor
Defendants. During the interviews Ordorica initially denied knowing Vendor Defendants, then
admitted they were “vendor friends,” but continued to deny any personal relationship. When
presented with contrary information, he admitted to being Ceniceros’ uncle and knowing Berumen
and her daughters, L. Salazar and N. Salazar, for over 20 years. Additionally, Ordorica admitted
that he went on annual vacations with Ceniceros and L. Salazar. He recalled that N. Salazar may
have also attended one vacation. (See Exhibit 3, at pp. 16, 20, 22-23, and 25; Exhibit 4, at pp.
7:99-110, 8:126-135, and 9:143-155; Exhibit 6, at pp. 5:50 and 6:87-99; see also Exhibit 3, at pp.
29:544 —30:563.)

71. Ordorica further admitted forwarding third-party vendor quotes to Vendor
Defendants and to other competing vendors, which included pricing. He admitted this practice
“wasn’t fair,” but he did so to ensure each vendor provided a quote that matched line by line per
item. He further acknowledged that he should have removed the price estimates before
forwarding the line item descriptions to competing vendors. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 32:584 — 34:621.)

72. Ordorica initially denied requesting quotes from County vendors, but later admitted
to soliciting quotes via e-mail and phone calls prior to recent procurement policy changes.
(Exhibit 3, at pp. 54:1019-1028.) Further he stated that Ceniceros, Berumen, L. Salazar, and/or N.
Salazar may have bid against one another for County business. L. Salazar stated she often
communicated with her mother, Berumen, and Ceniceros regarding pricing when they bid against
one another. (Exhibit 6, at pp. 24:434 —439.)

73.  Ordorica stated that he is not familiar with County LSBE policies, but does
commonly use LSBE vendors such as ISCO, Specialty Products, LAC, and Unlimited
Construction. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 11:171 —13:202.)

74. Ordorica testified that he most often uses LAC, L&N Construction, Unlimited
Construction, and A&A Construction, because they specialize in providing items specific to

bridge projects. However, he later admitted that Vendor Defendants are “brokers” and “middle-
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men” that do not own the items/rentals provided to Department of Public Works and operate from
their residences. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 50:948 — 972.) He stated that he often communicates with the
legitimate vendors which actually provide the rental equipment and commodities to coordinate
delivery of the correct items.

75.  Ceniceros and L. Salazar stated that Ceniceros often rents construction equipment
to L. Salazar. (Exhibit 6, at p. 42:406 —407.) Ceniceros further stated that although he does own
some equipment, he frequently rents construction equipment from other companies, arbitrarily
marks-up the cost of the rental, and has the equipment delivered to the County. L. Salazar stated
that she marks-up rentals she sources from other vendors by approximately 25%. (Exhibit 6, at
pp. 18:352 —21:378.)

76. Ordorica stated that he did not assist L. Salazar in obtaining employment with
Department of Public Works. However, his statement contradicts L. Salazar’s testimony that he
helped her to get a job with the Department of Public Works. (Exhibit 6, at pp. 4:56-62 and 5:64-
70.)

77. L. Salazar admitted that she and her company Unlimited Construction have never
conducted business with Ornaz Construction and acknowledged that she misrepresented
information on the documents she submitted to the County in response to an RFB, where she listed
Ornaz Construction as a business reference vendor. (Exhibit 6, at p. 21:370-388.) As stated
above, Ornaz Construction responded to Internal Services Department's RFP survey giving
Unlimited Construction the highest possible scores.

78.  Ordorica further admitted to providing Ceniceros with specifications for a dump-
truck which Department of Public Works periodically rents, and that he was included in
communications between Valew and Ceniceros to procure the dump-truck with specifications
unique to the Department of Public Works' projects. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 37:667 — 39:692.)

79. Ordorica also rented equipment to ISCO and used Ceniceros’ letterhead to avoid
accruing additional income under his name, an in such way avoid payment of state and federal

taxes. ISCO paid Ceniceros, who in turn gave the money to Ordorica. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 43:782 —
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47:857.) However, Ceniceros claimed he was not aware Ordorica or Naslund used his letterhead
to submit invoices to ISCO. (Exhibit 5, at p. 35:811-822.)

80. Ordorica stated he never solicited a gratuity from a County vendor. He stated he
and other staff may have received items such as gift cards and promotional items such as shirts
from County vendors. Throughout the interview Ordorica admitted that Ceniceros paid off his
4407 Hammel Property, and in exchange for paying off the mortgage he rented Ceniceros his lot at
the 4407 Hammel Property to store Ceniceros’ old cars. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 40:717 —42:768.)

81.  Ceniceros purchased the 4408 Hammel Property as a favor for Ordorica’s brother,
Antonio Ordorica, because A. Ordorica is self-employed and unable to provide sufficient proof of
income to qualify for a home loan. Ordorica informed us he was included in e-mails discussing
escrow documents for the purchase and completed the inspection of 4408 Hammel Property.
(Exhibit 3, at pp. 39:693 — 40:714.)

82.  Ceniceros also made payments to Ordorica’s personal credit cards. Initially,
Ordorica said that Ceniceros would make the payments because Ordorica made credit card
purchases for him. Then he stated that he paid Ceniceros back for making the payments to his
credit cards with cash, but did not provide information regarding what account he used to make
the cash withdrawals. (Exhibit 3, at pp. 58:1096 —60:1147.) Ceniceros, on the other hand,
admitted to paying off Ordorica’s credit cards and claimed the payments were for money he
"owed" to Ordorica. (Exhibit 5, at p. 27:615-630.)

Disposition of Assets

83.  Ordorica and Naslund have recently listed their 838 Avenue C Property for sale, at
the price of $2.599 million. Attached hereto as Exhibit 46 is a true and correct copy of an active
Redfin sale listing for the subject property I obtained from Redfin's website, at
https://www.redfin.com/CA/Redondo-Beach/838-Avenue-C-90277/home/7706015.

84.  The County seeks to attach Defendants' assets to secure recovery of the
misappropriated public funds in the event that the County prevails and obtains a judgment.
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The Amount in Controversy

85.  Insum, the OCI's investigation disclosed that between February 2016 and February
2020, Ordorica and Naslund received over $1,000,000 million in bribes/kickbacks through
Ordorica's nephew, Ceniceros. Naslund and Ordorica used their personal and financial
relationships with Vendor Defendants, and conspired with Vendor Defendants, to engage in a in
bid-rigging scheme that unlawfully awarded POs and RAs to Vendor Defendants. As part of this
scheme, procurements from legitimate vendors were funneled through Vendor Defendants by
using their LSBE status to give the appearance that the purchases were made under the LSBE
Preference Program. The OCI investigation found that Vendor Defendants exist primarily as
sham businesses through which purchase transactions and equipment rentals were funneled, and
from which price quotations were solicited, to create the appearance that the transactions were
conducted with an LSBE, and/or to create the appearance of a competitive procurement process
where none existed.

86. The Defendants' actions, which resulted in millions of dollars of theft and
fraudulent overbilling, undermined the County's competitive solicitation process, and denied
legitimate small businesses opportunities to obtain County's purchase awards. In total, as of July
29, 2020, County paid to Vendor Defendants more than $14.2 million. The recovery the County
seeks from Defendants is not secured by any interest in real property under the master agreement
contracts, or any other contract, between the County and Defendants.

I declare under penalty of perjury under the laws of the state of California that the
foregoing is true and correct.

suspected conflicts of interest in violation of GC § 1090. OCI conducted searches pursuant
to search warrants served on various bank, business, and email accounts associated with
[JUAN ORDORICA], [LISA NASLUND AKA LISA MARIE ECKERT], [LUIS A.
CENICEROS JR.], [LAC EQUIPMENT RENTALS, LLC], [YOLANDA BERUMEN AKA
YOLANDA SALAZAR], [L&N CONSTRUCTION SUPPLY], [LEA SALAZAR],
[UNLIMITED CONSTRUCTION SUPPLIES], |[NICOLE SALAZAR], and/or
[A&ACONSTRUCTION SUPPLIES]. Evidence obtained from the aforementioned search
warrants indicates that [JUAN ORDORICA] and his wife [LISA NASLUND], while both
were employed by the County of Los Angeles and with whom [JUAN ORDORICA] was
responsible for negotiating rental agreements and/or commodity purchases, received
gifts/bribes/kick-backs from various County vendors including [LAC EQUIPMENT
RENTALS, LLC] owned and operated by [LUIS A. CENICEROS JR.] and [UNLIMITED
CONSTRUCTION SUPPLIES] owned and operated by [LEA SALAZAR]. These gifts/kick-
backs constitute bribery and “conflicts of interest” in violation of Penal Code (PC) § 67.5,
PC § 68, and GC § 1090. In addition, another County employee [YOLANDA BERUMEN
AKA YOLANDA SALAZAR] owner of [L&N CONSTRUCTION SUPPLY] and the vendors
indicated above conspired with [JUAN ORDORICA] and in some cases his wife [LISA
NASLUND] to engage in fraudulent procurement schemes that circumvented the County’s
competitive procurement process resulting in the County paying inflated prices for rental
agreements and commaodities constituting violations of PC § 182 and PC § 424.

GC § 1092 authorizes the County to pursue civil litigation to void contracts tainted
by a conflict of interest as a civil remedy for violations of GC § 1090. The evidence obtained
by the Search Warrants demonstrating that conflicts of interest, bribery, and grand theft
violations occurred, is needed to evaluate and potentially prosecute the civil actions
available under various provision of the law, including but not limited to those contemplated
by GC § 1092. However, Penal Code 8§ 1536 requires evidence obtained through use of a

search warrant to be held pending further order of the Court. This application seeks an
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order permitting the County to use the evidence of the violations of PC § 67.5, PC § 68, PC
§ 182, PC § 424, and/or GC § 1090 obtained from the Search Warrants, to pursue the
corresponding civil remedies provided by various provisions of the law, including but not
limited to GC § 1092, against the individuals, contractors, vendors, and/or former County
employees who engaged in illegal activities.

