Dear Election Integrity Commission Staff — Your first formal meeting on 19 July is a golden opportunity to
RESET the Commission agenda correcting your rollout’s deficiencies with genuine bipartisanship collaboration
and a comprehensive approach. What follows includes various internet sources.

THE ROLLOUT'S AREAS TO IMPROVE

Initial Letter Was Vague, Incomplete, Confusing, Sloppy... What information will be made public? Will the
resulting national voter file be subject to federal FOIA requests? Will those requests be granted? How will you
coordinate different data submissions and no data submissions to establish a 50-state data base? How will
you account for false positives? How can you do a conclusive study if the data is fragmented? The stated
purpose (i.e., ...practices that enhance and undermine the integrity of the voting processes in Federal
elections) is incomplete, for example, not specifically including hacking, security, privacy, and eligible voter
access issues. The letter requested data rarely considered to be public election records (e.g., felony
convictions and the last four digits of the voter's Social Security number). In some cases the letter was not
sent to the agency that oversees elections in the state.

Security of Data. States could submit info through unsecure email? Then later a Commission rep said email
only for non-sensitive responses, without defining what is non-sensitive? | consider ANY information about me
— date of birth, party affiliation, home address — as sensitive. The commission hasn’t offered a careful and
thoughtful plan for storing what will essentially be a national database of voters. What assurance this data gold
mine is safe from commercial exploitation and harassment as well as from foreign governments, terrorist,

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domestic extremists, hate-mongers and other hackers whose successful recent hacks include the Defense
Department, federal civil service employees?

Unilateral federal imposition on the 50 states. Not surprising that the rollout met with such state opposition
when the Commission did not FIRST solicit state input.

Why a national data base? When (a) our current federalized 50-state voting system makes it difficult for
hackers to have any sizable effect on the vote? And (b) two cross-check systems exist, each involving 19 or
more states, systems which could be expanded, coordinated, improved.

What is the purpose? In principle, nothing wrong with the publicly stated purpose in the 30 June Notice. In
practice, the Commission’s purpose is vague, incomplete, and, per criticism, hidden. A presidential tweet calls
it the “voter fraud panel.” The reputation of co-chair Kobach and at least two other members of similar
persuasion raise suspicions that the true purpose includes (a) developing a single, searchable

database consisting of every US voter and their voting history over the past 10 years that could then be cross-
referenced with other sources, such as immigration records, not only to identify people who improperly
registered (e.g., deceased, muiltiply registered), but also to enable voter suppression of the poor, minority
voters, and anti-Administration voters via tighter voter photo ID laws, new barriers to registering, and voter roll
purges, and (b) using shoddy data to assert the GOP won the popular vote. Suspicions multiplied by the fact
that the data will be handled by employees in the executive office of the president, who serve as the
commission’s staff.

How will hodgepodge of data serve whatever the purpose is? Without complete sensitive data—which
many states will likely to be unwilling or legally unable to turn over in any uniform manner—any analysis will be
virtually meaningless, junk science. The Department of Homeland Security has warned its database of
noncitizens is not a reliable way to verify voter rolls.

Bipartisan commission? How so if the two ranking commission members are Republicans, there are more
Republican than Democrat members, and given Mr. Kobach’s reputation (e.g., fined $1000 by a federal judge
for misleading the court re withholding documents seeking to amend/weaken the National Voter Registration
Act - NVRA). Studies have shown an abundance of false positives in the methods Kobach has sought to use to
purge the voter rolls on a state level.

Prepared to do the data analysis work? The Electronic Registration Information Center (ERIC) — a
nonprofit cooperative of 21 states and Washington, D.C., that shares and analyzes voter data in much the
same way Kobach has proposed to do nationally — took almost three years just to set up its technical
infrastructure, design privacy protection and member bylaws, and formalize a system for data input. If the
Commission is not so prepared, the results of low-quality matches using the voter files that do arrive will
significantly overstate the amount of double voting and voting by noncitizens.

