This
determination is in pursuant to Exemptions 7(A) of the FOIA.

Exemption 7(A) of the FOIA, as amended, protects from disclosure "records or
information compiled for law enforcement purposes, but only to the extent that the
production of such law enforcement records or information could reasonably be
expected to interfere with enforcement proceedings.”

If you believe that the information withheld should not be exempt from disclosure, or
this response constitutes an adverse determination, you may appeal. By filing an
appeal, you preserve your rights under FOIA and give the agency a chance to review
and reconsider your request and the agency’s decision.
