OBSERVATIONS

, The Philip levy investigation dis a case which has been pending
over a considerable period of time and has been an important espionage
investigation. There has been some consideration lately toward closing
out this investigation. It is believed that this data sheet could be-used
pending a determination of the other factors regarding ‘this matter which
are discussed separately in the cover memorandum. It is not.felt that
this data sheet can be-used if it will be necessary ‘to produce the Bureau
report. The Bureau report is 61 pages in length, surmarizes our investigation
of Philip levy in detail, and among other ‘things mentions the Presidentts
Assistant, ‘David XK. Niles.

RECOMMENDATION !

It is recommended that this data sheet be used if only the data
sheet is ‘to be used and not the report.