The County also seeks to use this evidence to pursue administrative actions (e.g.,
disciplinary action against County employees pursuant to civil service rules, and/or
debarring such contractors, vendors, and/or individuals to prohibit them from doing any
further business with the County as permitted by County Code Chapter 2.202) and in any
associated due process proceedings, and any appeals thereof.

Therefore, it is requested that the County be granted authorization by this court to
use the evidence obtained pursuant to Search Warrants #CC18-S80697, #CC19-82169,
#CC19-82268, #CC19-83334, #CC19-83335, and #CC20-88010 for purposes of the civil
litigation, administrative action, and any related appeals or processes to complete the
aforementioned processes.

Okay. What role do you have in LAC?

None, | just do business with them. That's it.

Okay. So, you need to contact LAC to get some [inaudible
00:00:25:07].

I'll either call them or call.

Just call them?

But like | said, now, | don't get forced. | don't do none of that, so.
[Inaudible 00:25:26]. We're going to talk about how items and
rentals were procured prior to these new changes to the
procurement process we mean. And now procurement handles
most of the stuff. So, we're going to talk about all of the changes
before then. So, you mentioned he is your nephew, and he
operates LAC, correct?

Correct.

Okay. Where is LAC based out of?

Out of LA.

Out of LA. Does he have a yard?

| believe he does.

Have you visited the yard?

Not lately.

Okay. When's the last time you probably visited the yard?
Maybe two, three months ago.

Okay. And with LAC, when you communicated with him, was
there any documentation that you maintain within your records
here, so you know when you contacted him for a quote?

No, like I said, | don’t —
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With any vendors that | communicate, | don't keep no
documentations or anything.

Okay. And do you know if he's been an LSB vendor?

Yes, | believe he is.

Okay. Did you help him obtain LSB certification?

No.

Did you share you know, what the LSB program is with LAC?
No.

We also noted that you conducted a lot of business with L&N
Construction Supply.

Can | ask a question about LAC?

Yeah, of course.

When you contact LAC, just for my own clarification, that’s your
nephew. Do you contact him before you know, a project is
coming up, or when a project is coming up? Who contacts him
to let him know that a rental is needed? Or that he can bid on a
request?

There's no bids. It's actually through, we have a master
agreement. So, there's no bid.

So, when a project comes up and the County needs equipment,
they need a dump truck or whatever...

Correct.

He just goes on the websites and sees that it's...

No, no, no. Those rentals are issued not by, | don't designate
who gets it or who, through our Fleet unit.

So, Fleet contacts them?

Fleet contacts them.

They don't have to reach out and contact Fleet?
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No.

Okay. So, they don't have to reach out and say, "Hey, | heard
you got this project going on, can | get in on this?"

No. None of that.

Okay. Alright. Did, and you've never contacted Luis about
anything like that?

No.

To give him a heads up that something was coming down the
line?

No.

Okay.

So, | know...

And when you contact him, do you call him on his business line
or his cellphone?

Cellphone.

Okay.

[inaudible 00:28:09] I think that was extremely helpful. When he
does go [inaudible 00:28:18]. | just want to clarify that a bit. So,
Fleet is the one that contacts the vendor? But how does Fleet
know that you're going to need a rental?

We submit a request, like | said. Even prior to the new system,
[inaudible 00:28:31] submit a request. [inaudible 00:28:34].
Okay. And what type of notification is provided to Fleet? Is it just
verbal or is it...

No. No, we send an email.

What is a purchase request form?

A purchase request form is to purchase anything, whether it's

material, tools. That's what a purchase request is.
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Okay. And how often do you use those?

As needed [inaudible 00:29:15] to replace tools or etcetera.
Is there a similar form for a rental?

Rental is prior to, like you said, prior was just, we send an emalil
Brain Lee is our contact Hey, we need this equipment here as a
PCA task, the duration, and so forth.

Okay. Do you know Brian's title?

He's a principal CEA. Principal civil engineering assistant.
Alright. So, we're going to get back to some of the vendors
themselves. You were talking about L&N construction. Who's
the owner of L&N?

That was Yolanda Berumen.

Yolanda Berumen. What is your relationship with Yolanda?
They're a friend.

Okay.

They're all friends through, we met them through the vendor.
Can you clarify that?

It's a friend, a vendor friend.

I'm not understanding.

She's a friend.

How long have you known Yolanda?

A lot of years.

Was it before she was a vendor?

Yes.

How did you meet her?

We were neighbors.

Neighbors. And at what address?

A long time ago in East LA.
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In East LA. Do you remember maybe the street?

Dozer.

Dozer. Okay. So, you met her before she was registered as a
vendor, did you help her become a vendor?

No.

How did she become aware of doing business with the County?
| don't, she just became a vendor.

Okay. So, you mentioned earlier with LAC, you kind of you
know, told them you don't go to webVEN. Did you this the same
for L&N?

| don't recall. It's been such a long time. | might've, you know,
but | don't...

Okay. What services does L&N provide?

We don't use them no more. They used to provide you know,
materials.

Why did you stop using them?

They went out of business.

Oh. As of when?

| don't know. It's been a couple years maybe.

What year...

Maybe a year or two.

Would it surprise you if she is still getting business from R&D
[Core 00:00:34:10]?

Maybe. Maybe she got some last year.

Okay. And how were you notified that she went out of business?
| talked to her.

Is that over a phone call?

Yes.
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Was it a personal phone call or a business phone call?

A personal phone call.

What is your relationship between Yolanda and Luis?

No relationship.

No relationship? Do you commonly communicate with vendors
that do business with the County on a personal level?

Here and there, you know? | mean here and there.

Do you think that's appropriate?

Oh, we don't talk about business.

Okay. So, we also noted another vendor, Unlimited Construction
Supply. Who owns that business?

That's Lea Salazar.

Lea Salazar, and what is your relationship with Lea?

Just a friend. Same thing.

Okay. Is she related to Luis or Yolanda?

She's related to Yolanda.

She's related to Yolanda? What's their relationship?

That's her daughter.

Okay. How did you figure out that relationship?

Like I said, we were neighbors.

Okay. So, you were neighbors also with Lea?

Yes.

Okay. That was in Dozer, East LA?

Correct.

Okay. So guesstimating, how long have you known Lea? How
many years?

Over 20. 20 plus.

That would be the same for Yolanda, correct?
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Correct.

Okay. So, you met Lea, I'm assuming, through the mom?
Correct.

So, you first met Lea as a neighbor, is that correct?

That's correct.

Okay. Did you ever work with Lea?

No.

Did you interact with Lea, while she was a student worker?
No.

No? What, do you know what unit she was assigned to?
She was assigned to the front office.

Here at R&D Core?

| believe so.

Were you also with R&D Core at the moment?

Yes. And before.

Okay. So, you did work with her?

No, | didn't work with her. She works in the district office.
District office?

Where's that?

Yeah.

In the front. We have separate, so, this is bridge maintenance.
Okay.

And then we have, you know, Fleet, Survey, so forth, but they're
the district office.

Okay. So, she's in the building in the front?

Correct.

Okay. And this is R&D Core.

Uh huh.
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Okay. So, you didn't have any communication with her while she
was a student worker?

No.

Did you help her get that position as a student worker?

No.

Do you know how she got that position as a student worker?
| guess she applied.

Did you ever supervise Lea?

Never.

What services does Unlimited?

Rental and material.

Rental and material. Okay. What role do you have in Unlimited
Construction Supplies?

None.

No role. Did you have any managerial role in L&N?

None.

What is your relationship between Lea and Luis. Is there a
connection there?

No.

Not familial relationship?

| don't know what a relationship as far...

Are they related via family?

No. No.

Do you know if they are friends?

I'm pretty sure they're friends.

How about A&A Construction Supplies? What's your
relationship with A&A?

No relationship either.
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Whao's the owner of A&A.

That is Nicole.

Nicole? Okay. How long have you known Nicole?

20 plus years too.

What is her relationship with Lea and Yolanda?

They're sisters and mother.

So, Nicole is sisters with who?

Lea.

Okay. And then her mother...

Is Yolanda.

Okay. Can you clarify that one more time just for clarification?
Nicole and Lea are sisters, and Yolanda is the mother.

Okay. So, you met Nicole 20 plus years, just the same as Lea
and Yolanda?

Correct.

Neighbors? Okay. And what type of services does A&A provide
to the County?

She provided material.

Material? Okay. No rentals, just material?

Just material.

Okay. Is there a relationship between Nicole and Luis?

No.

Would you consider them to be friends?

Acquaintance.

So, you think that Lea and Luis are more friends, and then
Nicole is more of an acquaintance?

Yeah, correct.

Okay.
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[inaudible 00:36:57] correct. Okay. So, these are the vendors
that we kind of saw that many of the purchases were being
awarded to them. You know, as a [inaudible 00:37:07] in this
line of work, would you consider the prices that were provided
from LAC appropriate with market standards? Like do you think
they were...

| don't know what market standard would be at the time. | mean,
I'm pretty sure whatever price they provided, they provided.
Okay. How about for L&N, do you think there were fair prices?
I'm assuming they were.

How about for Unlimited?

Same thing.

How about for A&A?

Same.

So, in the past, prior to procurement kind of handling, all of
those PO’s, you would be the one getting some of these quotes
out from different vendors?

Correct.

Do you believe that they were lower or higher than other
vendors?

| couldn't tell you if they were higher or lower to me.

Well as a bridge maintenance supervisor, you were...

You know, it fluctuated.

Fluctuated as in what?

Sometimes they were low and sometimes they were high, you
know? But it was a fluctuation depending on the market, |
guess. | don't know.

Okay.
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And how would you rank their pricing compared to other
vendors?

They were within, | believe, the ballpark you know.

In the ballpark? Okay.

Did the L&N and Unlimited, do provide the same type of
rentals?

Yes.

Do you know if they ever bid against each other?

Well, once again it's...

Or do you ever know if they were up for the same contract?
Because everybody's got to submit a bid, right?