Lawsuits. Two to date? The Electronic Privacy Information Center, a watchdog group, has filed a lawsuit to
block the commission’s data request until its privacy impact can be weighed. The ACLU has filed another
seeking the Commission comply with the Federal Advisory Committee Act (i.e., commission meetings open to
the public, written records available for public inspection, and adopt appropriate measures to ensure there is
no inappropriate influence by the president.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The Positive. Commission leaders VP Mike Pence and Kansas Sec. State Kris Kobach stated they wanted
the committee’s work to be unbiased. The idea of compiling and analyzing vote data makes sense. Because
the U.S. uses the honor system (backed up by felony sanctions) to police its citizenship requirement to vote,
it's reasonable to ask how well that honor system is working — the best evidence suggesting that a tiny fraction
of votes are cast by noncitizens or other ineligibles. Still, a genuine COMPREHENSIVE, BIPARTISAN,
transparent, state-participatory review would be extremely useful to address concerns of the state secretaries
of state, the anti-Administration and the Administration concerns. There’s a large political middie in the election
administration community that recognizes the value of database matching for the purpose of maintaining the
integrity of the voter registration system.

Called for are: (a) the current state of affairs (e.g., to better understand how many noncitizens and other
ineligibles are currently on the voter rolls, how many have illegally voted, effectiveness of current methods that
accurately match individuals across datasets; and safeguards that respect individual privacy, security against
hacking or other misuse), (b) ways to better update state rolls, eliminating ineligibles AND facilitating access
by eligibles, and (c) other actions to eliminate reason for the above lawsuits.

Specific Suggestions: Expand the agenda to specifically include:

Naming a Democrat as co-chair of equal rank with Mr. Kobach. Maintain an even number of Republicans
and Democrats as members.

Security (e.g., hacking)

Privacy

Respect the autonomy, expertise, laws of the states.

Eligibles access to the ballot.

The merits and demerits* of a national data basis vs. expanding, improving

coordinating ERIC and Interstate Voter Registration Crosscheck
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* |f there’s no national data base, there’s no national database hacking, no 50-state and DC continual
updating. Seriously consider using ERIC.

The merits and demerits of ERIC (has security, has participating states using identical info forms) vs.
Interstate Voter Registration Crosscheck (criticized for the high number of false positives, accused of
resulting in unjustified voter roll purges of Democrat voters, used only by Republican secretaries of state).

Merits and demerits of a universal registration form.

Require an annual public report listing the status of state voter registries, improvements made,
improvements still to go, etc.

Make a complete list of Commission targets of (a) ineligibles -- deceased, felons in some states,
undocumented foreigners, registered on more than one voting list, (b) name changes, address updates,
(c) false positives and positives who voted but shouldn’t have, and (d) eligibles including poor, minorities,
Native-Americans, etc. ease of access to the ballot, and (e) voting machine reliability, hacking, paper trail,
intentional or inadvertent precinct voting reporting errors, recount procedures, corrections made.

Establish that no individual personal information is to be made public.

Among expert/resource input include the 2013 Presidential Commission on Election Administration and
past relevant voting acts.

Voter ID**

**One GOP-Dem tradeoff approach: (a) Require photo ID for all and phase it in, while at the same
time (b) Require states to make photo ID available to all eligibles via motor vehicle registration and
mobile voter registration vans to Indian Reservations, invalids, poor sections of town, rural areas,
computer-less people, and all other eligibles without convenient physical access and/or without the
fiscal means to register, and require states to report annually on requests made and registrations
completed.

Move any national registry data storage from the White House and White House staff to the GAO. Or
better, have no such data storage. Use ERIC.

As an initial step to regroup, first consult the states, for example, via rounds of a draft questionnaire (e.g.,
states commenting on other states’ input) for state input prior to being finalized and sent to states. For
example:
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-- In 2016, how are deceased voters removed from the lists, how soon after death, how many were
removed, how many were on the Nov. 2016 lists, how many voted?.

Coordinate with the Justice Department which asked states in a June 28 letter for all information including
“statutes, regulations, written guidance, internal policies, or database user manuals” that determine when a
state removes from its rolls voters believed to be dead or have changed address. Seems to be some
confusing overlap with the Commission. Tellingly, that letter also signaled no concern as to whether states
were doing enough to make it easy to register, as the bulk of the NVRA dictates.

Establish better state-access to the DHS immigration database called SAVE, a system unfortunately not
designed to search for people by name, only by alien registration number, and now useless for spotting
noncitizens inadvertently showing up on voter rolis.

Liability for the secretaries of state (etc.). I's not entirely clear whether they will be legally liable for misuse
of people’s private information if they hand over to the Commission.

Comply with the Federal Advisory Committee Act.