Well, the way, | guess, if IFC puts out the bid and they submit, |
guess, their bid through them. So, as far as your question was,
again, | sorry.

Do you know if L&N and Unlimited ever put in a bid for the same
job?

Oh, for the same job as far as, I'm pretty sure they did.

Is that typical for them? Regular business practice for them?
No, not really, because like | said...

Because I'm sure, you said they’re all friends, they all talk. Are
they all bidding for the same, are mom and daughter bidding for
the same business?

At times, they probably did.

Okay.

Yeah.

Knowing your relationships with them, do you think that was
appropriate?

Well, like | said, my relationship was just business wise.
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You know?

Right. So, you knowing that Yolanda is Lea's mother, because
you previously known that, when they were neighbors, known
that they're mother and daughter. All of they had different last
names. Do you think that was appropriate for them to bid
against one other?

| couldn't answer the question.

Well, as the bridge maintenance supervisor, you know, you
are...

| mean, | get other vendors that, | know they are related to this
vendor that vendor. | can...

For this specific one, do you think it was appropriate?

If it was appropriate? | mean, it was, for them, | don't know. |
couldn't tell you if it was, or...

You, as a supervisor, knowing that these vendors are related,
do you think that was appropriate to solicit bids from both of
them?

| we submit our requests. If they wanted to bid or not, | mean, |
couldn't determine if it was appropriate or not.

Do equipment companies and material companies, now you
said the first two were equipment, right?

Yes.

And the last one was material? Is there ever a time or a job
where all three of those companies would bid on the same job?
If | recall, maybe, maybe not. | can't recall to be honest.

Do you hear anything about it?

No.

Would you have seen any of the documentation before or —
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- after the changes?

| probably would, but | wouldn't pay attention to it.

They ever talk to you about it?

Nope.

We're going to circle back. So, we know it is that sometimes
when you solicited these bids, you forwarded these vendor
names to other DPW employees.

Uh huh.

Why would that occur?

Well, because they provided a good service, you know, they
were on time, and it was just the providing a good service.
Okay. How often do you think you'd promote other supervisors
use these vendors? And I'm talking specifically about LAC, L&N,
Unlimited, and A&A.

Depending, you know, they would call me and ask me, "Who
could | get such and such?" | said, "Try this vendor. They're
pretty good." | wasn't promoting actually, they would call me and
ask me, "Hey, what vendor would you recommend for such and
such?"

Okay. So, if we reviewed your County emails and we noted that
you sent a couple of individuals you know, the names of these
vendors, and you would say you know, "Just email them what
you want."

Correct.

Was that a common practice that you did?

Well first, before that happened, they would call me. So, then |
would send them the information.

Okay.
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And having your relationships with these vendors, do you think
that was appropriate? To your friends that you're related to
them?

That was appropriate? Like | said, it was a business
relationship. So, as far as that...

And first and foremost, you have a family and a friendly
relationship, correct?

Uh huh.

So, do you think that would be unfair to other vendors that also
provide similar services?

| mean, | give everyone the opportunity, whether they're friends,
not friends. | mean, | refer to other vendors, not just these
vendors that you're talking about. | mean, | refer all kinds of
vendors too. Like | said, if | got called on something, Hey, so
and so, this has this. So, this vendor has this.

Okay. So, we looked at the PO’s issued from [inaudible
00:43:33] and we noted that it was disproportionately up-marked
for the LAC, L&N, and Unlimited, that most of the transactions
coming out of R&D were awarded to these vendors.

Correct.

If you're saying that you offer everyone fair chance...

Well, the reason is, if | use these vendors it's because they
specialize, or they have the material that | was inquiring about.
Okay.

Other vendors, say for instance, if | wanted to get an oval-top
handrail, | couldn't go down to Home Depot, or | couldn't go to,
Joe down the street. | wouldn't have it.

Okay.
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| don't think you're quite answering my question. So, there's
hundreds of other vendors that can be used, but we noticed
that...

Yes. Yes. But these vendors, what, | guess, let me rephrase it.
The reason | use these vendors is because these vendors
specialize in the type of material that we were trying to get.

In all the cases?

In majority of the cases.

So, for example, if we looked at the RA’s awarded from, to L&N,
97% of their business was from here.

97%. Yes. So, a lot of the stuff that we've got from L&N was
specifically, we're bridge here. So, it's a little different than at a
road yard. At a road yard, where basically they use concrete
asphalt. Concrete asphalt. Here at bridge, we use from a nail to
rocket fuel. You know, so, 90% of whatever got awarded was
that it was a specialty item.

Okay. Okay. And that it only specialty items for bridge projects?
For a bridge, yes. Correct.

Okay. Can you give us just, you know, I'm new to bridge
products.

Okay. So, like for instance, a handrail, let me get a picture of
one of these. A special handrail on these bridges is not a
standard that | could go and buy it at, you know, like Lowe's or
so forth. It has to be fabricated and so forth. Or even if | go to
Tell Steel, Tell Steel only sells the steel.

Okay.

But not the fabrication, you know? So that's what | mean if we

went to that vendor, because that vendor was able to produce —
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- that type of material that we needed. Well, the type of the type
of tools, that we need.

Okay. Okay, | think that gives us a little bit more clarity. So, you
know, we reviewed a couple of County records, and we noted
that you forwarded vendor quotes to other vendors.

Uh huh.

For example, you would obtain a quote from one vendor and
then forward that quote to someone else.

Uh huh.

Can you explain why that would occur?

If I did, | was trying to get, one of the reasons we did that was
when we submit a quote to procurement, if this vendor had the
same product, but wrote it in a different way, procurement, oh
no, it doesn't match. It's not apples to apples. So, you have to
get the vendors to have the same product almost line to line.
Okay.

So that's why, sometimes, | would get to go with, "Here, this is
exactly what | need.”

Okay. As an expert in this field, do you believe forwarding the
guote to another vendor that included the prices was fair?

It probably wasn't fair, but you know what, in order for us to get
our material, it's the way the system you know, it was made. It
was impossible, sometimes, to get material. So, we had to
forward, you know, one quote to another vendor just to make it
happen.

In hindsight, do you think that is inappropriate practice?

It was, it was, it was probably would have been a better

judgment of me just to you know, erase the whatever.
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But | guess sometimes, the way our procurement is set up, if it's
not apples to apples to the dot, then we wouldn't be able to get
our material.

Okay. You said erase the whatever. What is the whatever?
The price.

The price? Okay.

The companies that you would forward with these, these, what
are they called again?

Quotes.

Quotes.

These quotes to, and so that they could get the wording right;
were they the ones awarded the job?

| don't remember which you know, which ones were which. I'm
pretty sure...

Okay, let me...

I'm pretty sure they were.

Okay. Alright. I'm about to say, you're out there, right?

Right.

You know who these vendors are.

Correct.

You're probably familiar with the workers, delivery process, the
equipment, what it looks like, all of that. You know who's stuff is
from who.

Correct.

You've been in this field for a long time.

Correct.

Right? So, that's why I'm going to go back and ask you again.

When you would forward that quote, because you know —
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- you need it apples to apples, like you said...

Correct.

The one that you forwarded it to, in most cases were they the
ones that got the job, in your experience?

Probably. They probably did. I'm not a hundred percent sure.
And I'm not saying that you know the exact answer to this, but in
respect to how long you've been doing this, why do you think
that happened?

Because it was like | said, we wanted to make the project
happen. It was not so much that | was, like | said, like he told
me, 90% of who went to this vendor, who went for a reason
because that was the only vendor that provided that material,
that tool, or whatever, that was it. For instance, if we have a sole
source, right? We have a sole source. So, in other words, you're
familiar with the little bit of...

Yes.

So, we do a sole source farm, right? Sometimes we would do a
sole source, because we couldn't get Hilti, I'll give you an
example, Hilti. Hilti is a vendor that if | wanted to order a Hilti to,
| cannot get three quotes, because Hilti is a full circuit. They
don't sell to anybody other than Hilti, unless you as a vendor,
you go in there, you buy it from them, and then you're going to
have to resell it for more. So, some of this material that we buy,
same thing, we couldn't get even like Elkhorn, or one of these,
to fabricate that. They wouldn't do it.

Who would write those? Who would read write them?

Write what?

Who would write up the narrative?
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Oh, these are standard, we have standard, as built, this is what
we want.

So, just to clarify, the sergeant’s question is, in cases where the
full quote, let's say vendor A would get a quote from them, you
forward it to vendor B.

Uh huh.

They obviously now have the pricing for vendor A, correct?
Correct.

So, vendor B would be at an unfair advantage, would you...
Well, yeah, but sometimes to be honest with you, sometimes a
vendor whatever wouldn't actually, either their price was higher
or lower sometimes, to be honest with you.

Okay. Well, based on the percentages, it seemed that they were
still awarded that. So, given that, if they didn't have that forward
quote, or know what the vendor A was bidding, do you think that
they, we're not saying for all of them, but as an expert, would
you consider that to be an unfair advantage to them?

| don't know. | mean, if like | said, sometimes it would be the
opposite, where we send the quote in it, it came back actually at
a lower price from the higher vendor. | don't know. Sometimes
the vendor would actually lower his price, the guy that was
higher, or the vendor that, in other words, if | forward, "This guy
is that $10." And then this guy forwarded his quote, he would
actually come in at a higher price sometimes instead of a lower
price to beat the vendor that | forward the quote from.

Okay. [inaudible 00:52:43]. So, we noted that, earlier, you
mentioned that you don't have any roles in LAC.

Uh huh.
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For clarification, do you have any role in LAC?

No. As far as, | don't have no role.

Okay. Did you ever assist Luis in building up his business?

No. | mean, | talked to him and everything, but as far as me
personally, no.

Okay. So, would it surprise you if we found evidence that you
assisted Luis procure a dump truck for his business?

| mean, we talked about it, but as far as me directly assisted,
like financially or that, no.

Okay. So, we reviewed your email records as noted, and we
noted that you helped him purchase a dump truck in getting the
specifications and everything for his business. Can you explain
that?

Like I said, if I did, it was just giving him examples of the trucks
that we run here, whether we rent it from ISCO or from, ISCO is
one of our main vendors here.

Okay. And you said that you, how was that assistance? Was it
over the phone, what was it?

Yeah, just or | talked to him and just basically, "Hey, this is the
type of trucks that we use here," and that was it.

Okay. So, we have communication that you actually emailed
LAC and Sonny Settles, where you helped him procure this
dump truck, including specific specifications. Given that, can
you provide more clarity on what exactly you assisted LAC and
Ceniceros to do?

Like I said, | just told them the type of truck we like to rent here.
What you know, what gadgets the truck needs to have, whether

you know, it's an electrical tarp, etcetera, mud flaps so-and-so.
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Do you think that was appropriate for you to help him do that?

| was just giving them a recommendation of what type of truck
here in the County we rent.

Right, and as a whole, given that you are his uncle, you
regularly get quotes from him for items?

No, | don't.

You do business with him from RND for him?

| don't get quotes from him. | don't have his-

Well, I'm going to stop you right there, because we've reviewed
your County email records, and we have records where you did
obtain quotes from all of these vendors. So, we can discuss that
further if you'd like?

Well no, that's fine. | mean, if | got quotes, | don't get quotes or
directly, because | don't, that process of rental does not go
through me. Fleet is in charge of it.

No, no, we're not saying for specifically...

Yeah, yes, | got quotes for material and so forth.

Right, and then when you need a specific type of rentals, which
is a dump truck, it goes through fleet and you kind of let them
know what they need. LAC is already on the master agreement,
so their items are listed on there?

Correct.

Right. So, when you're getting these items, do you think that
was a fair assistance that you provided to LAC, to help him
procure the dump truck specific to the specifications that you've
used here?

That could be with any vendor. | talked to ISCO-

Right, but we're talking specifically —
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Yeah, like | said, | talked to ISCO, | talked to other vendors and
they asked me, "Hey, what type of truck?" Yeah. | said, "Hey,
this is what we like on the truck," like electric tarp. We like a].
With all these other vendors, were you also included in the
email communication to solicit that the truck?

No.

For example, for LAC, it was procured from Valew, V-A-L-E-W?
So, you were included in the communication with Sonny Settles
and Valew?

Did you also do that for the other vendors?

No.

So, we can see the different assistance with LAC compared to
the other vendors?

Correct.

Are we in agreement with that?

Yeah, correct.

Okay. That's exactly what we're going to discuss a little bit. So,
you mentioned it a little bit earlier that that's the same dump
truck, that DPW rents from?

Correct.

Okay. Do you think that was appropriate?

Like I said, | was just trying to get a truck that works for our
operation, that we would like to have. So yes, it was in the
interest of my operation, that I, if | got involved.

Okay. We kind of talked about this a little bit earlier, but your
role in this purchase, you said that you helped them get-

Yeah. Just helped them get what we want on the truck.
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Okay. So, was it just, did you help him financially to participate?
No.

Okay. So, what type of specific specifications, if you recall, did
you provide him?

Just like | said, kind of the horsepower we liked on the truck,
what type of it, whether it's manual or automatic, whether we
want, like | said, electric tarp, we want Beacon, we want A/C,
power windows and so forth.

Okay. So, we also noted that you helped Luis purchase a
property in East LA.

You currently own a property in East LA as well, correct?
Correct.

What's the address on that property?

On the one that | own or...?

Yes.

4407 Hammel Street.

Okay, and what's that address that you helped Luis purchase?
Next door, | don't know if it's 445 or...

| think it's 4407, but it's like right across the street, right?
Correct.

Okay. Do you believe this purchase was appropriate to assist
you know, a County vendor?

Well, just to get into detail, that property did not belong to Luis
He did a favor for my brother. It's actually my brother's property.
Oh, your brother. What's your brother's name?

Antonio.

Antonio, can you clarify that a little bit, that he purchased?
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He helped my brother, because my brother, he's a self-
employed, so he doesn't have the means to prove financial, that
he has the finance too, but actually Luis bought it under his
name for him.

Okay, do you think that's an appropriate relationship to have?
That was between the Luis and my brother actually.

Right. And when we reviewed your County records, we noted
that you were also included in some of the escrow docs.
Yeah, they were asking me my advice, because | do
construction.

Okay.

So, | did an inspection and so forth, so that's why | was involved
in that.

Okay. You had that property right across the street, correct?
You make that mortgage payment?

On which one?

On your property, 4408 that you own?

Yeah, 4407.

4407 is you, 4408 is Luis?

Correct.

So, is that mortgage paid off?

Which one? 440. Yes.

Yours?

Okay, did you make those payments?

Yes.

Did you make that pay off?

Yes.

You made the pay off?
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Yes.

For your property on Hammel?

Correct.

Just for clarity, you made the regular mortgage payments and
you paid off that property?

The payoff that you're talking about, if the payoff was made by a
money, that payoff was made by me.

Okay. So, we reviewed the bank records and we noted that that
payoff was made by Luis?

Okay. You got me, you're talking about the 44077

The property that is under your name?

Yes. Okay. Yeah. So, Luis made [inaudible 00:07:24]. I'm
renting out my lot there in the bottom.

Okay. So, there's a lot of, let's take a step back. So, Luis made
the final payoff, to pay off the mortgage on the property that you
own?

Correct.

Then you said that you rent him?

Yes.

Can you would provide a little bit more clarity on what that
entails?

He has old cars, so he uses my whole lot in the bottom.

Okay, so-

| rent him my lot in the bottom.

So, you rent him your lot at the bottom. Was that an ongoing-
Oh, it's been going on for years?

Okay. So, when he made this mortgage payoff, do you have any

agreement that you made with him as a rental too?
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No, it was just the word.

Okay. So, you had him pay off your mortgage. Can you just
clarify that a little bit, in your own words?

Part of the deal was, he was going to use my whole property to
sell his cars down there which he had been doing prior, way
long and continues to. That was part of the deal.

For him to pay off your mortgage?

Correct.

Do you think that was appropriate given that you do so much
business with him?

It was business.

Can you expand on that?

Yeah, we made a deal that if he could use the lot down on the
bottom, and pay for whatever he's used, that was the deal.
You don't have any rental agreement with him?

No.

Is he still paying rent for using-

Well, that's part of the deal.

Part of what deal?

Part of the deal that what he paid off, that he could use it.
Okay. So, does he currently pay you [inaudible 01:03:31]?
No.

So, it was just one-time payment and you can use it forever?
Not forever. Not forever.

Did you guys set what parameters, a year, two years, nothing?
| didn't really set up parameters to honest with you.

Okay. Who lives at your property?

Just my mom.
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Okay. Now, when you had him pay it off, was anything
discussed regarding County business?

No.

Do you have any other involvement in LAC?

| don't.

So, we reviewed some of your email records, and we noted that
you forwarded some LAC invoices to ISCO. We noted
occasions where, you're currently married, correct?

Correct.

Who is your wife?

Lisa.

Lisa. So, we noted where she would prepare an LAC invoice,
and send it to you, and you would send it to ISCO, so can you
provide clarity on what that was for?

| did general construction. | have a general construction license.
| used to do construction, well, I still do sometimes.

Okay.

When we finally hit that back in two thousand whatever, 7, | had
a machine that | would lease [inaudible 01:05:04]. | rent it to
ISCO.

So, you rented, what was the machine?

It was, | believe a skidsteer, or a skidsteer | believe.

Okay.

Or an excavator.

Why would that be billed to ISCO under LAC?

It was, it was, |, because originally, | had, originally, | had the
machine and you know what, | didn’t, for tax purposes. So, |

didn't want no more equipment, no more income.
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Okay, so you used LAC as the business to avoid tax?

Correct.

Okay, and do you think that was an appropriate...?

That wasn't appropriate, but | didn’t, taxes were too much.
Right. Okay. So, you can understand my question in regarding
your involvement in LAC?

| get it, but you know it's, my relationship is business. It's not,
yeah, it could be seen as a conflict of interest. | get it, but |
assure you, it's nothing of that nature.

Okay, maybe we should circle back with that. So, you're saying
you have access to Lisa's emails?

Yeah, we have access to both our emails, our personal emails.
What would be the purpose then if you were [inaudible
01:07:10] computer, to send it via Lisa's and then send it to
yourself, and then you send-

| believe it had to do something with the X file on her computer
wouldn't work on mine or something like that, to be honest with
you.

Okay. About how much business do you think you conducted
with ISCO?

| don't know, maybe six, seven [inaudible 01:07:36] maybe.
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814 Soto: Okay, and who was your contact at ISCO that you provided to
ISCO?

815 Ordorica: | don't know if it was at the time, was it Jaime or was it
Mauricio?

816 Soto: Okay. And so, if I'm understanding correctly, they needed this
item?

817 Ordorica: | don't know. | rented to them, wherever they ran it through. |
don't know.

No. No, we created. We didn't get the letterhead. No, it was just
an Excel spreadsheet, and then we just put the name on there.
So, no one at LAC gave you that?

No.

But you have permission to use their name?

Correct.

From who?

It was actually Luis. | don't think it said LAC.

But Luis gave you permission to use his company name to rent-

His name. Yes.
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To rent your equipment to ISCO?

Correct.

Then ISCO paid who?

Luis.

And Luis paid you?

Correct?

You know how much?

| don't know. It was 28 or 3200, something like that.
And what did Luis get out of the deal?

Luis got nothing out of it.

Earlier you said it was around 6000. Of business that you?
No, no. You said 6,000 total?

Uh huh.

No, | thought you asked me, | thought | said six months.
Oh okay.

Yeah.

| just wanted to clarify.

So, |
have an email from 2017. | just pulled a you know, a random
email, and | noted that you communicated with N.E Bridge
Contractors, Inc, on behalf of Lea.

Correct.

So, can you provide us a little bit more detail on how-

Same thing. So, we requested a UBID, an under bridge
inspection unit.

Okay.

So, Lea has that under her contract or had it, | don't know if she
still does.

The item, right?

The item, yeah.

Not an [inaudible 01:18:26].

No. So, |, she says, "This is the vendor, contact them that way
to make sure you're going to get what you want." So that's why |
contacted the vendor.

Okay.

Bridget. | still remember her name, Brigid something.

Okay. How often do you think this would occur?

Every time we were going to rent the equipment.

Okay. Do you think it was common knowledge that they were
brokers?

Who was brokers?

You mentioned that LAC, L&N and Unlimited kind of served as

brokers.
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Was that common knowledge among the -

Yes. Oh yeah. Yeah, definitely. Because | men, obviously if that
equipment shows up here, and it has whatever different name
than the PO we got, we know they're doing a rerun or
something.

Okay. Do you think that it's an appropriate practice for vendors?
Yeah, that's very common with all the vendors here, even with, |
mean, you named it with the big companies, with say Quinn.
Quinn might not have the equipment, so they might rent it from
someone else just to give us that service.

Okay. Have you ever visited any of the locations of LAC? Well,
LAC, we said yes, right?

Uh huh.

How about L&N and Unlimited?

No, I mean I, they have no official locations other than their
address.

Their personal address?

Yes.

So, they operate these businesses from their home?

Correct.

Okay. Would there be another reason to coordinate ordering
commodities for obtaining these quotes for these vendors? For
example, would you ever contact for example, let's use NE,
would you contact NE Bridge Contractors first and say, "I need
this type of item, Lea or Yolanda will contact you to complete
the purchase?"

No, | would first contact Lea, or wherever the equipment at, and

then they tell me, “Oh, this is my vendor that we’re going to use-
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- So contact them."

Okay, and nowhere within the PO or the items that you solicit
would include any of the NE Bridge Contractor?

No, correct. No, uh uh.

Everything would only list the other vendor?

Yes, correct.

Okay. Do you have any follow up questions. So, given you
know, your relationships with Luis, Yolanda, Lea and Nicole, do
you think it was appropriate to solicit quotes and reward them,
or you know, forward that up to procurement, knowing that you
know, you have these familiar relationships with them?

Like I said, | didn't award anything. All | did was get quotes.
And forward them to procurement.

| forwarded them to procurement. It was up to procurement who
they picked, or who they want to go with.

Would you reference, | noticed that on the purchase request
forms, there's a reference number. What was that quoted to?
The reference number it's the company's name, vendor number.
What would be the purpose of having a vendor listed on there?
| don't know. You've got to ask procurement. They made us do
that to reference the vendor.

Okay. So, let's say you're completing a purchase request form
and you list LAC. What would be the purpose, on your end, of
including LAC as a reference vendor?

So, say for instance, we'll say, which is once again for a rental, it
doesn't work that way, but we'll just say for that purpose. So, if |
say, "Okay, I'm picking LAC." I'm picking them, because | know
the type of equipment | want. | know they provide good service,

and so forth.
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So, that's what's it for. And that could have been for, if it was
based on always, my operation's based on service. That's all it
was, it was not based on conflict events, none of that.

But you can see how -

Yeah, | know.

| mean, you basically said just now what I've been waiting for
you to say, you picked them because they were good at what
they did.

Correct.

But you can see how I'm sitting here saying you also picked
them because that's your nephew, who's good at what he does.
You know, | used them for ISCO. And everyone tell me, "Why
you keep on renting from ISCO, ISCO?" For same thing. They
provide a good service. They know the equipment you want,
they, when the equipment breaks down, they're here the next
day or the same day you know. It's not just, | know you guys
look at it like, "Oh, it's obvious."

But you know we're here, we want to talk to you.

| totally get it, but it doesn't operate that way. You know,
sometimes when you go with these big companies, SIG Quinn,
Hertz, United, we'll submit a request and obviously they're not in
the contract if you noticed. United and all these. Why? They
don't want to do business with us, because we're you know, a
little challenging. We want service.

County pays low.

Well, pays low. They don't want to deal with us. So, these small
vendor businesses, you know, they're good, -
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- because they're family orientated. ISCO is one of our good
vendors you know. Which, we, if my money is that if | put where
they put L&N or unlimited or ISCO, or whatever, it was based on
service, it was not based on anything else. You know, like | said,
my job was just, they asked us, "Who do you want?" And
honestly, | want LAC. It didn't mean | would get LAC. Majority of
the time, believe it or not, | would not get it. It would come from
a different vendor.

So, kind of touching on that subject, have you ever solicited any
type of gratuity or bribe from a County vendor?

No.

Have you ever received any type of gratuity from a County
vendor?

We get a gift certificate for 20 bucks to Starbucks.

From a County vendor?

County vendor, definitely.

Just you? The entire office?

Sometimes. | mean, the crew, they'll get a hat or a sweater or
something, that's as far -

Okay. So, we noticed that you often go on vacation. Family
vacations. On some of those vacations, Luis and Lea are there.
Uh huh.

Does Lea go there just because she's a family friend or is she
related to you?

No. No relationship.

Just familiar-

Just friends, correct.

Okay.
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Do you think it's appropriate to go on vacations with County
vendors?

| mean, it's a vacation. Unless we, | don't, when I'm out of this
place, | don't want to know nothing of this place. So, there's no
shop talk or anything of that nature.

Okay. How often do you think yearly you would go on vacations
with them?

They only go one time.

Like a yearly thing?

A yearly thing. It's more like friends and you know, family
reunion.

Oh, okay. Who would pay for these vacations?

Everybody pays for them, you know, themselves.
Themselves.

Or we go on a big, we rent a condo, we all go in together.
Everyone pays their portion. Any other County vendors that
would go with you guys on vacation? How about Yolanda?
No.

How about Nicole?

No.

So, just for clarification, it would only be?

If maybe, trying to remember. Yolanda, no. Nicole, maybe one
time, | believe.

And Luis?

Yes, Luis.

And Lea?

Yes.

Okay. Would their significant others also go?

Yes.

And do they have children?

Lea has children, yes.

Would they go?

Yes.

How many children does she have?

Two.

And you said everyone would pay for their own?

Yeah. Everyone gets it.

Okay. Did you ever receive a vacation as a gratuity?

No.

So, in general, have you ever opened an account, like a bank
account under your name for anyone else? No? So, all of your
accounts are your accounts?

Yes.

Other than the ones you share with your wife?

Correct.

Okay. Have you shared your accounts with someone other than
your wife? No? We noted that Luis made payments to all of your
credit cards.

Yeah. He used my credit cards.

Your personal credit card?

Well, I let him use it.

So, earlier when | asked you if anyone else uses your account.
Oh, I thought you said bank accounts.

Well, it is a bank account, a credit card. You bank with the bank.
Correct?

Correct.
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So, we noted that he made payments to these credit cards.

Uh huh.

Right? So, why would he do that?

Because he [inaudible 01:28:14] | bought stuff.

Okay. So, either you said that he had the account but now
you're saying you had?

You can say
yay or nay. Were the purchases that were made on your credit
card by Luis, were they like, you know, you're all having a big
family gathering, | know you said Costco was one of them. Was
it all personal stuff like that? Groceries and stuff? Or was there
ever any purchases for equipment that he could use for his
business?

No.

So, no construction related purchases on that credit card?

No.

Okay. And can you clarify, or would you choose to clarify your
relationship with Yolanda? She came around the Hammel street
property quite a bit. And it just, | heard you in the beginning,
just say you were-

We were friends.

You were friends, you were a vendor. First you said you were
vendor friends. So, | [crosstalk 01:32:15] let me put it to you like
this. | got a lot of cop friends, but a lot of my cop friends don't
come to my crib. You see what I'm saying? | got my friend
friends and | got my cop friends. Some of my cop friends, they
carry you over to my personal friends, but some of them don't.

Not everybody in this industry can just come to my crib.
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What is really, what's the deal with your relationship?

An old friend of mine, over 20 plus years.

Okay. Okay. So that's why she would come to the crib?

Yep. And she knows all my family.

Okay. Alright. And this was before her company.

Yeah, we were neighbors.

Alright. So, you guys were neighbors. She would be over the
crib often. And you don't ever remember a time where she used
your address for anything?

| don't recall to be honest with you.

Okay. Do you think moms might've gave her permission to use it
for something? To get deliveries? Like | have a neighbor, me
and her are very close. Her husband died. I'm just saying, |
know how things can be and | know how things can be in close-
knit neighborhoods. I'm just trying to figure out what the deal
was with Yolanda. So, we just have a, | know it seems like I'm
prying in your personal business, but | just wanted to have a
very clear understanding of what the relationship was, because
I'm hearing something.

You're taking my personal cell phone?

Yes.

Okay.

But we will have a phone you can use to make a phone call or
anything of that nature. But your department has a couple of
guestions before that.

Everything’s normally lined out in your search warrant.
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Okay.

And the reason the search warrant is issued, you understand
why a search warrant is issued for your phones and your house
and your office?

Uh huh.

Do you understand?

No, | don't.

During the course of the investigation, there's some things that
are highly irregular. Okay? So, during the course of that
investigation, we go to a judge. We need to look a little further
into this, but we need a judge's permission to look even further.
Present this information to the judge that says, "Okay, look a
little further. But here's the documentation that allows you to
look a little further.” And that's what this is. You're not under
arrest. You're not guilty before proven innocent. This ain't
Mother Russia. We don't get down like that. So, but that's why
all the natifications are being made and you're not going to jail.
The handcuffs earlier were just a matter of procedure. We do
that with everybody that we do a search warrant for, until we
sort things out and find out who's who in the zoo.

Yeah, that's from my business.

You have a lot of money, it seems like.

Yeah.

It's from your-

I'll help you out too.

Alright. That sounds good.

Great.

I'll go take you to get filet mignon with mashed potatoes and
mushrooms.

And the same thing, this is another credit card statement.
That's because | help him out and it's because, it's a mess. It's a

whole mess.
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Okay. And we also found a $63,500 mortgage payment that you
made for Juan. It looks like it kind of helped pay off a house-

A house, yeah.

...that he owned. You did that?

Yeah.

Why did you do that?

Well, it's because we help each other. That's why. He's a good guy.
He's a good buddy.

Yeah, | know. He's your uncle.

Yeah.

We've also found that he's giving you a lot of business because
we've looked at his emails and we see emails going to you.
Yeah.

So, we know that there is that communication.

Yeah.

Right? Before you said you don't know, you didn't-

Well, not coming from Juan.

Well, it's coming from his email.

Well, | don't pay attention to it.

Huh?

| don't really pay attention to it.

But Juan is emailing you like, "Hey, send me a quote."

Yeah.

Right? Then you send it to Juan and he-

Well, he don't really send me nothing.

He's not sending you anything?

Well, the last time, well, it's not really Juan. It's Jose and Brian.

Jose and Brian? Okay.
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Then | got to check with Juan. | got to double-check.

Alright. These are emails from Juan and they're, it looks like Lisa is
filling out invoices for you. Does she do any work for you?

What kind of invoices?

See, this is from Lisa to Juan. FYI. And then they have your invoice
attached.

Huh.

Why is...

I'm not sure. Let me see?

There's a couple of examples there.

That's for ISCO Machinery, no?

Right, but why is Lisa and Juan involved in your business?

| don't know.

Because Lisa doesn't even work for that yard. She works in a whole
other office unrelated to procurement.

Yeah, | don't know. Because I'm confused and | don't know why.
Luis, we look at your Facebook posts. So, coming in | knew that
you were related to Juan. You have pictures with Juan and Lisa,
and | wanted to see how truthful you were going to be with me. At
the beginning, | think you were not being totally upfront with me.
Right?

Yeah.

When | asked you knew Juan Ordorica, you were like, "No."

Yeah.

But then as | provide you with additional information [crosstalk
00:40:41]

Yeah.

And | appreciate you being honest when you [crosstalk 00:40:44]
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No, I've been honest in the last word.

Okay. But here's what we, it looks like what's going on is Juan
Ordorica is your uncle.

Yeah, he's my uncle.

He works for DPW. He's a bridge maintenance supervisor. He's in
charge of ordering stuff, right? When a bridge is out, he has to go
order all the parts, the equipment to get it fixed, and so he calls you
or emails you and gives you the job.

Well, | don't really get a lot of emails from him.

Maybe it's not an email. Maybe it's a call. Whatever it is, but he's
giving you the business.

Yeah.

Is that right?

Well, it sound like it.

Yeah. | mean, we know.

Yeah.

But he is giving you the business.

Yeah.

Because you're his nephew.

Yeah.

Just like you said, he's family and you take care of each other.
Yeah.

| understand it. | have family, right?

Yeah.

So, he's giving you the business and that's why you got all this
money, right?

Well, it's not all from him.

Okay. There's other...
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| got more business over here too.

Okay. But I'm talking about, right now I'm just going to talk about-
Well, yeah.

Because that's who works for us.

Yeah.

So, he's forwarding business and in return, you're paying his credit
card bills.

Yeah, it goes around, but...

Sure. No, it makes sense. Right? He gives you business, you pay
his credit card bills, he treats you to whatever, vacations. Because |
saw some posts with vacations.

That's from a long time ago.

Yeah. | think Mexico, right?

Somewhere like that. Something.

Somewhere in a resort. But Lea and Nicole, they're involved too,
because we see posts from them. And we know they're kind of all
related. | mean, Berumen is their mother.

Yeah, | don't know. | know Lea, because we work with each other.
Yeah.

But other than that, | don't know the family.

Okay. You know Nicole?

No.

So, Lea's doing the same thing. Right? So, Juan's kind of taking
care of her too. Is that right?

Well, I don't know, because | don't really talk to him like that. |
mean-

No, but-

It could be true. | don't know like you know.
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| think you know. | mean, you're being honest. | know you're being
honest with me now.

Yeah.

So, Lea's involved in the thing too.

Yeah.

Right?

Yeah.

| mean, it feels good to just tell the truth, yeah.

I'm going to tell you straight up. Yeah.

So, Lea is basically doing the same thing as you.

Like as me, yeah.

Okay. So, Juan contacts you guys when he needs something. He
says, "Give me a quote.”" He makes sure you get the job.

Yeah, but it depends because Juan doesn't really send emails. It's
not from him.

Okay.

It doesn't come out from him.

Okay, so-

| mean, once in a while, yeah. Once in a while, yeah.

Okay. So, tell me how it works.

It's because, alright, for an example, what do you want to know
about?

| want to know how Juan gets you the work.

Okay, Juan, the only way | can contact him when they need
something, because they send an email.

Okay.

An email with me, and Juan, and Jose Gonzalez, whatever that guy

is.
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Okay. Who sends the email?

Jose Gonzalez.

Jose Gonzalez sends you the email and Juan the email?

Yeah. Whenever that email comes out, it tells you the name right
there.

Okay. And then so, Jose, he starts it up?

| guess.

Okay.

| can't tell you 100% if he starts it off or who starts it off.

Okay. But then how does Juan make sure you get the job?
Well, he'll be like, "Hey, did they ever call you for that machine?"
And I'll be, "No," or, "Yeah." It just depends.

Okay. But usually, you'll get the job?

Yeah.

Okay.

It's 50/50 because they split it. They split it by vendor.

| see. So, sometimes it's Lea?

Yeah.

And then sometimes-

Or sometimes it could be other companies. | don't know who.
Okay. So, from what we've seen, there's a lot for Lea and Nicole.
More Lea, | think. Not as much Nicole. Maybe a little bit of
Berumen.

Yeah.

Is Berumen their mother? | think it's their mother.

Like I said, | don't know the family like that.

Yolanda's the mother.

Yeah.
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I'm sure. So, they're all involved?

Yeah, they're all related. Shit.

So, Berumen is related to them?

Well, I don't know. Berumen? Who's that?

Yolanda Berumen?

Well, Yolanda, yeah. Berumen? No.

You don't know the last name Berumen?

No.

You just know Yolanda.

Yolanda, yeah.

Do you know what her last name is? Yolanda's last name?
| know her by the first name Yolanda, but | don't know the whole
last name.

Okay, and you know Yolanda is Lea's mother?

Yeah.

Okay. So, they all have similar kind of businesses-

Yeah.

... to you? So, the four of you guys have the same kind of
business?

Same thing, yeah.

Okay. Are there any other [crosstalk 00:45:55]

No, that's it for right now.

Okay. So, you guys all know each other?

Yeah.

You do. Okay. And so, Juan gives you, all four of you business at
some point?

Well, not really him. It's up to whatever's up there.

Well, Jose's involved too.
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Yeah.

Okay. Does Jose also know that you know, that Juan is sort of
choosing who he wants to do the work?

I'm not sure. | can't-

Okay.

Because | don't really talk to those people like that.

Okay.

The only way we talk is through email or phone. That's it.

Okay. I'm trying to understand, | guess, how Juan makes sure you
get the work.

Yeah.

| guess he has some authority there because he's a supervisor.
Yeah.

So, I'm thinking he must just tell them, "Hey, use-"

So, we're all in trouble now?

"Use LAC." I don't know. That's why do the investigation to figure
out what's happening. Right?

Yeah.

But there's a lot of money involved. You made a lot of money.
That's because we do a lot of big jobs. So, yeah, money goes
around like that.

Right.

Because sometimes I'm doing my own stuff and a lot of times,
"Hey, just you go do it. I'll just pay you at the end of the day."
Okay. And so, let's see. So, you said Jose Gonzalez is usually the
guy who sends you the email?

Well, yeah. | mean, look at my email. It'll say right there.

Okay.
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Wherever it's coming from. Because the email tells you right there
where's it coming from.

Okay. Then you say, "l could do it for $10,000," and then a few
days, whatever, you'll get the word, "Hey, you got the job."

No, not like that.

Okay.

It's not like that.

Okay.

It's not like, "Oh, you're going to get 10,00 this week." It don't work
like that. It's whatever they send you from up there to us. You get
me?

When you say up there, do you mean-

| don't know who I'm talking to. | don't know who-

Someone from DPW.

Yeah.

Okay.

| don't know who sent me the email.

That says you got the-

[crosstalk 00:47:47] It's Jose or some other people.

Okay. It's never Juan though?

No. | mean, no, because the main guy is up there. That Jose.
Okay.

Wherever the emails coming from, it's from him.

Okay. Alright, and then-

The only way | get to contact to Juan if | get a PO or something.
Okay. Once you get the PO then-

Yeah.

Because Juan's going to get the item.
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The machine, whatever, yeah.

Yeah. So, once the PO then you'll talk to Juan about delivery and-
Well, | don't really call him. | call his other boss, Brian, whatever he
is.

Okay. So, does Brian, do you know Brian?

No.

Okay. Other than Juan, is anybody else involved in your, it seems
like it's a family thing.

Well, it's only us.

Just-

Whatever you mentioned, it's only us.

Okay. So, it's LAC...

Unlimited.

Unlimited.

And whatever you said N, what is it?

A&A. A&A.

| don't know, to be honest. Because | don't know the name. They
don't tell me their business.

A&A is Nicola Salazar.

Oh, yeah. Well, yeah.

And then L&N is Yolanda.

Yeah.

Okay, so basically, you guys are all doing the same thing. And so,
how are they paying Ordorica?

Cash or check. | don't know.

Cash or check? So, how do they determine how much you're going
to kick back to him?

Well, it depends what kind of job they did.
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They don't really tell me their business.

Okay. Is it a percentage? Like you get a $10,000 job-

Probably. It could be that.

And he gets half or something?

Something or a percentage. Like 10%, 5%.

Okay, so it's low. It's not-

Not too high.

So, Juan gets about 5-10% for whatever job you get?

From me?

Yeah.

Oh, no. For me, no, | only pay him when he works for me. You get
me?

Oh, when he does jobs for you?

Yeah, when he does jobs. He don't get nothing out of my account. |
don't give him nothing. Only if | approve it. Like, "Hey, you know
what? I'm going to hook you up because you got me this job," or,
"You did the job for me." You get me?

Yeah. So, when he gets you a job you pay him?

Yeah.

Okay. That's what these payments that | showed you-

Yeah.

That's why you paid his mortgage.

Yeah.

His credit cards.

Whatever's there.

All the checks and stuff like that.

Okay. Yeah, because he knows a lot about [inaudible 00:50:24] and

all that, and | don't know...
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So, when he gets you the County jobs, that's when you pay him?
Or that's why you pay his mortgage and stuff?

See I'm getting confused with the County and the side jobs he's
doing.

Okay, for the-

So, you're talking about right now?

Right now | want to talk about just the County job because that's, |
work for the County.

Yeah.

So, when he provides you with the County job-

He don't provide me with the County job.

Okay.

Juan, he never, he don't give me work from the County. It's up a
guy up there, Jose, or whatever his name.

Right. But he has authority, | know.

Well, I'm-

| know what his role is, so he can kind of tell, "Hey, | want LAC."
Oh.

Right?

Yeah, | got you now.

Yeah. Yeah. You knew that. That he could kind of, he has some
power there.

Because right now | have a lot of equipment sitting down. So, it's
not like, "Hey, just get this guy." It's not like that.

For Juan?

Yeah. Juan can't be like, "Hey, hook me up with this." It's not like
that.

Okay.
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Because they go by vendor. They say, "Split it by [inaudible
00:51:40]."

Right, but then the vendors the four of you guys, so-

Oh, itis?

... one of you guys is going to get it.

Oh, | don't even know.

Okay.

Well, there's more vendors.

Okay. So, before you were saying that, okay, now let's go back to
what you were telling me about how when he gets you a job then
you'll pay him. Is it more the private jobs?

Yeah, it's private jobs in the field.

Okay.

Yeah, people contact me that they want foundation or a big slab or
a concrete wall, and I'll be like, "Oh, | already know who to get," so |
call Juan. "Hey, you want to do the job?" And he'll do it for me or
he'll send his workers. You get me?

Yeah. So, he's doing the side job and then you'll pay for him for
that?

Yeah.

And that's what these big payments are for?

Yeah.

Okay. And what about all the County business?

All that money from the County business?

Yeah.

Well, yeah, sometimes | get it out to pay him. You get me?

Yeah. So, sometimes he'll get you a County job?

No, he won't. He never got me a County job. Never.
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Well, he has influence on it. You know that.

Well, he has an input, yeah.

Yeah.

But he never been like, "Hey, I'm going to get you this job." He's
never-

Right, but he could say, "Hey, we're going to need something. Put
in a bid or we'll contact you."

He probably could. | don't know.

And has he done that?

Huh?

Has he done that before?

Well, yeah.

Okay. So, he has told you, "Hey, DPW needs this-"

Yeah.

"... putin a bid"? Alright. Okay. And same with the other vendors?
Because Juan, he doesn't, he don't be like, "Hey, they're going give
you this tomorrow." It's not like that. It's up to them up there
because they control all that. Manage.

Sure.

You get me?

Yeah, it has to be approved. | know [crosstalk 00:53:44]

Yeah, it has to be approved by somebody. | don't know who's that
high up, so | don't know.

Yeah. But in his role though, he's kind of, he knows what they need.
He knows the vendors.

Yeah.

He knows you. He knows Lea and the other ladies.

Yeah.
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So-

Well, it depends.

Huh?

It depends how they do. | don't know how they do it.

Okay. But, like you said, you are aware that he is a DPW
employee, what his duties are, which is renting stuff that you rent
and buying the items and materials that you sell, right? You're
getting County jobs. You know you're getting paid by the County.
Yeah.

And then you're paying, we see money going into his account from
your account, so do you see how that looks?

Yeah.

We call that a bribe. You're paying him, so you get more jobs.
Yeah, so you guys see it's going around.

Right. But you see that circle?

Yeah.

Yeah, so | mean, you kind of went back and forth before you said
you were paying him for jobs, but now you're saying you're paying
him for jobs outside of the County.

Yeah.

What about inside the County? The DPW work that you're getting.
You're getting a lot of DPW work, so-

Yeah. That's because | don't deal with him on the County. Me and
him, we don't deal with that. | deal with the main guy up there.
Yeah, but-

You get me?

Yes, but-

Yeabh, it looks fishy.
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Like, how come outsiders do a lot of work, but not inside? You get
me?

Yeah, but Juan is directly involved [crosstalk 00:55:26]

Yeah, because you guys seen all that.

Yeah. So, yeah. It looks like he's giving you work and you're
providing him with all those payments.

Yeah.

Because as far as we know, Juan, County employees have to
submit an outside employment form. As far as we know, he doesn't
have the kind of business that you're talking to me about. Okay? |
mean, we can investigate that, figure out what he's doing, and if it
all turns out, it turns out. But we looked at his records too and it
doesn't look like he has, we don't see any extra money coming in
from outside of County.

Yeah.

He just gets his paycheck. Direct deposit into his Wells Fargo
account from the County.

So, you guys are seeing a lot of money transaction coming out and
then no...

Yeah. Well, just the ones | showed you.

Yeah.

Money coming out of your account, going into his. Money coming
out of your account, paying off his credit card and mortgage. Okay?
So, it looks like it's all County work that you're doing. Is that right?
Well, some of them, yeah.

Is it all County work?

Oh, you're asking about my business?

Yeah, your business.
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Oh. Yeah, it's all County and plus outside jobs that | get.

Yeah.

Whatever | get out there.

But it's mostly County?

Yeah, but mostly 100% is County.

100% County?

Yeah.

Okay.

But | want to say like 85%.

Okay. So, 85% of your work is from the County, which you're
getting from DPW.

To my account.

Right, and then-

And only-

... you're paying Juan-

No, only...

... from that.

Yeah, from there, because when | make money out there, | don't
put it in my account.

Okay. That makes sense what you're saying. You said 85% of your
work, say, or higher-

Yeah.

... Is from the County? It's going to Juan's group and then you're
helping him out by paying his credit card and paying off his
mortgage. | just want to make sure. | don't want to misstate
anything. Is that what's happening?

Well, the money | get from the County, it doesn't go out to Juan. It

stays in the-
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Right, it goes in your account.

It goes to my account.

Yeah, we saw that.

Then from there, | do whatever | want to do to it.

Yeah, | totally get that.

So, when | make money out there, that's when | give him money.
"Hey, here." You get me?

Okay. Right, but some of that-

Or sometimes | get it from my account.

But some of that money is from what you made from the County.
Yeah.

Because you're making most of your money from the County.
Yeah, | make, yeah.

So, most of that money is coming out of whatever you made from
the County.

Yeah.

Would that be accurate?

Well, yeah.

Okay. So, basically, you're paying Juan from the money you're
making from the County?

Yeah because sometimes | don't want to give him money from out
there. If | get money, I'll give it to him. Whatever | owe him, I'll give
it to him or no, I'll put it in my bank and give him money.

Okay.

That's why you see all the transactions, or-

When you say you owe him, it's because he's giving you work.
No, because the job we did. You get me?

Yeah. The outside job that he got you.
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No, that | got him.

Oh, you got him?

Yeah. It's confusing because it's back and forth.

Right.

You get me?

Right. But | understand you guys kind of work together, and so
you're benefiting from him working for the DPW, right?

Yeah.

And so are these other vendors. That's kind of what we're looking
into is...

So, what's going to happen now?

It's an open investigation. So, we'll continue our investigation and
then we'll see what comes of it, but is there anything else that you
want to say?

Well, I'm just like, | don't know. It's crazy like how you guys found
out all that information.

Yeah, it's a lot of details.

So, like what's going to happen with me?

Juan, | don't know. | mean, I'm just the investigator. | collect the
information and then | put a report together.

Well, who sent you out here?

| work for the LA County Auditor Controller.

Wow.

And my office is called the Office of County Investigations.

Oh.

So, we conduct fraud investigations.

Oh, okay.

Of County employees, vendors and contractors.
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And so, Investigator Mike Takacs is from the DA's office. So, we
work together on cases.

So, I'm just curious, what's going to happen with me right now like
in the future?

Right now, | don't know. | don't know what's going to happen. But |
just want to make sure before we end it, that I'm clear of what's
happening. So, kind of in your own words, what, can you tell me
kind of what it is, what the scheme is with you, Juan, Lea, Nicole,
and Yolanda? What is the scheme that you guys, and was it Juan
who came up with what you guys are doing?

Well, not him, because like earlier when I told you it was the other
guy.

The Jose guy?

No, Juan. Some other Juan.

The Juan, uh-huh.

Yeah. | used to work with him. I'll be picking, digging, and stuff like
that, and I'll be like, "This job is not for me. | can't do this no more."
So, | told Mom, "Hey, can you help me buy a machine?" And she's,
"Oh, you're crazy. I'm not going to buy no machine.” It's a lot of
money for a machine.

Yeah.

And | was like, "Just buy it for me and I'll get business.” So, yeah,
they kind of got me with the machine and that's how | started.
Okay.

Because | was really slow. Like | was, even with the County, | was
slow.

Did the other Juan help you get the machine?

No, | bought it.
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Oh, you bought it yourself?

With my money, yeah.

Okay.

Yeah.

You work hard.

Well, yeah.

So, you bought the machine. That's how you start your business.
And how did you get involved with your uncle?

With Juan?

Yes, Ordorica.

Well, I never told him. | never told him, "Hey, get me in the County."
Okay.

You get me?

Yeah.

| told my cousin. The old lady helped me out to fill out this
application. Trust me, | used to be a little hustler. Trust me. I'd go to
people's houses, clean cars. Like I'll do a lot of stuff. Whatever |
need to do, | had to do it. Yeah, sometimes | would go to the
County right here and I'd be, "Hey, how can | get a job here?" or,
"How could I do it?" And they'll be telling me, "Hey, just go to the
Alhambra office and fill out this form, and that's what | did, but it
took me time. It didn't really hit like that.

You mentioned the Alhambra office. Is that the DPW headquarters?
| think.

Okay. And then so, you fill out an application for a job or to become
a vendor?

To become a vendor.

Okay.
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And that's when my cousin helped me out.

Okay.

That's why | told the LSB, whatever the local business is, that's why
| had the whole information, because my cousin helped me out with
that.

Okay. And then how did Juan, when did Juan come in?

Well, he came in when, that guy, whatever's up there, would send
me an email.

Okay.

Yeah.

And then what would Juan do? What's his part?

Well, I would call him, "Hey, I..." Well, | wouldn't call him. | would
call the other guy. Whatever his co-worker is, because he was the
main contact guy or sometimes Juan.

Uh-huh.

| wouldn’t call him because, like | didn't want, really, attention from
him. You get me?

Yeah, yeah.

Because-

You didn't want Juan to get the attention.

Yeah.

Because you guys are related.

Yeah.

Okay.

That's why | don't want to, well, you know. | always tried to stay
away from him, because | didn't want to get him in trouble or
something.

Right.
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You get me?

| understand. But he was helping you.

Well, in the emails, yeah, in the emails you can see some stuff,
yeah. Other than that, no.

Okay. Okay, so you're getting the jobs from the County from
basically Juan's unit.

No, not Juan. It's not just Juan's unit.

Yeah. Well, mostly-

It's a different...

Yeah, there's different ones, but a lot of the jobs came out of-

Was from there?

... MD-4.
Yeah, | don't even know.
Okay.

| can't tell, because | don't really sit down and look at my email. |
can't tell.

And the reason why he gave you, he paid you your credit card
statements, the mortgage-

Yeah.

... Is because he was giving you County jobs. 85% of your work is
County-

Well, it look like it, yeah.

So, that's what you told me, right 85% County.

And the rest is like [crosstalk 01:04:56] Yeah.

And from that 85% you paid Juan for the work?

Yeah.

Okay. [crosstalk 01:05:02]

Or sometimes I'd pay him out of the money from whatever | got —
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- outside.

Yeah. So, you use both monies?

Yeah.

The money you got from the County plus the outside?

Whatever money | get.

Okay. And the reason, well, like you said, you're helping him out
and he's helping you too.

Yeah.

Both ways, just like you said. He's getting you jobs in the County
and the outside?

Yeah.

Is that right?

No, | get the job.

You get the job.

And | give it to him.

Yeah, that's other direction, right? He's getting you jobs, you're
getting him jobs.

He gets the job. He finishes whatever and I'll call him, "Hey, how
much | owe you?" You get me?

Yeah.

It's a lot of confusion, because you see it all over the place. That's
why-

Yeah.

You see all the transactions that’s why.

Okay. So, the one I'm just focused on is-

Even when | bring those, | make more money on that too.

Yeah. So, the one | want to focus on is just the County. You're

getting County jobs from him and then you're paying for stuff.
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Yeah.

Okay. And Lea does the same stuff? Same kind of-

Well, yeah, the same thing.

But you don't know exactly what she's doing.

| don't know much she's... Yeah, | don't know.

You just know what you do.

Yeah.

Okay. | mean, it all makes sense.

They don't really tell me their business though.

Okay. Alright.

So, me, I'm going to get in trouble or...

Well, it is a crime to bribe a government official. He's a government
employee and you're paying him after you're getting all these jobs
from the County.

So, I'm going to go jail?

I'm not a lawyer. | don't know all that stuff. | don't know.

It's crazy, huh?

It is crazy, yeah. As far as when you rent stuff from ISCO, do you
choose who you're going to rent the thing from or does Juan
choose? Does Juan say, "Hey, go to ISCO, rent this excavator"?
No, | choose it.

You choose it?

Yeah.

Okay. How do you determine the markup?

Because | know those people.

You know what people? ISCO? Okay, so-

Well, | know a lot of people. So, | go wherever | want.

Okay.
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Because...

You know what | mean by markup? Say you get something for
10,000 and then you have to make money off it, right?

Oh. No, I don't, like on the equipment? Can you explain it?

Yeah, sure. Okay, so | got to ISCO. | get an excavator for $10,000.
| need to make money because that's my business. I'm going to
mark it up 2,000.

No, we don't really make money, to be honest.

Okay.

Because whatever they want, | only make half of it, so it's not really,
you get me?

So, say [crosstalk 01:07:54]

For example, you go rent a Jaguar and you're like, "Oh, they want
500 bucks." You go with this guy. You're going to re-rent it to this
guy for 1,000, so you're only making $500 profit.

Okay.

So, you don't really make much.

That's pretty good actually. You know?

No, because that's what you think, but you still got pay over there.
You get me?

Right. You still have to pay the 500, but then you get 500 back,
right?

Well, it depends.

It's like 100% markup.

Because some people, they complain about prices.

Right. But that's what you would do is like your example. You would
rent something-

Like if I don't have a machine, yeah, | would rent it somewhere else.

Should COUNTY discover that any products, goods, supplies or other personal property sold or supplied by VENDOR to COUNTY
are produced in violation of any international child labor conventions, VENDOR shatl immediately provide an alternative, compliant
source of supply.

B. Written Employee Jury Service policy.

1. Unless Contractor has demonstrated to the County's satisfaction either that Contractor is not a "Contractor” as defined under the
Jury Service Program (Section 2.203.020 of the County Code) or that Contractor qualifies for an exception to the Jury Service
Program (Section 2.203.070 of the County Code), Contractor shall have and adhere 10 a written policy that provides that its
Employees shall receive from the Contractor, on an annual basis. no less than five days of regular pay for actual jury service. This
policy may provide that Employees deposit any fees received for such jury service with the Contractor or that the Contractor deduct
from the Employee's regular pay the fees received for jury service.

2. For purposes of this Section, "Contractor” means a person, partnership, corporation or other entity which has a contract with the
County or a subcontract with a County contractor and has received or will receive an aggregate sum of $50,000 or more in any 12-
month peried under one or more County contracts ot subcontracts. "Employee” means any California resident who is a full time
employee of Contractor, "Full time" means 40 hours or more worked per week, or a lesser number of hours if the lesser number is a
recognized industry standard and is approved as such by the County. If Contractor uses any subcontractor to perform services for the
County under the Contract, the subcontractor shall also be subject to the provisions of this Section. The provisions of this Section shall
be inserted into any such subcontract agreement and a Copy of the Jury Service Program shall be attached to the agreement.
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3. If Contractor is not required to comply with the Jury Service Program when the Contract commences, Contractor shall have a
continuing obligation to review the applicability of its "exception status" from the Jury Service Program, and Contractor shall
immediately notify County if Contractor at any time either comes within the Jury Service Program’s definition of "Contractor” or if
Contractor no longer qualifies for an exception {o the Program. In either event, Contractor shall immediately implement a written
policy consistent with the Jury Service Program. The County may also require, at any time during the Contract and at its sale
discretion, that Contractor demonstrate to the county's satisfaction that Contractor either continues to remain outside of the Jury
service Program's definition of "Contractor" and/or that Contractor continues to qualify for an exception to the Program.

4. Contractor's violation of this Section of the contract may constitute a material breach of the Contract. In the event of such
material. breach, County may, in its sole discretion, terminate the Contract and/or bar Contractor from the award of future County
contracts for a period of time consistent with the seriousness of the breach.

PRICE SPECIFIC CONTRACTS AND PURCHASE ORDERS

Vendors are entitled to receive payment for goods received by, or services provided to the county specific to the Contract or Purchase
Order price amount. Under no circumstances will those Suppliers, Contraciors or Vendors who supply goods or otherwise contract
services with the County of Los Angeles be entitled to or paid for expenditures beyond the Contract or Purchase Order amounts.
Vendors are prohibited from accepting prepayment for goods or services without the express written approval of the County
Purchasing Agent.

ASSIGNMENT BY CONTRACTOR

A, Contractor shall not assign its rights or delegate its duties under the Agreement, or both whether in whole or in part, without the
prior written consent of County, in its discretion, and any attempted assignment or delegation without such consent shall be null and
void. For purposes of this paragraph, County consent shall require a written amendment to the Agreement, which is formally
approved and executed by the parties. Any payments by county to any approved delegate or assignee on any claim under the
Agreement shall be deductible, at County's sole discretion, against the claims which Contractor, may have against county.

B.  Sharcholders, partners, members, or other equity holders of Contractor may transfer, sell exchange, assign, or divest themselves
of any interest they may have therein. However, in the event any such sale, transter, exchange. assignment, or divestment is effected
insuch away as to give majority control of Contractor to any person(s), corporation, partnership, or legal entity other than the
majority controlling interest therein at the time of execution of the Agreement, such disposition is an assignment requiring the prior
written consent of County in accordance with applicable provisions of this Agreement.

C.  Any assumption, assignment, delegation, or takeover of any of the Contractor's duties, responsibilities, obligations, or
performance of same by any entity other than the Contractor, whether through assignment, subcontract, delegation. merger, buyout, or
any other mechanism, with or without consideration for any reason whatsoever without county's express prior written approval, shall
be a material breach of the Agreement which may resuit in the termination of the Agreement. In the event of such termination, County
shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against Contractor as it could pursue in the event of default by Contractor.

DEFAULT METHOD OF PAYMENT: DIRECT DEPOSIT OR ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER (EFT)

1.  The County, at its sole discretion, has determined that the most efficient and secure default form of payment for goods and/or
services provided under an agreement or contract with the County shall be Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) or direct deposit, unless
an alternative method of payment is deemed appropriate by the Auditor-Controller (A-C).

2. The Contractor shall submit a direct deposit authorization request via the website https://directdeposit.lacounty.gov with banking
and vendor information, and any other information that the A-C determines is reasonably necessary to process the payment and
comply with all accounting, record keeping, and tax reporting requirements.

3. Any provision of law, grant, or funding agreement requiring a specific form or method of payment other than EFT or direct
deposit shall supersede this requirement with respect to those pay ments.

FEDERAL UNIFORM GUIDELINE CLAUSE
